The Weed and Seed Steering Committee hosted the first annual Moonlight Ride in partnership with PAL and Crime Watch. Participants set off on a 15+ mile ride through Aventura, Hallandale Beach and Hollywood. The Beach Fire Station served as the rest stop for riders, who had the opportunity to take a break and reenergize with refreshments from Whole Foods. The course ended where it began, in the City Breezeway and riders enjoyed Breakfast-In-A-Cup from Mess-A-Round.
