Community Redevelopment Agency Division
· On April 3, staff met with Benjie Sperling to discuss the acquisition of his two lots that abut City-owned property on both sides. The City has been trying to assemble the land within the 600 block (on the south side) of Foster Road but Mr. Sperling up to this point has been unwilling and uncooperative. 

· On April 18, City staff (Jennifer Frastai and Kenrick Pierre) met with Sandra Atkins and Robin Holley of Homelessness to Homeownership (H2H) to explore areas of collaboration between H2H and the CRA. The goal of this collaborative effort is to improve the First Time Homebuyers Program by increasing the number of people who are qualified for participation in the program. H2H Homebuyers Club is an organization that was established by Bank Atlantic to assist the chronically homeless and single parents in acquiring their own homes.  

· On April 17, a Small Business Workshop on “Health Insurance” was held at the Hollywood Library. Twenty-four people attended, two were from Hallandale Beach. The next two Small Business Workshops “How to be Certified as a Disadvantaged, Minority or Woman Business Owner” and “Basic Bookkeeping” are scheduled for May 8 and June 19 and will be held at the Hallandale Beach Cultural Center.
· On April 30, staff met with the Broward Housing Partnership and the City of Hollywood to finalize plans for a workshop titled “Preserve Your Home.”  The purpose of the workshop is to educate home owners on how to avoid foreclosure.  The workshop is scheduled for June 14, 2008 at the Hallandale Beach Cultural Center from 10:00 am to 2:00 pm. Representatives from HUD, lending institutions and the real estate community will be participating. HUD certified Housing Counselors will be there to consult directly with home owners. This event is being sponsored by the cities of Hallandale Beach, Hollywood and West Park.  Each city is expected to contribute $650.00 to cover lunch costs for each participant. Based on attendance at previous workshop, about 300 people are expected to attend.
