The following are activities and accomplishments for the month of April 2008:                                                                

Recreation Program Highlights 
-
O.B. Johnson Park offered several special events and programs during the month.  For example, several children participated in learning how to read a road map on April 4th and they also enjoyed a trivia contest on Trivia Day (April 15th).  A Talent Showcase was held on April 18th when the gym came alive with singing and dancing.  On Friday, April 25th everyone had a fun time when the staff took the kids roller skating in the evening.

In April the administrative staff was trained extensively and began imputing necessary information on an updated computer system called ActiveNet which will be utilized for registrations, facility reservations and annual passes for the Parks and Recreation Department.  It should also be noted that the department now accepts credit cards (MasterCard and Visa) as a form of payment.

This year’s Arbor Earth Day event was held on Saturday, April 26 from 10 am-12 noon.  The day began with a pick-up of Ingalls Park. The participants then had an opportunity to learn how long it takes for some of the items they picked up, such as water bottles, soda cans and paper, to degrade in a landfill.  Everyone participated in a discussion while also sharing their best tips on recycling and conservation. The Department of Public Works taught everyone how to properly plant a tree.  Then, everyone enjoyed some refreshments before decorating a clay pot and planting sunflower seeds as their craft and nature activity.  Finally, all the residents were excited to able to select a tree to take home to plant and care for it.  Additionally, several of the families donated their used tennis shoes for Hallandale Elementary School’s Tennis Shoe Recycling Program.

Peter Bluesten Park also enjoyed several fun activities in April.  The kids enjoyed a cooking activity for National Food Month and they also made a craft for Find a Rainbow Day.  In addition, staff read stories for Children’s Book Day and finally, some teens volunteered at the camp for Volunteer Week.  National Teach your Child to Save Day was held at Peter Bluesten Park on Tuesday, April 29th.  Great Florida Bank taught the children about how important a savings account is and that saving for college should begin now.  Each of the children received a piggy bank to keep their money.

Athletics (PAL)

PAL Youth Soccer concluded its most successful season ever.  In addition to fielding 14 teams with over 200 children, PAL also had success on the field.  On April 10, 2008 at the Cultural Community Center, all teams were honored at an end-of-season awards banquet.  With over 325 people in attendance, the festivities included dinner, awards and of course, tons of fun.  At the April 16th Commission meeting, the City Commission recognized the Under 8B team and the Under 12A teams who each won the Greater Hollywood League Championships for their respective age divisions.  Special mention was made of the U12A team, which concluded the season with a perfect 12-0 record.

Youth Track and Field continued its 2008 season.  Over 70 children are participating in local meets with the goal of qualifying for the State Championships being held in late June.

Youth Baseball began its 2008 Spring Season.  All children ages 5-15 are participating throughout Broward County.  Games continue until June, when playoffs begin.
