ORDINANCE NO. 2008-

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, ESTABLISHING SURVEILLANCE SECURITY CAMERAS IN LATE-NIGHT BUSINESSES; PROVIDING PURPOSE; PROVIDING DEFINITIONS; REQUIRING SPECIFIED LATE-NIGHT BUSINESSES TO HAVE DIGITAL VIDEO SECURITY CAMERA SYSTEMS; PROVIDING REQUIREMENTS FOR SUCH SYSTEMS; PROVIDING FOR ENFORCEMENT; PROVIDING FOR CIVIL FINES; PROVIDING FOR INCENTIVES; PROVIDING EXCEPTIONS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE

WHEREAS, businesses that are open to the public late into the night are at risk for robbery, burglaries and other violent crimes; and


WHEREAS, the City Commission finds that certain minimum-security requirements are helpful and necessary in protecting the health, welfare, and safety of employees, residents and visitors of the City from such crimes.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.  Chapter 7, Businesses, Article I. Surveillance Security Cameras in Late Night Businesses, Section 7-1, is hereby created to read as follows: 

1. Section 7-1 TITLE:  Surveillance Security Cameras in Late Night Businesses.

2. PURPOSE.---The purpose of this ordinance is to require businesses that operate between the hours of 11 p.m.  to 2.00 a.m., or later, at which a felony has occurred to install a surveillance camera system.  The presence of surveillance camera systems shall serve to prevent crime and assist law enforcement agencies in the event that crimes occur. 

3. DEFINITIONS.--- For purpose of this ordinance:

(a) “Late –night business” means retail or other business that is open to the general public between the hours of 11 p.m. to 2 a.m. or thereafter on a regular basis.

(b) “Regular basis” means a minimum of 200 days per calendar year.

(c) “Felony” is defined by Florida Statutes. 

4. DIGITAL VIDEO SECURITY CAMERA SYSTEM REQUIRED; SPECIFICATIONS.---

(a)
If a robbery, burglary, or other violent crime, that is a felony, as defined by Florida Statutes, occurs upon or at a late-night business after the effective date of this ordinance, that late-night business shall within 30 days thereafter install on the exterior of the business in areas of plain view and visible to the public a digital video security camera system to record activity in its parking lots, and by each of its entrances and exits.  Additionally, businesses with cash registers shall at the same time install cameras by each cash register.  If the business shares a parking lot, security cameras shall be installed to provide surveillance to the lot in front of the property line of the business and behind it.

(b) The requirements for the surveillance cameras shall be set forth in the City’s Administrative Policy.

(c) The digital video security camera system must be capable of storing a minimum of 72 hours of activity from all cameras used at the business.

5. ENFORCEMENT OF REQUIREMENT.---

(a) A statement verifying that the cameras have been installed and are operable and have been maintained must be filed at least annually by the late-night business owner or operator with the City Manager’s Office or designee as prescribed by this section.  Failure to install security cameras within 30 days following the occurrence of a felony upon or at the late night business premises as defined in Paragraphs 3(c) and as required by paragraph 4(a) and to provide the statement may subject the business to penalties in accordance to City Administrative Policy.
(b) The violation of any provision of this section by any late-night business shall result in a notice of violation issued by the Code Enforcement department and/or Police department. 

(c) Each day that a violation continues to exist beyond the time specified in the notice of violation shall constitute a new and separate violation subject to be heard before the Special Magistrate upon notice of the same. 

(d) Violators shall cure a violation by the date required in the notice of violation, and provide proof of compliance.

(e) If the violation continues after the cure period, a Notice to Appear shall be issued and the violation will be heard before the Special Magistrate for Code Enforcement. 

(f) A daily civil fine up to $500.00 dollars a day may be imposed by the Magistrate; such fine may not exceed $500.00 per day. 

(g) In addition to the penalties set forth herein, the City may pursue any and all other legal remedies, including but not limited to, injunctive relief, should the City find that the public health, safety and welfare be threatened by continued operation of a business in the absence of compliance.

(h) Any late night business subject to the requirements of this Ordinance, following its effective date, shall comply by October 1, 2008.

6.  EXCEPTIONS.---

Convenience Businesses as defined by Florida Statute Section 812.171 are exempt from the provisions of this section to the extent preempted by Section 812.1725, Florida Statutes.


SECTION 2.  SEVERABILITY.---
If any clause, section or other part of this Ordinance shall be held by any court of competent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or invalid, such unconstitutional or invalid part shall be considered as eliminated and in no way affecting the validity of the other provisions of this Ordinance.

   
SECTION 3.  EFFECTIVE DATE.---

           This Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon adoption.
