Recreation Program Highlights 
-
Peter Bluesten Park offered a number of events to the community for the month of May. The kids created crafts for May Day and Mother’s Day and wrote thank-you cards for veterans that were distributed at the end of the Memorial Day Ceremony.  The kids also had several opportunities to learn Spanish on Cinco de Mayo and for Latin Book Month on May 28th.  National Backyard Games Day was a blast with plenty of fun games including Red Light-Green Light and Freeze Tag.

Peter Bluesten Park was also the site for this year’s Relay for Life event on Friday, May 2nd.  The community had an opportunity to honor those who have lost the battle against cancer and those who are survivors, as well as contribute toward cancer research.  There was a nice dinner for survivors, a ceremony, and an opportunity to participate in the relay walk and to light luminaires.

Not to be outdone, O.B. Johnson Park also had a great month.  Highlights included the monthly teen dance on May 9th; a Talent Showcase on May 16th; and a Parent’s Night Out on May 23rd  when twenty-four kids enjoyed an evening of roller skating.

Opportunities were available for families to participate in activities at Ingalls Park, including an Evening Out for Pets on May 7; a Family Night Out Picnic Dinner on May 14th and a Teddy Bear Picnic for youngsters on May 17th.
