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MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, APRIL 2, 2008 AT 10:00 AM
1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 10:11 A.M.

2. ROLL CALL

Commissioners London, Ross and Schiller, Vice Mayor Julian, Mayor Cooper, City Manager Good, City Attorney Jove, City Clerk McGough – All present

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Danelia Cruz, Student Citizen of the Month, Hallandale Elementary School led the pledge and recited her school pledge. 

4. PRESENTATIONS AND REPORTS

A. Presentation of Certificates to the Student Citizens of the Month

Danelia Cruz, Student Citizen of the Month, Hallandale Elementary School received the certificate from Mayor Cooper. 

B. A Proclamation Proclaiming National Crime Victims Rights Week

Mayor Cooper presented the Proclamation to Jill Fogel, Victim Advocate, Hallandale Beach Police Department. 

Ms. Fogel discussed the activities during Crime Victims Rights Week.  Chief Magill spoke about Ms. Fogel’s work in the community and her dedication. 

A Memorial Service for Melissa Lewis of Plantation, Florida will be held on April 13, 2008.  Ms. Lewis was active in promoting a memorial garden for crime victims.  

C. A Proclamation Proclaiming April as Water Conservation Month

Mayor Cooper presented the Proclamation to Jose Lopez, South Florida Water Management District and Bill Brant, Director, Public Works/Utilities & Engineering. 

Mr. Brant stated Rafael Perdomo, Engineer with the Public Works Department, will be the City’s Water Conservation Coordinator. 

Mr. Lopez announced a water conservation grant and discussed the importance of using Naturescape landscaping. A publication entitled Waterwise: South Florida Landscapes was distributed.  Gulfstream Middle School is participating in the Naturescape Landscaping program. 

Commissioner London stated there is a lack of consistency between water conservation and building codes. City Manager Good stated that retaining rain water and its use for landscaping is being required for redevelopment. City Building Codes are being reviewed toward water conservation principles including the use of cisterns. City Manager Good stated that the design of Golden Isles Drive allows storm water runoff to water the landscaping.  

Mr. Lopez noted Vision Broward is sponsoring workshops on May 9, 2008 and May 10, 2008 at Broward Community College Central Campus regarding water and the environment, health care and education. 

A joint meeting of Mayors and City Managers and Broward County is scheduled for May 12, 2008 to discuss water issues. 

City Manager Good stated the City’s Water Conservation Coordinator will review different ways to conserve water and the costs and benefits of water conservation efforts.

Mayor Cooper noted there are model programs related to green issues and the City is looking  forward to partnering with the SFWMD on water conservation. 
The City is looking at use of pervious asphalt, is working toward becoming a certified LEED community and has an Ordinance prohibiting serving of water in restaurants unless requested by the patrons.

Mayor Cooper recommended that the City look into establishing a Water Wise Award Program to encourage and recognize water conservation in the community. 

D. Presentation of a Donation to the Hallandale Food Pantry and to Gulfstream Middle School from the Kiwanis Club of Hallandale Beach (Vice Mayor Julian)

A check for $500 was presented to Mr. Montgomery, Assistant Principal, Gulfstream Middle School from the Kiwanis Club of Hallandale Beach. The money is to be used for extra curricular activities and school supplies. 

A check for $500 was presented to Paul Snow, Hallandale Beach Food Pantry. 

Vice Mayor Julian discussed doing a food drive city wide. 

Mayor Cooper recommended the City Commission donate an additional $2,000 to the Hallandale Beach Food Pantry.  It was noted that the organization has received a City donation of $3,000 as part of the annual contributions to organizations.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JUILAN AND SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO CONTRIBUTE AN ADDITIONAL $2,000 TO THE HALLANDALE BEACH FOOD PANTRY WITH TOTAL CONTRIBUTIONS TO NOT EXCEED $5,000.  The motion was carried by a voice vote, 5/0. 

Marian McCann-Colliee, Director, Human Services, noted the department’s coordination with the Food Bank, the Hallandale Beach Food Pantry and the Jubilee Center of South Broward.  

Commissioner Ross noted she had donated historical documents to Gulfstream Middle School consisting of the U.S. Constitution, the Bill of Rights and the Declaration of Independence. 

E. Discussion of Public Works Construction Projects

Bill Brant, Director, Public Works/Utilities & Engineering, presented report. 

Regarding the improvements to West Hallandale Beach Blvd. it was stressed that proper signage be installed regarding access to businesses.  
In response to a question from Commissioner London, City Manager Good noted the City of Hollywood is still in the process of determining how much re-used water will be available for Hallandale Beach. The re-use does not have an implementation plan or schedule. Both cities will continue to address the issue.  

