RESOLUTION NO. 2008 - 
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, URGING FUNDS RAISED FROM I-95 EXPRESS PROJECT BE DIRECTED TO TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT PROJECTS WITHIN BROWARD COUNTY. 

WHEREAS, the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) is implementing High Occupancy Toll lanes on I-95 in its 95 Express project in Broward County and Miami-Dade County; and,
WHEREAS, the Broward Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) has been and continues to be a major supporter of this FDOT project; and 

WHEREAS, many persons using the I-95 Express toll lane will be local motorists choosing to utilize the express lanes to avoid congestion; and

WHEREAS, it is appropriate that funds raised through tolls be designated to benefit the regional transportation system from those who pay the tolls, many of whom are residents of Broward County, to enhance traffic flow and reduce congestion. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.
The Commission urges the Florida Department of Transportation to designate a portion of the money raised from the I-95 Express toll for transportation enhancement projects within Broward County.
SECTION 2.   This resolution is to be distributed to the Broward County Metropolitan Transportation Organization, the Florida Department of Transportation, the Governor of the State of Florida and other appropriate parties.
SECTION 3.
Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
