RESOLUTION NO. 2008 -
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, OPPOSING THE PROPOSAL OF THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTAION TO LEASE ALLIGATOR ALLEY. 

WHEREAS, the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) has for many years demonstrated its ability to effectively manage the 78-mile toll road known as Alligator Alley; and,

WHEREAS, it is the responsibility of the State government to maintain its own public roadways for the benefit of its residents; and

WHEREAS, new technology has served to enhance the profitability of this important State thoroughfare; and 
WHEREAS, FDOT is soliciting bids to lease Alligator Alley for 50 – 75 years to a private company; and
WHEREAS, the proposed leasing of Alligator Alley would result in a long-term increase in fares for the patrons of this roadway; and 
WHEREAS, patrons of this roadway are already burdened by the high cost of fuel and anticipated higher tolls were further negatively impact those using the roadway; and
WHEREAS, the proposed leasing of Alligator Alley may be detrimental to State efforts to restore the Everglades, given the uncertainty of the private company’s long-term commitment to Everglades Restoration; and 
WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the Hallandale Beach community for FDOT to continue the management of Alligator Alley. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.
The Commission opposes the proposal of the Florida Department of Transportation to lease Alligator Alley 
SECTION 2.   This resolution is to be transmitted to the Governor of the State of Florida, the Speaker of the Florida House of Representatives, the President of the Senate, the Secretary of the Florida Department of Transportation and other appropriate parties.
SECTION 3.
This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
