RESOLUTION NO. 2008 – 
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING THE FEDERAL COMMUNICATIONS COMMISSION (FCC)-MAYORS’ DIGITAL TELEVISION INITIATIVE  


WHEREAS, by law, after February 17, 2009, no full-power television station will be allowed to broadcast television in analog format and all such stations will be required to broadcast in a digital television format; and

WHEREAS, the Federal Communications Commission has created the FCC-Mayors’ Digital Television Initiative and is seeking to enlist the help of Cities to provide a source of information for the public on this change in the broadcasting format; and

WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach recognizes the importance of providing the residents with as much accurate factual information as possible regarding this broadcasting format change and the need to dispel misinformation amongst the City’s residents; and

WHEREAS, The Federal Communications Commission has provided the City’s staff with materials, information and support to ensure the residents are properly informed of the impacts and lack of impacts that will result from the change to a digital television broadcast format.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1.

The City of Hallandale Beach recognizes the importance of adequately informing the public and the City’s residents about the mandated change from analog television broadcasting to digital television broadcasting.


SECTION 2,

The City supports the distribution and dissemination of factual information to the public and the residents in order to facilitate the transition to digital television broadcasting and authorizes the City Manager and staff to review any available information from the Federal Communications Commission and develop a program for the distribution and dissemination of this information for the benefit of the residents and the public.


SECTION 3.

The City Clerk is directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to the Federal Communications Commission and any other appropriate officials.
