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MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, MAY 7, 2008 AT 10:00 AM
1. CALL TO ORDER 

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 9:33 A.M.

2. ROLL CALL

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

4. PRESENTATIONS AND REPORTS

A. Presentation of Certificates to the Student Citizens of the Month

Sharon Scales, Hallandale Elementary School, recognized Mark Errol and Michael Fisher, two Hallandale Elementary School art teachers, for their dedication to the school and the fine art program provided to students.
Yazmin Wilson was recognized as Student of the Month for April from Hallandale Elementary School.   

Maria Perea and Daniel Nunez from Hallandale High School were recognized as students of the Month for March, 2008 and April, 2008, respectively.  

Ms. Santiago, Magnet Program Coordinator, Hallandale High School, noted 85% of the students have passed FCAT and over 100 students are in dual enrollment.  She noted that the school is engaged in a food drive coordinated by Vice-Mayor Julian. 

Linda Rattazi and Calandria Graham were recognized as Hallandale Adult Community Center’s students of the month for April, 2008.

Ms. Bagdasarian, Hallandale Adult Community Center, stated the Center is also participating in the food drive coordinated by Vice Mayor Julian.  She noted that Shantel Brown, a previous Student of the Month, was recognized as a special student honoree by the Broward County  School Board. 

B. Presentation of Arbor Day/Earth Day Poster Contest Awards to Hallandale Elementary School Students

Chair Phyllis Broccone, Ann Henigson, Emily Scavo, and Vice Chair Morris Cook, Beautification Advisory Board, were present for the awards. Sal Broccone also provided assistance.

Bill Brant, Earl King, Gary Gibson and Mary Francis Jeannot from the Department of Public Works/Utilities & Engineering were present to recognize the students.

The student posters were shown in a power point presentation and the students were recognized and provided gifts. 

C. Presentation Regarding the Florida Breast Cancer Coalition Research Foundation

James R. Konschnik, Chief Executive Officer, discussed the goals and activities of the Florida Breast Cancer Coalition.  He noted the Florida Legislature had approved funding for the “Mary Brogan Breast and Cervical Cancer Treatment Act” which assists low income, uninsured women receive diagnosis and treatment. He noted the Foundation is the sole beneficiary of the End Breast Cancer specialty license plate.  80% of the revenue generated from sales of the license plate go to programs and grants.  Information about the Foundation will be placed in the City Hall lobby.  

Mayor Cooper presented a proclamation to Mr. Konschnik proclaiming Florida Breast Cancer Coalition Research Foundation Recognition Day. 

D. Proclamation Proclaiming Silver Knight Day

Mayor Cooper read the proclamation proclaiming Silver Knight Day in Hallandale Beach and requested that the City Clerk mail the proclamation to the appropriate person.

Mayor Cooper presented the Proclamation to Joe Kessel, Sal Broccone and Jerry Natelson from the Marine Advisory Committee. 

Mayor Cooper asked if there was a change in the law pertaining to the minimum age for operating personal water crafts.

G. Proclamation Proclaiming National Law Enforcement Memorial Day

Mayor Cooper presented the proclamation to Police Chief Thomas Magill. 

Chief Magill noted officers who had been killed in the line of duty.  

H. Recognition of Officer Matt Casey for Service in Iraq

Officer Casey was recognized for his service to the City and in Iraq.  Officer Casey has joined the City’s SWAT Team as a medic.   

The flag that was flown over the camp in Iraq will be flown at City Hall on Memorial Day. 

Officer Casey thanked everyone for support during his deployment. 

I. Recognition of Officer Henry Wilton for His Service to the City of Hallandale Beach and Death in the Line of Duty in 1956

Vice Mayor Julian recognized the sacrifice of Officer Henry Wilton and noted his daughter, Lois McKay, had provided pictures.  A picture of the deceased officer will be placed in the lobby of the Police Department.  Police Chief Magill noted that Mr. Wilton will also be recognized at the Police Museum in Titusville, Florida.    

J. Police Department Quarterly Report

Police Chief Magill presented the report. He noted the Gun Buy Back program was successful.

It was noted that everyone is encouraged to step forward to assist the Police Department. The City’s tip-line is 954-457-1404.

