NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

06-01-08, 1001 N.E. 14 Avenue, Strong Armed Robbery, 08-21742

The victim was approached by the suspect in the parking lot.  The suspect asked the victim a question and then the suspect snatched a backpack out of the victim’s hand and fled.  There were no injuries.

ISD: This case was assigned and investigated by a Detective.  The Detective was advised by the victim that they are unable to identify the suspect or the suspect vehicle.  There are no other leads or evidence at this time for the Detective to follow up.  This case has been closed pending further information.

06-02-08, 500 S.W. 5 Street,  Attempted Burglary, 08-21882

Officers responded to the location where two suspects attempted to break into a house.  During an area search, the suspects were located, identified, and taken into custody.

ISD: This case was assigned to a Detective and sworn taped statements and affidavits were obtained from the parties involved.  This case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.

06-08-08, 1100 S.W. 4 Avenue, Strong Arm Robbery, 08-22887

The victim willingly accepted a ride from the unknown suspects.  During the ride, one suspect attempted to force the victim’s head into his lap demanding oral sex.  When the victim refused, she was let out of the vehicle.  While exiting the vehicle, one suspect grabbed her purse and the suspects fled.  The victim sustained minor bruises on her arm.

ISD: This case was assigned and investigated by a Detective.  The Detective was advised by the victim that they are unable to identify the suspect or the suspect vehicle.  There are no other leads or evidence at this time for the Detective to follow up.  This case has been closed pending further information.

6-10-08, 700 Foster Road, Armed Robbery, 08-23135

The victim was approached by two suspects while traveling on Foster Road.  One suspect demanded his money and the other suspect displayed what appeared to be a 45 caliber handgun.  The suspects then fled.  During the search of the area, a BB gun and 45 caliber replicas were located.  The victim was not injured.

ISD: The Victim in this case has refused to cooperate with Detectives in this investigation. There are no other leads or evidence at this time for the Detective to follow up without the victim’s cooperation.  This case has been closed pending victim cooperation.
6-19-08, 640 S.W. 5 Court, Burglary Conveyance, 08-24625

The witness observed the suspect enter the victim’s vehicle.  The witness gave chase, but the suspect eluded the witness.  Officers responded and during the area check the suspect was located.  The witness identified the suspect and he was arrested.

ISD: This case was assigned to a Detective and sworn taped statements were obtained from the parties involved.  This case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.

6-19-08, 200 Block N.E. 10 Avenue, Strong Armed Robbery, 08-24600

The victim was approached from behind and thrown to the ground.  The suspect took her purse and fled in a vehicle.  No description was given.

ISD: This case was assigned and investigated by a Detective.  The Detective was advised by the victim that they are unable to identify the suspect or the suspect vehicle.  There are no other leads or evidence at this time for the Detective to follow up.  This case has been closed pending further information.

06-20-08, 440 Paradise Isle, #108, Suspicious Death, 08-24746

Officers responded to the victim’s home and learned the victim expired from an apparent accidental overdose.  Narcotics were found on scene.

ISD: The Medical Examiner’s Office Preliminary Report has classified this case an Accidental Overdose.  This case is closed.
06-23-08, 726 S.W. 7 Street, Suspicious Death, Possible Accidental Overdose, 08-25388

Officers respond to the victim’s home and learned the victim expired from an apparent accidental overdose.

ISD: The Medical Examiner’s Office Preliminary Report states that the cause of Death is Undetermined pending Toxicology Results. 

6-26-08, 720 N.W.  9 Avenue, Hallandale High School, Burglary, 08-25676

Hallandale High School was burglarized by unknown suspects. The suspects removed over 30 computers and palm pilots.  The police were not notified by the alarm company. 
ISD: This case is assigned to a Detective and is pending further investigation.

06-27-08, West Hallandale Beach Boulevard and North Dixie Highway, Traffic Crash w/ Serious Injuries,  08-25843

A bicyclist was traveling east in the westbound lanes of West Hallandale Beach Boulevard.  The bicyclist traveled in front of a vehicle as the vehicle attempted to make a right turn onto West Hallandale Beach Boulevard from North Dixie Highway. The cyclist suffered serious injuries, but is expected to survive.

ISD: This case was not assigned to an ISD Detective; however, an ISD Detective and an ISD Crime Scene Technician were directed to this incident and assisted with obtaining taped statements and processing the scene. 

06-27-08, 900 South Dixie Highway, Comcast, Armed Robbery, 08-25873

The suspect entered the business and pointed a handgun at several employees.  The suspect demanded money from the victims and fled the area.  There were no injuries.
ISD: This case has been assigned to a Detective and at this time the Detective is putting together photo line-ups of possible suspects in this case.  The case is pending further investigation.
06-29-08, 1025 West Hallandale Beach Boulevard, DUI/Narcotics Arrest, 08-26138

Officers responded to a subject passed out in a vehicle.  Investigation revealed the female driver was extremely intoxicated.  The driver’s son and dog were living in the vehicle.  A search of the vehicle found a substantial amount of narcotics (over 150 various pills).  The driver was arrested.  The child was turned over to Broward Child Protective/Investigative Services (CPIS) for care and further investigating sexual assault accusations.  The dog was given to Broward county animal control.  

ISD: This case was assigned to a Detective in reference to the Sexual Assault accusations.  A joint investigation with CPIS and a Detective revealed no sexual assault occurred.  The sexual assault case is closed and the narcotics case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.

NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION (SOD)
The Special Operations Division is currently working a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA). 

The SOD Detectives conducted several operations in the City of Hallandale Beach.  During these operations, five suspects were arrested.  The charges included felony and misdemeanor narcotic violations.  Additionally, one suspect was charged with one count of possession of a firearm by a convicted felon and one suspect was charged with one count of solicitation for prostitution.  Approximately 2 grams of crack cocaine, approximately 33 grams of powder cocaine, approximately 22 grams of counterfeit powder cocaine, 180 oxycodone tablets and approximately 5.3 grams of cannabis was seized, with an approximate street value of $3,775.00.  Additionally, one Chevrolet Impala vehicle with an approximate value of $7,000.00, one .44 caliber Taurus revolver firearm valued at $500.00 and $479.00 in U.S. currency was seized.

The SOD Detectives participated in a multi-jurisdictional anti-prostitution operation, which was part of a nationwide effort.  The operation was conducted over a course of four days, during which seventy-
five arrests were made (68 misdemeanors and 7 felonies).   U.S. currency, firearms, narcotics and vehicles were seized during the operation.
