Development Review Committee (DRC): 
The following projects were reviewed by the DRC for the month of July:

On July 17th, 2008, the Committee conducted their first review of the following proposals:

1. Hallandale Academy/Baldeo Enterprises 15 NE 5th Ave. (Applications #08-59-DR & #08-60-V): For a 3,791 sq.ft. addition to the existing 2,027 sq.ft building and a setback variance to bring new addition to meet the present building location. 
2. PC USA/Zohar Pinhasi 700-710 S. Dixie Hwy (Application #08-51-DR & #08-52-V):  For a 3,958 sq. ft. addition to an existing shopping center and an entire façade renovation along with a rear setback Variance to match existing building setbacks.
On July 17th, 2008, the Committee also reviewed changes to the plans submitted by the applicant for the following proposal:

1. R.K. Townhomes (Application #08-02-DB): for the construction of nine (9), 3-story townhomes with a building area is 25, 488 sq.ft., at the property located at: 1425 E. Hallandale Beach Blvd.   The applicant was informed that majority of the changes requested at the previous DRC had been addressed and was provided with a copy of the minutes for review.  Each discipline gave follow-up comments as applicable.  The applicant is revising plans based upon staff’s comments and will resubmit for internal review and subsequent Planning and Zoning Board and City Commission actions.
