Recreation Program Highlights 
-
A Memorial Tree Planting Ceremony was held on June 4th in honor of Pat Patterson’s years of dedicated service to the City.  In addition, a Memorial Bench Dedication was held on June 18th at the Municipal Complex for long-time resident Helen Posnansky.

In honor of National Hunger Day, non-perishable food items were collected in the beginning of June in Hallandale Beach and then taken to the Human Services Department for distribution to families in need.

The Cultural Community Center hosted “An Evening of Art” on June 18th with the latest exhibition by Malka Lina.  Her paintings are designed for children, but have been enjoyed by all ages.

Summer Camp kicked-off on June 23rd at both O.B. Johnson and Peter Bluesten Parks. There are one hundred children registered at Bluesten Park and another seventy at Johnson Park.   The summer camp program will continue through August 1st.

The City of Hallandale Beach hosted the 3rd Annual Beach Bash on Saturday, June 28th.  It was a safe and fun-filled day for residents and visitors alike with great water and weather conditions.  Activities began at the South Beach in the afternoon with face painting, balloon art, music, bounce house, bungee jump, and an inflatable slide.  PAL offered a hot dog special and everyone joined in to sing “Happy Birthday, America” and enjoyed a piece of cake.  The North Beach area was also busy with twenty vendors including community groups and those selling food, drinks, merchandise, or distributing promotional materials.  The stage was rocking with “Elvis,” the Aristocrats which played Island/Calypso music, and the John Cat band who played a little something for everyone.  Of course, the finale for the evening was the fireworks show set to patriotic music which lit up the sky to plenty of  “oohs” and “ahhs”.
