  I.
PURPOSE/INTENT

The purpose of this policy is to administer Ordinance 2008- which is to require businesses that operate between the hours of 11 p.m. to 2.00 a.m., or later, at which a felony has occurred to install a surveillance camera system.  The presence of surveillance camera systems shall serve to prevent crime and assist law enforcement agencies in the event that crimes occur. 
 II.
DEFINITIONS

Late–Night Business means retail or other business that is open to the general public between the hours of 11 p.m. to 2 a.m. or thereafter on a regular basis.

Felony Crime is defined by Florida Statutes. 

III
POLICY/PROCEDURES

In the event of a felony crime being committed at a late night business, that business has 30 days to install digital video recording devices on the premises.  The recording devices will be visible to the public, on the exterior of the business in areas of plain view and to record activity in its parking lots, and by each of its entrances and exits.  Additionally, businesses with cash registers shall at the same time install cameras by each cash register.  If the business shares a parking lot, security cameras shall be installed to provide surveillance to the lot in front of the property line of the business and behind it.
In the event of a felony the business will ensure the preservation of the recorded images for a period of 30 days.  The business shall provide to police the original recorded format of the incident so that they may conduct a criminal investigation when applicable. 
A statement verifying that the cameras have been installed and are operable and have been maintained must be filed at least annually by the late-night business owner or operator with the City Manager’s Office or designee.  Failure to install security cameras within 30 days following the occurrence of a felony upon or at the late night business premises may subject the business to penalties in accordance to City Ordinance.
The violation of any provision of this section by any late-night business shall result in a notice of violation issued by the Code Enforcement Department and/or the Police Department.  Each day that a violation continues to exist beyond the time specified in the notice of violation shall constitute a new and separate violation subject to be heard before the Special Magistrate upon notice of the same. Violators shall cure a violation by the date required in the notice of violation, and provide proof of compliance.  If the violation continues after the cure period, a Notice to Appear shall be issued and the violation will be heard before the Special Magistrate for Code Enforcement.  A daily civil fine up to $500.00 dollars a day may be imposed by the Magistrate; such fine may not exceed $500.00 per day.

 IV   ADDITIONAL INFORMATION, REQUIREMENTS & RESPONSIBILITIES 

Minimum Standards for cameras and recording devices. 

The security camera systems should include color infrared CCD cameras with a minimum of 640 x 480 lines of color resolutions with a video signal standard NTSC/PAL.  Cameras mounted on the interior capable of capturing the facial area of all patrons.  The exterior cameras should capture the general parking area of the business.  All exterior cameras must automatically change to black and white at night and have a minimum number of LED’s needed to record images at a distance of up to 50 feet in complete darkness.

The images must be recorded on a digital video recorder capable of recording at a minimum of 15 frames per second.  The images must be recorded on MPEG4 compression and the playback feature must be date and time stamped.  The recorders must be set to record retain the images for a period of thirty (30) days.  The system must have the capability for remote viewing via the Internet.
