NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

As the victim exited the bank an unknown suspect accosted her, grabbed her purse, and fought with her.  The victim was ultimately knocked to the ground and the suspect fled in possession of her purse.  The victim was treated on scene for minor injuries.
 ISD:  This case is assigned to a Detective and is pending further investigation.
08/08/08, 4 El Rancho Ln. Aggravated Assault W/ Firearm, 08-32481

The suspect, who is the owner of the trailer park, was engaged in an argument with both victims.  The argument escalated and the suspect suddenly produced a firearm and pointed it at the victims.  The suspect was taken into custody, the handgun recovered and placed into evidence.

08/04/08, 501 Golden Isles Drive, Strong Armed Robbery w/ Injuries, 08-31889

ISD:  This case was assigned to a Detective.  The Detective obtained sworn taped statements from the victims and witness.  The suspect was charged accordingly and the case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for review.

08/08/08, 610 NE 12 Ave. Burglary of an Occupied Conveyance.  08-32520

The victim was stopped in her vehicle when the suspect approached.   The suspect smashed out the passenger side vehicle window and took the victim’s purse.  The suspect fled the area.

ISD:  The victim was unable to identify the suspect.  There were no witnesses or video surveillance of the incident.  Due to the fact that there are no further leads to pursue this case has been closed. 
08/14/08, 700 N. Federal Hwy (rear alley). Robbery, 08-33483

The victim was walking in the alley when approached by the suspect.  The suspect showed the victim a handgun he had concealed in his waistband and demanded money.  The suspect took the victim’s money and jewelry and fled the area on foot.  There were no injuries. 
ISD:  This case is assigned to a Detective and is pending further investigation.
08/19/08, 831 N. Federal Hwy. Child Abuse, 08-34175

The suspect left two children in her vehicle with the windows closed and the engine off while she gambled in the casino.  Rescue responded and transported the children to the hospital as they were dehydrated.  The suspect was arrested and charged with child neglect. 
ISD:  This case was assigned to a Detective.  The Detective obtained sworn taped statements from the victims and witnesses.  Child Protective Investigative Services was contacted and is assisting with the investigation.  The suspect was charged accordingly and the case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for review.

08/27/08, 806 NW 7 Tr.  Shooting  08-35309

The victim and suspect were walking along talking when suddenly the suspect brandished a handgun and began firing.  The victim was struck in the hip area.  The suspect fled the scene in a vehicle.  Upon further investigation, the suspect was positively identified, arrested, and charged.
ISD:  This case was assigned to a Detective.  The Detective received information regarding a suspect.  A photo line up was presented to the victim who positively identified the suspect as the shooter.  The suspect was brought to headquarters where he confessed to the shooting.  The suspect was charged accordingly and the case will be forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for review.

08/30/08, 2080 S. Ocean Dr. Mentally Ill Person 08-35716

Following an argument with his wife the suspect told her he was going to kill himself and entered the ocean during very rough seas.  An extensive search was conducted with the assistance of several agencies and the subject finally located.  The subject was transported to Memorial hospital where he was Baker Acted.
08/31/08, 316 N.E. 3 Street #1, Robbery (Home Invasion), 08-35830

The victim opened the door thinking it was the neighbor knocking and three suspects brandishing guns forcibly entered the apartment demanding money.  The suspects searched the entire apartment and fled on foot after taking the victim’s cell phone.  There were no injuries.

ISD:  This case is assigned to a Detective and is pending further investigation.
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - SPECIAL OPERATIONS DIVISION (SOD)
The Special Operations Division is currently working a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA). 

The SOD Detectives executed two search warrants in the City of Hallandale Beach, resulting in the arrest of five suspects.  Approximately 5 grams of crack cocaine, approximately 91.3 grams of cannabis was seized, with an approximate street value of $900.00.
The SOD Detectives assisted the Hollywood Police Department with a search warrant in their city, resulting in the arrest of one suspect and the seizure of narcotics.
