There was no DRC meeting held for the month of August, 2008.
Planning and Zoning Board Actions:

The Planning & Zoning Board held a public hearing on August 27th, 2008 regarding the following:

1. Application #58-08-V by Karol Kazmierczak requesting a variance to decrease the required rear yard setback from 20 feet to 10.5 feet for an existing raised deck connected to a single-family home to provide access to the home on property located at 713 SW 8th Avenue.

Staff would like to note that this was an illegal conversion case.  In addition, the applicant also had umpermitted work for a deck that encroached into the rear yard setback.  The property owner pulled the proper building permits and converted the property back to a single-family home and sought setback relief through the variance process for the deck.

The Planning and Zoning Board recommended approval of this application by a majority vote of (5-0).
