An Ordinance Amending the Comprehensive Plan by Including a Water Supply Facilities Work Plan; By Amending the Utilities Element, the Conservation Element, the Intergovernmental Coordination Element, the Capital Improvements Element (Second Reading) CAD# 028/07


PURPOSE:

The City Commission adopt the Ordinance on Second and Final Reading to incorporate a 10-Year Water Supply Facilities Work Plan into the City’s Comprehensive Plan by amending the Utilities Element, the Conservation Element, the Intergovernmental Coordination Element, and the Capital Improvements Element.

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION:

At the May 7, 2008 Commission meeting, the Ordinance was discussed and adopted on First Reading. This item was scheduled to be brought back to the City Commission after a review had been conducted by the Department of Community Affairs (DCA). On July 21, 2008 Staff received the Objections, Recommendations, and Comments (ORC) Report from DCA, which included comments from the South Florida Water Management District and the South Florida Regional Planning Council. The ORC report identified issues the City should consider in meeting the statutory requirements set forth in Senate Bills 360 and 444. 

Development Services and DPW staff met with the South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD) on July 21, 2008 to discuss their comments and recommendations. Staff presented the City’s most recent water consumption rates which document the water conservation as a result of the Phase III water restrictions. Based on that data, the SFWMD agreed that the City’s projected water demand would not exceed the future availability during the 10-year planning period, provided the City maintains its current consumption rate. In addition, it was recommended that Staff develop additional water conservation policies to implement into the adopted Water Supply Plan. Strengthening the City’s water conservation program will enhance the City’s capability of supplying sufficient water to meet the demand of the projected populations beyond the required 10-year planning period and further postpone any need to implement a reverse osmosis system. 

Staff anticipates bringing additional Water Conservation Ordinances and plans to the Commission for approval as part of the Land Development Regulations resulting from the City’s Master Plan. 

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission approve on Second Reading an Ordinance adopting the amended 10-Year Water Supply Facilities Work Plan and related amendments to the Comprehensive Plan.
