RESOLUTION NO. 2008 – 
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, RECOGNIZING THE SACRIFICES OF ALL VETERANS OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA AND SUPPORTING AN EXEMPTION FROM MUNICIPAL PARKING FEES FOR QUALIFIED VETERANS WITHIN THE CITY 


WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach City Commission acknowledges and appreciates all of the veterans of the United States of America; and
WHEREAS, the City of Hallandale Beach City Commission recognize the sacrifices U.S. veterans have made to protect the freedom of the United States of America;  and

WHEREAS, the State of Florida currently has several military license plates to honor those veterans who have undertaken extraordinary and difficult tasks for the sake of our country, which include the Ex-Prisoner of War, Medal of Honor, Pearl Harbor Survivor, Purple Heart and Disabled Veteran license plates.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1.

The City of Hallandale Beach City Commission recognizes the sacrifices U.S. veterans have made to protect the freedom of the United States and wishes to show their appreciation to those veterans of the United States who have been recognized for specified distinguished and meritorious service.


SECTION 2,

The City supports the consideration of adoption of an Ordinance exempting the veterans displaying license plates recognizing their specified distinguished and meritorious service from the City’s municipal parking fees to the extent lawful under Florida law.


SECTION 3.

The City Attorney is directed to research and draft an Ordinance to be considered by the City Commission to provide for the exemption for veterans from municipal parking fees within the City to the extent provided by law.
