The Department of Public Works, Utilities & Engineering significant activities for the month of September are summarized below:


1)  Staff participated in Public Hearings for adoption of FY 2008-09 Budget. 
2)  Staff oversaw the installation of the barrier wall around the western portion of the 

     Public Works Compound, including its painting and gate installation.

3)  Engineering Division oversaw continued progress in the 33rd Year CDBG project, 

 which entails drainage, street and sidewalk improvements in the Southwest Quadrant.  Project is 95% complete.

 4) Contractor for liquid chlorination system at water plant continued system installation.  




This project, coordinated by the Water Production Division, is 95% complete.  
5)  Water Production Division collected the lead/copper water samples, which must be 

     collected once every three years.
6) Water Plant Maintenance Division oversaw the replacement of cartridge filters at the membrane treatment plant and the removal of the feed motor for membrane skid #2 in order to make reparation.  
7) Contractor completed curbing work on Golden Isles Drive, including installation of curbed islands for landscaping.
8) Engineering Division oversaw beginning of construction on NW/SW 8th Avenue Intersection Improvement project.  Removal of curbing and installation of drainage system is underway. 
9) Giannetti Contracting Corporation completed forcemain installation project, including restoration.
10)  Landscaping Division installed landscaping at Three Islands Guardhouses.  Division also installed 12,000 square feet of sod at Foster Park and 28 trees throughout city.
11)  Staff completed generator repairs at City Hall and completed successful testing of new generator at Hepburn Center. 
12)  Staff assisted in planning and preparing for Hurricane Ike.
13)  After receiving RFPs for continuing consultant services, staff worked with City Manager’s Office, General Services and Development Services to begin review of the proposals. 
     14) Commission approved the 2008 Annual Floodplain Management and Hazard 


Mitigation Plan Evaluation Report on September 29.  

15) Staff worked together with City Attorney’s Office to present ordinances for water and 



wastewater impact fees and stormwater management facilities maintenance for First 

Reading on September 29.  

16) Utilities staff installed hydrant protection devices on 43 water hydrants.


17) Utilities staff also completed testing, rebuilding and calibration of large water meters 



throughout the city.  

18) Staff performed the preliminary work for repair of the elevator at Police Department.
The Department has a number of other projects either underway or being planned, in addition to the many ongoing maintenance and services rendered.
