Development Review Committee (DRC): 
There was no DRC meeting held for the month of September, 2008.
Planning and Zoning Board Actions:

The Planning & Zoning Board held a public hearing on September 24th, 2008 regarding the following:

I. Application # 08-65-V by Do-Van Inc., requesting a variance to provide four additional parking spaces at a duplex located at 700-704 NE 2nd Court. 
The Planning and Zoning Board recommended denial of this application by a majority vote of (7-0). 

Staff would like to note that this was an illegal conversion Code case of a duplex which was converted to eight (8) units.  

II. Application #08-73-V by Warsowe Holdings II, LLC requesting a variance from the minimum landscaped area requirements at the property located at 619 Layne Boulevard.

The Planning and Zoning Board recommended that this item be tabled/continued to the next month’s hearing by a majority vote of (7-0). 

Staff would like to note that through discussions at the hearing, the applicant has agreed to revise his application to decrease the variance requested for the next hearing.

Adopted on 9/3/08, Second Reading, an Ordinance of The City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Creating Article VIII, Chapter 32 to be Entitled, “Notice Requirements” By Amending the City of Hallandale Beach Code Of Ordinances, The “Zoning And Land Development Code”; Providing For Conflicts; Providing For Severability; Providing For An Effective Date. 
2. Adopted on 9/3/08,Second Reading, an Ordinance of The City Of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending Chapter 32, Article IV, Division 3 of The City Of Hallandale Beach Code Of Ordinances, The “Land Development Code”; Amending Section 32-263, “Zoning District And Distance Limitations”,; Providing For Severability; Providing For An Effective Date.
3. Passed on First Reading 9/3/08 and Adopted on Second Reading 9/17/08 an Ordinance Of The City Of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending Chapter 7, Article II, Division 3 Of The City Of Hallandale Beach Code Of Ordinances; Amending Section 7-81, “Nudity, Sexual Conduct Prohibited In Alcoholic Beverage Establishments.”; Providing For Severability; Providing For An Effective Date.
4. Passed on First Reading 9/3/08 and Adopted on Second Reading 9/17/08 an Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Increasing All Local Business Tax Receipt Fees by Five Percent Providing For Conflicts; and Severability; Providing For an Effective Date.

5. Adopted on 9/17/08 Second Reading an Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending the Comprehensive Plan by Including a Water Supply Facilities Work Plan; By Amending the Utilities Element, the Conservation Element, the Intergovernmental Coordination Element, the Capital Improvements Element; Providing for the Transmittal of the City’s Water Supply Comprehensive Plan Amendments Pursuant to Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, as Amended; Providing for Conflict; Providing for Severability; Providing an Effective Date.

6. On 9/29/08 A Proclamation was made Proclaiming Community Planning Month being observed within the City of Hallandale Beach in the month of October, 2008.
