Fireman’s Fund Heritage Program Grant Contribution

PURPOSE: 

To present the Hallandale Beach Fire Department with a check in the amount of $15,750.00 for the purchase of two (2) Thermal Imaging Cameras (TICs).  
BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION 

TICs use updated technology to enable firefighters to “see” through smoke and darkness to quickly locate anyone trapped in a building during a fire.  The camera can also play a major role in reducing property damage.  With one in hand, firefighters can often locate hot spots inside walls and extinguish them before they spread.

Fireman’s Fund was founded in 1863-over 100 years ago-with a mission to donate a portion of its profits to the widows and orphans of San Francisco firefighters. 

When the 1906 earthquake devastated San Francisco, most insurance companies fled or collapsed. Fireman’s Fund was one of the only insurance providers to survive and pay all Claims. Fireman’s fund also was one of the few insurance companies to honor all claims following the 1871 Chicago Fire.

Through the Fireman’s Fund Heritage Program, which began in 2004, the Program has awarded millions of dollars to fire departments and fire safety and burn prevention organizations across the country.  Riemer Insurance Group, a local agency located at 217 East Hallandale Beach Blvd., and Fireman’s Fund Insurance Company will be making the presentation, including a video presentation regarding the cameras.

Consideration of Establishing an Ad Hoc Parking Committee 

PURPOSE:

To further discuss establishment of an ad hoc Parking Committee with a sunset date.

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION:
At the first Public Hearing on the Budget on September 17, 2008 there was a lengthy discussion of on-street parking concerns, locations and possible rates for use of parking spaces provided by the City.   The City Manager was authorized to proceed with implementation of a parking program within the Three Islands area.  However, it was determined that a City wide parking plan is needed.

In order to facilitate the development of a City wide parking plan, the Commission directed that an ad hoc Parking Committee be established to assist staff in the preparation of said parking plan.  Staff requires additional information from the Commission regarding membership on the committee, the duration of the committee and a scope of work required to be accomplished in order to establish the ad hoc committee.  With this information, staff, under City Manager direction, will prepare an administrative policy pertaining to committee establishment and membership, functions, work results and time frame for reporting back to the Commission. 

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission further discuss the ad hoc Parking Committee and a City-wide parking plan.

PURPOSE:

Request the City Commission adopt on Second Reading the attached ordinance for water and wastewater impact fees

BACKGROUND:

In recent years the City of Hallandale Beach has been impacted by growth and redevelopment.  One of the most crucial and costly area of impact entails the water and wastewater utilities.  Impact fees are designed to assign growth related capital costs to those new customers responsible for such costs.  The City has utilized water impact fees for years and has used development agreements to ensure that developers pay for required wastewater system expansion.  On August 28, 2008, the Commission endorsed the impact fee study for the water and wastewater impact fees prepared by the City’s consultant, Public Resources Management Group, Inc. (PRMG). Further, the Commission endorsed preparation of the amended Water and Wastewater Fees Impact Ordinance.

The City Commission adopted the Ordinance on First Reading on September 29, 2008 and scheduled Second Reading on October 15, 2008.

DISCUSSION
In accordance with the PRMG report, staff recommends a 6.3% increase in the present water impact fees, and the creation of a new wastewater fee.  The new rate would be $1,318 per ERU (equivalent residential unit) for water and $572 per ERU for the transmission component of wastewater. Currently the City charges non-residential customers impact fees based solely upon the water meter size.  In accordance with the PRMG report, the attached ordinance reflects an attribute based method, which estimates water and wastewater demands based upon the characteristics of each specific enterprise.  This method would provide better equity between non-residential customers when estimating total demand upon each system. 

The Accrued Guaranteed Revenue Charge represents the City’s investment in facilities in advance of and reserved for future growth and the annual carrying cost associated with such investment.  These funds can be used as operating expenses since they represent a reimbursement to existing rate payers for the carrying costs of unused capacity.  This amount would be minimal for new customers in the first few months, but would grow month by month.  By the end of FY 2014, the cost would be $376.84 per ERU for water system impact and $163.54 per ERU for wastewater system impact.

The following table provides a comparison of the proposed impact fees with those of other local municipalities.