The status of the plans for new water lines under the Intracoastal Waterway were discussed. 
5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 

David Jove, City Attorney, introduced Melissa Anderson as the new Deputy City Attorney. 

Raul Alonso, 1928 S Ocean Dr # 505, thanked the City for resolving the low water pressure issue at his condo.  He noted his experience and offered tips on water conservation. 

Andrew Markoff, 705 SW 2 Court, spoke about using fabric bags as an alternative to plastic bags, including the City considering providing vouchers to encourage use of fabric bags. He is interested in participating in a cash for trash program and is to further advise the Commission of which Advisory Board and/or Committee he is interested in serving. 

6. CONSENT AGENDA 

A. Approval of Minutes - Regular Meeting of December 19, 2007

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER TO APPROVE CONSENT AGENDA. The motion was carried by a voice vote, 5/0. 

7. PUBLIC HEARINGS 
A. Application #23-08-CL by Werner Staub Wine Cellar Restaurant Requesting a Nightclub License in order to Operate a Nightclub until 4:00 A.M. at 1727 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard.
City Manager Good noted the previous business had a 4:00 A.M. license. He recommends  approval of the 4:00 A.M. nightclub license provided all fire code and other safety issues are resolved within 3 months. 

In response to a question from Commission London, City Manager Good noted the parking and landscaping plans are being reviewed and will be approved under City Manager authority.

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing no speakers, the Public Hearing was closed.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER TO APPROVE THE APPLICATION FOR A 4:00 A.M. LICENSE SUBJECT TO RESOLVING ALL FIRE CODE AND OTHER SAFETY ISSUES WITHIN THREE MONTHS.  The motion was carried by a voice vote, 5/0. 







B. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending Chapter 23, Section 23-105, "Award of Contract" of the Code of Ordinances by Clarifying the Award of Contracts to the Lowest Responsive, Responsible Bidder and by Enacting Regulations Governing the Involvement of the City Commission in the City's Purchasing Process 
City Manager Good noted this Ordinance in the result of a Commission directive. 

General Services Director McGough noted with passage of this amendment, the Purchasing Code will be more consistent with the City’s Protocol Manual and Ethics Manual.  

Mayor Cooper asked if the amendment should include provisions for the City to do large projects in-house and City Manager Good stated this additional language was not needed. 

Mayor Cooper stated a Bill is being considered by the Florida Legislature limiting local government’s abilities to do work in-house and she recommended the additional provisions and a threshold should be established when the City would provide a bid and an analysis on cost differentials between outside bids and the City’s in-house bid. 

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing no speakers, the Public Hearing was closed.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER TO ADOPT THE ORDINANCE ON FIRST READING WITH CHANGES TO THE AMENDMENT AS RECOMMENDED BY MAYOR COOPER. The motion was carried by a roll call vote as follows:

8.   CITY BUSINESS

A.  Presentation by the Historic Preservation Board (Presented by Edward Pickett, 

This item was deferred. 

B.  Presentation by the Human Services Advisory Board (Presented by Julia Hamlin, Chair)
Julia Hamlin, Chair, provided report and noted that Suzanne Herrera and Larry Fine were interested in joining the Board. 

Ms. McCann-Colliee, Director, Human Services, noted that the new Board Chair is Ivette Pizzano and Ms. Hamlin is now Vice Chair.

Commissioner London discussed putting the names of Board members and their contact information on the website and Mayor Cooper noted privacy concerns. 

City Manager Good noted Human Services Assistant Director Joe Smith had retired and that Cora Daise of the Human Services Department would be assuming those duties.  

Mayor Cooper noted a concern with the ability of the City to receive funding from the Children’s Services Council (CSC) due to administrative rules.  The Council is to provide services within the City in accordance with a joint agreement regarding CRA TIF funding.  City Manager Good and Director McCann-Colliee are to attend a CSC Board meeting to further discuss.  

Commissioner Ross provided an update on the reorganization of the Broward County Community Action Agency of which she is a Board member.  

C. A Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Excluding from Civil Service Coverage All Unrepresented, Management, Administrative, Supervisory, Confidential and Professional Positions as Determined by the City Manager. 

City Manager Good provided background on the item. 

Mayor Cooper requested that when positions are changed from Civil Service to Non-Civil Service this change in position classification be reported to the City Commission as part of the Personnel’s Department monthly report. 