Vice Mayor Julian suggested the City should look at imposing stricter penalties for offenses than imposed by State Statutes.

An update on the Three Islands Safe Neighborhood District was provided noting that the use of transponders has been discontinued for an eight-week trial period and new bollards are being installed in traffic lanes.  
In response to a question from Commissioner London, Chief Magill noted the Violet Crime Grant Program would pay overtime to place more officers on the street.  Commissioner London asked when the administrative policy pertaining to the camera system being installed at City parks and other City facilities would be available for review and was advised the policy is in preparation. 

The parking concerns at the end of Parkview Drive are being reviewed.

The status of the joint school-municipal/BSO funding of the School Resource Officer (SRO) Program was discussed.  The Broward Sheriff’s Office has advised it may have to pull out of the SRO program based on the small percentage of shared funding provided by the School Board.
K. Proclamation Proclaiming Public Works Week 

Mayor Cooper presented the proclamation to Bill Brant, Director, DPW/Utilities & Engineering, and DPW staff.  The Department was commended for their dedication and hard work.

L. Discussion of Public Works Construction Projects

Bill Brant made a power point presentation regarding the projects.  

Richard Labinsky was introduced as the new City Engineer.

J. Scott Gombar, Eisman & Russo Consulting Engineers, noted his firm would be overseeing the West Hallandale Beach Blvd. Improvement Project. Ido Shimony is the Project Manager. He noted there will be a Community Meeting on the project at the City’s New Water Treatment Plant on Thursday, May 8, 2008 at 7:00 P.M. The project is estimated to take from 10 months to a year.  Mobilization will begin the week of May 19, 2008.  
Mayor Cooper noted the need for increased traffic control, improved access to affected businesses and additional police presence.  
In response to a question from Commissioner London, the project contractor will work with the City’s contractor (Tenex) to coordinate the intersection improvements on NW/SW8th Ave. and West Hallandale Beach Blvd.   
Commissioner London asked about brackets installed on the Golden Isles Guardhouse and was advised they are for shields that can be attached in event of flooding.   
There is a “punch list” of incomplete items at the new Golden Isles Guardhouse which will be addressed before full payment is made to the contractor.  
Director Brant advised the new water line on Golden Isles Drive was installed the full length of the roadway and all buildings are being connected to the new water line.  
The use of the former Beach Club sales center and a Sanitation Study will be discussed at an upcoming budget visioning workshop.   
5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION  
Qunea Gordon, 1041 S Park Rd., Hollywood, noted the 35th All Class Reunion was scheduled and more information can be obtained at hhsalumni@bellsouth.net or by calling 954-803-0978. 

Vice Mayor Julian asked about the memorial brick program at Hallandale High School and was advised the program is still underway.  Placement of the bricks has been delayed due to construction.   

Commissioner Ross stated she would like to know how donations to the high school have been used.  She noted that Hallandale High School alumni which have done well, such as Desmond Cole, who is a school principal in Tallahassee, should be recognized.  

City Manager Good asked about a change in Principal at the school.  Ms. Gordon stated the High School Alumni and Friends organization wants to be involved in selecting a new principal and there needs to be community input.  Mayor Cooper noted the current principal, Ms. Chambers, wants to remain at the school.  

David Smith, 22 Coconut Ave, stated he addressed concerns at the Commission Special Workshop Meeting in February and was waiting for follow up from the City.  City Manager Good stated staff would contact him. 

6. CONSENT AGENDA 

A. Approval of Minutes - Regular Meetings of January 9, 2008, January 22, 2008 and February 6, 2008 

Commissioner London noted the need for a correction on page 14 of the January 9, 2008 minutes that the removal of the bumper stops was at the Publix Shopping Center, not the Diplomat Mall. The correction will be made. 

Commissioner London noted the need to expand on page 4 of the January 22, 2008 minutes regarding the Park Central project that the item would not be brought back to the City Commission until the Development Agreement is complete. The City Clerk will review the recording of the meeting to verify. Approval of the January 22, 2008 minutes will therefore be deferred.

Steven Geller, Attorney for the Applicant, waived the quasi-judicial proceedings. 

City Manager Good stated the developer has addressed all the issues.