It should be noted that this report does not take into account the treatment component of the wastewater system. Per the existing Large Users Agreement, there is a proportionate share for treatment costs charged to the City. Determination of this value is dependent upon an in-depth evaluation of the City of Hollywood’s Southern Regional Wastewater Treatment Plant records. Staff is in the process of retaining a consultant to perform the required analysis to determine the impact fee for wastewater treatment costs and will present those findings to the Commission at a future time.  Furthermore, any development that is either in progress or currently being negotiated with the City, will be responsible to pay their proportionate share once this cost is determined. In the meantime, the City Manager may negotiate development agreements to account for the component of the wastewater treatment impact fee pertaining to Hollywood.

STANDARDS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; AND PROVIDING FOR EFFECTIVE DATE. CAD# 024/08


PURPOSE:  

Request the City Commission approve on Second Reading an Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, amending Section 14.46, Maintenance of Private Stormwater Management Facilities.

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION:  

In an effort to ensure flooding throughout the City is reduced to the greatest extent possible, on September 6, 2006 the City Commission adopted Ordinance No. 2006-14 amending the Code to add Section 14-46 requiring maintenance of private stormwater management facilities by property owners.  The City continues to face the problem of flooding due to improperly maintained private drainage systems.  In order to further reduce flooding problems due to the lack of maintenance of private storm stormwater management facilities, staff recommends providing the option of having the drains of private stormwater management facilities cleaned by the City or its contractor in order to achieve the requirements of Section 14.46.  Further, the property owner would be charged for the cleaning service.  

At the budget meeting of August 29, 2008 the City Commission authorized staff to draft an ordinance pertaining to the enforcement of maintenance of private stormwater management facilities, including the option for the City to have the storm drains cleaned and to charge the owner for the cost of said cleaning. 

Currently the City follows this procedure for certification of drainage maintenance:

1. Annual notification by Building Division of property’s owners’ requirement to certify maintenance of stormwater management facilities.

2. Submittal of completed certification form to Public Works, upon receipt by Building Division.

3. Review of certifications for completeness and compliance.

4. Notification, if any, of owner’s need to comply with maintenance requirements.

5. Fining of owners that have failed to properly maintain stormwater systems.

Should an owner fail to comply with maintenance requirements, currently there is no method in place to allow the City to perform said maintenance.  The recommended ordinance would involve the participation of Code Enforcement and would establish a process to allow the City to have the storm drains cleaned and to charge the owner for the cost of said cleaning.  The following procedure would be implemented.  Further, the ordinance approved on First Reading on September 29, 2008 has been revised to include these procedures.  The changes are noted in the recommended, proposed Ordinance for adoption on Second Reading.

1.
Owner receives a Notice of Violation for failure to comply with maintenance requirements with a date certain for compliance.

2.
If compliance is not achieved, a hearing will be held before a Special Magistrate. .

3.
If the Special Magistrate determines non-compliance , the Special Magistrate may 

order remedial action and may assess a fine for non-compliance.

4.
If compliance in not achieved, the City has the right to cause compliance through 

court action.

The owner will be given the option to request the City or the City’s contractor clean the drain(s) to achieve compliance.

RECOMMENDATION:  

The City Commission approve on Second Reading an Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, amending Section 14.46, Maintenance of Private Stormwater Management Facilities and authorize the appropriate officials to execute.

BACKGROUND
The State of Florida requires that the Comprehensive Plan, Capital Improvements Element be reviewed on an annual basis and modified, as necessary, in accordance with the Comprehensive Plan Amendment process set forth in Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.  Corrections, updates, and modifications concerning costs, revenues or the dates of construction of any facility or project identified in the Comprehensive Plan/Capital Improvement Program (CP/CIP) are not considered amendments and may be accomplished by local ordinance. Attached is the Ordinance with CP/CIP modifications for Commission approval.

CONCLUSIONS/RECOMMENDATIONS
The changes proposed to the CP/CIP include only corrections, updates and modifications concerning cost, revenue sources and dates of construction of facilities for FY 2008-09 thru 2012-13 and therefore do not require Amendments. The modifications set forth in the ordinance are consistent with the City's FY 2008-2009 Capital Budget and are identified in Exhibit A of the Ordinance. The CP/CIP projects or improvements identified in Table 9-2 reflect the City’s priorities for this budget cycle.

Staff recommends the City Commission adopt the Ordinance on First Reading on October 15, 2008 and schedule Second Reading for November 5, 2008.