Commissioner London asked if employees in Civil Service positions would have more protection than employees in non-Civil Service positions if the City was considering a lay-off.  City Manager Good stated any lay-off would be based on the needs of the entire organization regardless of whether a position was Civil Service or not. All employees have due process rights.  

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER TO APPROVE THE RESOLUTION EXCLUDING FROM CIVIL SERVICE ALL UNREPRESENTED, MANAGEMENT, ADMINISTRATIVE, SUPERVISORY, CONFIDENTIAL, AND PROFESSIONAL POSITIONS AS DETERMINED BY THE CITY MANAGER. Commissioner Ross noted the political ties of the consultant should be considered in the selection process.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER TO SUPPORT THE RESOLUTION WITH A NOTATION THAT A CONSULTANT’S POLITICAL TIES SHOULD BE CONSIDERED IN THE SELECTION PROCESS. The motion was carried by a voice vote, 5/0. 
Mayor Cooper recessed the meeting at 1:22 P.M.

Mayor Cooper supports this Resolution.  The County Commission is taking it under consideration at the April 9, 2008 County Commission meeting. 

Commissioner Ross does not support adding two more Commissioners. 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY MAYOR COOPER TO SUPPORT THE RESOLUTION PROVIDED THERE IS NO INCREASE IN THE BROWARD COUNTY BUDGET BECAUSE OF THIS CHANGE. The motion was carried by a voice vote, 3/2. (Commissioners London and Ross voted no)

Following a discussion regarding changes in Broward County Emergency Management pertaining to the position of County Emergency Manager, the Commission authorized the City Manager to discuss the Commission’s concerns with the Broward County Charter Review Commission. 

MOTION BY MAYOR COOPER, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN FOR THE CITY MANAGER TO DISCUSS COMMISSION’S CONCERNS REGARDING COUNTY EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT WITH THE CHARTER REVIEW COMMISSION.  The motion was carried by a voice vote, 5/0.
Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting at 2:36 P.M.

E. A Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Opposing the Broward County Charter Review Commission's Proposed Amendment to the Charter of Broward County, Florida, to Provide for the Creation of a Metropolitan Transit Authority for Presentation to the Electorate by the County Commission at a Special Referendum  Election to be Held in Conjunction with the November 2008 General Election

City Manager Good provided background. 

Vice Mayor Julian spoke in opposition to Resolution No. 2008-001, Creation of a Metropolitan Transit Authority (MTA). 

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO ADOPT A RESOLUTION OPPOSING THE CREATION OF A MTA. This motion was carried by a roll call vote as follows:

F. Discussion of Collecting Items for Another "Adopt A Unit" Program to Benefit Members of the Armed Services Serving in Iraq. 

Vice Mayor Julian noted the efforts of Claire Poole and stated there is a need again to collect packages.  

City Manager Good noted the City should coordinate with the USO and Ms. Poole to send the packages to a unit that needs support.  He further noted that Randy Thompson will be speaking at an upcoming Commission meeting about his experiences in Iraq.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER SCHILLER, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO SPONSOR THE “ADOPT A UNIT” PROGRAM, AUTHORIZE STAFF’S SUPPORT AND DONATE $500. The motion was carried by a voice vote, 5/0.
G. Discussion of Creating a Residential Security System Program

Mayor Cooper noted the idea for this program came out of the Ingalls Park community meeting.  Perhaps the City could put together a pool of vendors who provide security systems or do a RFP to obtain interested vendors and select the best three vendors. 

An option is for the City to pay up front costs associated with installation of the systems for residents and residents pay the monthly monitoring fee.  Another option is an outright purchase with a call to a designated telephone number if the alarm is activated. CRA staff could manage the program.  There are a number of companies who provide systems such as Navarro and Brinks.

City Attorney Jove advised the legal aspects would have to be addressed and was concerned about liability if the City owned the system.  

City Manager Good noted the program would require research as there are a number of options and that he envisioned budgeting no more than $15,000 for the program.

Commissioner London noted the City has an Alarm System permit and charges for false alarms.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO DIRECT STAFF TO EVALUATE OPTIONS, DEVELOP RECOMMENDED PROGRAM AND BRING BACK WHEN READY. The motion was carried by a voice vote, 5/0. 

9.   COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Mayor Cooper noted the Florida League of Cities has established its own State Board of Administration (SBA) Trust Fund and the City can consider investing in this Trust Fund.  Mayor Cooper will forward the information to the City Manager.

The Florida Taxation and Budget Review Commission (TBRC) has adopted rulings which allow governmental entities to support religious organizations. Mayor Cooper asked for a resolution in opposition.  