Attorney Geller stated the developer will meet LEED certification.  The level of certification is still being discussed. 
Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.
Bob Lee, Gulfstream Village Condo 215 SE 3 Ave. addressed issues with traffic and stated   concern about adding more residential units in the current market. 

Mayor Cooper stated the traffic impacts are being addressed with the continuation of Hibiscus/S.E. 2nd Street to take traffic off of East Hallandale Beach Blvd.  The residential portion of the project would be built in phase II of the project. 

Seeing no other speakers, the Public Hearing was closed. 

Attorney Geller stated a forty-five foot right of way for completion of S.E. 2nd Street was provided westward to U.S. -1. 

Questions from Commissioner London regarding the traffic study were addressed. 

Mayor Cooper left at 1:09 P.M. and returned at 1:11 P.M. 

Questions from Commissioner London regarding water and wastewater issues were addressed.  

Public notification procedures were discussed by Attorney Geller and City Manager Good.  

Commissioner London requested that the certification regarding adherence to the City’s mandated public notification process be included in the backup material provided to the City Commission.

D. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending the Comprehensive Plan by Including a Water Supply Facilities Work Plan; By Amending the Utilities Element, the Conservation Element, the Intergovernmental Coordination Element, the Capital Improvements Element; Providing for the Transmittal of the City’s Water Supply Comprehensive Plan Amendments Pursuant to Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, as Amended; Providing for Conflict; Providing for Severability; Providing an Effective Date.
Richard Cannone, Director, Development Services provided background. 

Bill Brant, Director, Public Works/Utilities & Engineering, noted the City will submit a Plan that is in accordance with State requirements but retains needed flexibility.  Cities have the ability to amend the Plan yearly.  

Different scenarios regarding obtaining water supplies were discussed. 

City Manager Good noted the Plan would ensure the Department of Community Affairs (DCA) and the South Florida Water Management District that the City was prepared to provide water based on worst case scenarios.  He noted the importance of a successful water conservation plan.  The new Water Treatment Plant has been built to accommodate the Reverse Osmosis (RO) process.

Mayor Cooper asked about the ability for North Miami Beach to provide water to the City and City Manager Good stated they have a membrane and an RO plant and can provide water to Hallandale Beach. 

Vice Mayor Julian noted it was important to budget for the eventuality of large expenditures associated with having an adequate water supply.  City Manager Good noted the City has a reserve account for Renewal and Replacement which is a funding source for these expenditures. 

In response to questions from Commissioner London, City Manager Good discussed funding and timeline scenarios for an RO plant.  Based on an analysis of alternatives, it appears it could be 2020 before having to use a RO process. City Manager Good noted again that the Plan must address a worst case scenario.

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing. 

Dr. Robert Selz, 717 Layne Blvd, recommended the community be encouraged to enhance water conservation techniques such as collecting rain in a barrel and having small water retention areas on private property to restore the aquifer. The use of gray water should also be encouraged as well as the construction of “green” buildings.  

Mayor Cooper noted that a bill has passed requiring all state buildings to be “green” and that these conservation requirements will be incorporated in the Land Development Regulations resulting from the Master Plan.   
Seeing no other speakers, the Public Hearing was closed.

8. CITY BUSINESS

A. Presentation by the Planning and Zoning Advisory Board  
Arnold Cooper, Chair, made a presentation.  Mr. Cooper thanked staff for their assistance. 

Mr. Cooper discussed the portion of the report pertaining to Board minutes.  Currently, the Board motions and votes on the applications are provided to the City Commission and the Board wants the Commission to review whether verbatim or summary minutes of the Board meetings should be submitted to the Commission. 

Mayor Cooper noted staff provides a comprehensive report on all projects. 

Commissioner London stated he would like to receive a summary of the meetings similar to what is contained in City Commission meeting minutes.  The Board business would be in summary form and the motions and votes of the Board would be provided.  

City Manager Good stated he is opposed to verbatim minutes but is not opposed to a short narrative summary.

B. Presentation by the Hallandale Beach Crime Watch (Presented by Alexander Lewy, President)

Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting at 3:13 P.M.  There were 5 persons in attendance.

Alexander Lewy, President, made the presentation and advised of the many ways to participate in Crime Watch.