10. OTHER

Commissioner Ross noted the Port Everglades Plan includes dredging to accommodate new cruise line megaships and this will have an effect on beach renourishment and the dredging will displace sand. 

City Attorney Jove called for an Executive Session regarding Mary Hagopian (various cases) before April 9, 2008 as well as other Executive Sessions regarding the U.S.A. Express and Domus litigation (various cases), the Micky Biss litigation, the Joseph DeFalco et. al. litigation, and the Jose Bonilla et. al. litigation.

Following discussion, the Executive Session was scheduled for Monday, April 7, 2008 beginning at 9:00 A.M. 

The status of the code compliance issues at a residence on Holiday Drive was discussed.

Vice Mayor Julian stated that Mary Rosen had submitted an application to serve on the Code Enforcement Committee and he recommended her appointment.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO APPOINT MARY ROSEN TO THE CODE ENFORCEMENT ADVISORY COMMITTEE.  The motion was carried by a voice vote, 5/0. 
Commissioner London stated the City should be supporting the proposed legislation pertaining to protecting golf courses.  Frank Hileman, Manager of Intergovernmental Relations, is monitoring the legislation.  City Manager Good stated he is opposed to oversight from Broward County pertaining to golf courses. 

Staff is to review use of berms around above ground water storage tanks to determine if this extends the life of the tank through equalizing the pressure.

Staff is to review reduction of fees for permits for installation of water heaters and AC units.  City Manager Good noted the fees are based on the cost of the inspection.  

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER TO WAIVE THE PERMIT INSPECTION FEE FOR INSTALLATION OF WATER HEATERS AND A/C UNITS IN CONDOS, WHEN APPROPRIATE. The motion was carried by a voice vote, 5/0. 

City Manager Good noted there is a $50.00 Plan Review fee and a $50.00 inspection fee for water heaters and air conditioning systems.  He advised only the $50.00 inspection fee would be charged. 

In regard to registration of alarm systems, the initial fee is $75.00 for businesses and $35.00 for residential properties.  The annual renewals are $50.00 and $15.00, respectively. 

Mayor Cooper requested a copy of the Capital Improvement Plan list for all Commissioners. 

Temporary Speed Humps on SW 3rd Street are to be installed.   

Mayor Cooper noted the public needs to be better educated regarding how the City’s sewer rate is tied to the Ocean Outfalls.  

Mayor Cooper noted the Department of Community Affairs has filed an intent to approve the Broward County Interlocal School Concurrency. 

Mayor Cooper advised she is running for Second Vice President of the Florida League of Cities. 

The former City Hall site on South Dixie Highway was discussed. City Manager Good noted negotiations are underway for the City to demolish the buildings and remove the code violations if the property owner gives property to City consisting of 23 or 24 parking spaces off of S.W. 2nd Avenue.  The demolition cost is estimated at $60,000. 
City Manager Good and City Attorney Jove discussed a court case which demonstrated the importance of commissioners not attending meetings and making statements about subjects which are going to come before the City Commission. 

Mayor Cooper adjourned the meeting at 4:36 P.M. 

11. PLANNING AND SCHEDULING MEETING 

Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting at 1:47 P.M. 

Mayor Cooper noted a concern with Water Re-Use Credits and stated the language needs to be clarified in the Large User Agreement.

A tree dedication for Pat Patterson and bench dedication for George Posnansky’s wife will be scheduled.

On April 17, 2008 a meeting is scheduled with representatives of residents on N.E. 14th Avenue regarding parking and landscaping concerns.  The meeting will be in the Clubhouse at 401 N.E. 14th Avenue.

It was noted that vehicles are parking on the grass swales along Atlantic Shores Blvd.

City Manager Good is exploring with Mr. Katz the possibility of additional parking at the R.K. Diplomat Center which can be used by residents along N.E. 14th Avenue.

The Jubilee Center of South Broward Golf Tournament to benefit poor and homeless persons in South Broward County was discussed.  A $700.00 donation was approved.

In regard to Broward Days, an evaluation of bills needs to be completed.  A letter from Mayor Cooper to House Speaker Rubio pertaining to the Slot Gaming Tax Rate, Senate Bill 970 and House Bill 1241 has been sent.  Vice Mayor Julian and Commissioners Ross and London will be attending Broward Days.

City Manager Good announced there is a need for a Budget Visioning Special Workshop Meeting in May and the Commission will be advised of the date.

Mayor Cooper recessed the meeting at 2:19 P.M. to return to the Commission Chambers.