Andy Casper, Community Relations Coordinator, Police Department stated the 25th Annual National Night Out Against Crime will be on August 5, 2008 at Johnson Park. 

The location for National Night Out was discussed. Commissioner Schiller suggested the Cultural Center in the event of rain and availability of parking.  Mr. Lewy explained why Johnson Park was selected.  Mayor Cooper suggested Bluesten Park and incorporate a pool safety aspect.  Commission London suggested moving the event around to the different parks.

Commissioner London inquired if there is a budget for Boards and Committees to advise of meetings and events as he receives a post card regarding Crime Watch activities.   He asked Mr. Lewy to inquire at the next meeting if the Crime Watch officers would mind having their contact information on the City’s website.

C. Presentation by Principal Financial Group of the Quarterly Results of the General Employees and Professional/Management Pension Plans for the Period January 1, 2008 through March 31, 2008. 
Steven Geadelmann, Principal Financial Group, made presentation. 

Mayor Cooper questioned if maintaining the 8% annual return assumption was appropriate.  Mark Antonio stated the assumption of the General Pension Plan is 7.75% and overtime the Plan will meet this benchmark factoring in strong and weak periods of actual annual performance.   

Debbie Fredrickson, Senior Relationship Manager, Principal Financial Group, noted she made a presentation regarding the General and Management Defined Benefit Retirement Plans to employees.  Mayor Cooper recommended the City have a program for the community to educate them on City pensions.  It was noted a number of seminars are available.  City Manager Good stated that Assistant City Manager Mark Antonio will coordinate development of the program.

D. Consideration of Approval to Apply for a Water Savings Incentive Program (SIP) Grant 
City Manager Good discussed water conservation measures for toilets, showers, irrigation, and the availability of kits to detect water leaks and water usage. 

It was noted that the City has lowered the water pressure to 55 pounds per square inch to facilitate conservation and has adopted a water payment rate structure that encourages conservation. City Manager Good suggested an outreach program with education brochures. 

Mayor Cooper noted that homes should be audited for water use, including tests to determine if there are leaks, and different types of water conservation measures should be available. 

Bill Brant, Director, Public Works/Utilities & Engineering discussed the SIP grant.  It was noted that the City would carry through with a water conservation program even if the grant was not approved. It was further noted that the grant would involve other water conservation measures other than the toilet dual flush kits. 

Commissioner London left at 5:46 PM and returned at 5:51 PM. 

Vice Mayor Julian recommended the City look at a toilet replacement program similar to a program being implemented in Tamarac and want to work toward achieving a 25% reduction in water use through conservation programs.

Mayor Cooper provided background on the subject. 

City Manager Good stated the recommendation is for persons to be a member of a maximum of two Boards or two Committees or one Board and one Committee, in any combination.

9. COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Mayor Cooper and City Attorney Jove spoke about the current status of the Clerk of the Court’s traffic magistrate program in view of State budget cuts.  

Mayor Cooper noted the Police and Fire Pension Board is reviewing the reductions in investment proceeds and will be taking appropriate action.  

Mayor Cooper stated Workforce One is reducing its number of offices and a letter will go out regarding the need for an office to serve the south Broward County area.

Beach security and safety were discussed.  The rental of wave runners as a revenue source is being considered.  The availability of a wave runner for use by the lifeguards should be part of the consideration.  Further, it was discussed if a receiver could be placed at each life guard station for contacting 911 assistance.

THE RENTAL OF WAVE RUNNERS TO BE CONSIDERED, INCLUDING DEDICATION OF ONE WAVE RUNNER FOR LIFE GUARD USE AS WELL AS THE PLACEMENT OF RECEIVERS AT LIFE GUARD STATIONS FOR CONTACTING 911 EMERGENCY ASSISTANCE 
Commissioner Ross noted the Human Services Department recognition program was a big success. She also noted the Hallandale Community Council interviewed 14 students for consideration of scholarship assistance.  She also noted her participation in the Jail and Bail Program to take place June 24, 2008 through June 27, 2008.

Commissioner Ross and Vice Mayor Julian stated they did not attend Broward Days in Tallahassee in order to save public funds.

Vice Mayor Julian advised he has adopted S.W. 6th Avenue from Hallandale Beach Blvd. to County Line Road through the County’s Adopt A Street Program.  Participants in the City’s PAL Program will be assisting in the cleaning of S.W. 6th Avenue. 
Commissioner London noted he attended the Special Olympics Torch Run on April 17, 2008.  

Commissioner London summarized his meetings with State officials during Broward Days.  One of the topics discussed with DCA Secretary Pelham was maintaining open space at the Diplomat Country Club.  Water re-use and purple piping was discussed with Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) Secretary Sole.  Issues like the Ocean Outfall Bill were also discussed with Shane Strum, Deputy Chief of Staff for Governor Crist.

Mayor Cooper noted concern about Commissioner London speaking about development and other issues which are City Commission business, as the City Commission must be impartial about development pending review of specific projects.  Specifically, Mayor Cooper was concerned whether Commissioner London stated he was representing the City Commission or himself as an individual.  
City Attorney Jove stated that members of the City Commission should not lobby or take a position one way or another on City business and the lobbying should cease. 

Commissioner London noted 3 options pertaining to parking issues on N.E.14 Ave. had been discussed.  

10. OTHER

Vice Mayor Julian stated he is working with 5 local area schools to conduct an annual food drive for the benefit of the Hallandale Beach Food Pantry.  

The Relay for Life event was discussed. 

Mayor Cooper noted the City’s Combat Challenge Team won and wants to have them recognized them at an upcoming City Commission meeting.  
Mayor Cooper asked about on-street parking and City Manager Good noted the City could consider fee based parking on the right-of-way in designated spots.  
Commissioner London suggested that the City institute street sweeping on Parkview Drive to force cars to be moved, to discourage abandoned cars and cars sitting idle for any period of time. 

Mayor Cooper stated that many Bus Shelters within the City are not illuminated at night. City Manager Good noted that is an issue with power for the shelters and he will be meeting with FDOT and the County and the issue will be addressed.  

Mayor Cooper asked if the City’s Dog Ordinance could have breed specific regulations. City Manager Good advised it cannot be breed specific but he has authority to act if a dog is deemed dangerous. 

Vice Mayor Julian stated there is dog problem at the beach. There are no weight and size restrictions at the Beach Club. He discussed dog owners using the beach to walk their dogs and suggested a sign “no dogs beyond this point” be installed. 

Mayor Cooper stated Beach Club residents want a doggy park and the Beach Club is looking at installing a fenced area for residents and their dogs. 

Commissioner London stated that a whitefly which attacks ficus has been found in Broward County and will destroy both ficus hedges and trees. He recommended ficus be removed from the design guidelines and be replaced with xeriscape plants.   
Commissioner London noted the City has purchased the Haskins property (3 lots) for a community park.  Grant funds are being sought to reimburse the City.

Commissioner London asked for the status of the City property on Ansin Blvd. formerly proposed as a trash transfer site. City Manager Good noted the property is being cleaned and use will be discussed during the Budget Special Meeting.  

Mayor Cooper requested that a report of the actions of the State Legislature and their impacts be part of the Budget Special Meeting and City Manager Good stated the item will be included. The impact of budget cuts at Broward County will also be included. 
Mayor Cooper noted the Broward County Fire Rescue Council is pursuing Interlocal Agreements to enhance interoperating capabilities. 

Mayor Cooper adjourned the meeting at 7:10 P.M.

In regard to a sublease at the Wine Cellar restaurant for a dance club, an official letter is to be sent to the Wine Cellar that a sublease for a dance club is not permitted.  
The Greater Ward Chapel has made a request for a donation from the City.  The request will be deferred until the Budget Special Meeting in August when requests from outside agencies are reviewed.  Mayor Cooper noted the Future Foundation may be the appropriate entity for funding.  
A Special Meeting of the City Commission is scheduled for June 3, 2008 at 7:00 P.M. in the Cultural Center to receive a presentation from EDAW and ERA regarding the City’s Comprehensive Master Plan.   
The Memorial Tree Planting ceremony honoring former Planning and Zoning Board Chair Pat Patterson is scheduled for June 4, 2008 at 9:15 A.M.

The Joint Commission meeting with the City of Hollywood is scheduled for June 11, 2008 at 2:30 P.M. in the Cultural Community Center.
