
ORDINANCE NO. 2008 –

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, AMENDING THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH CODE OF ORDINANCES, ARTICLE IV “PARKING METERS” BY CREATING SECTION 28-141 “EXEMPTIONS FOR VETERANS”; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY; PROVIDING FOR CONFLICT; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE


WHEREAS, the City acknowledges and appreciates all of the veterans of the United States of America; and
WHEREAS, the City recognizes the sacrifices U.S. veterans have made to protect the freedom of the United States of America; and

WHEREAS, the State of Florida currently has several military license plates to honor those veterans who have undertaken extraordinary and difficult tasks for the sake of our country, which include the Ex-Prisoner of War, Medal of Honor, Pearl Harbor Survivor, Purple Heart and Disabled Veteran license plates; and
WHEREAS, the City supports the adoption of an Ordinance exempting such veterans displaying license plates recognizing their specified distinguished and meritorious service from the City’s municipal parking meter fees.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:

SECTION 1.
Article Amended.  Article IV, “Parking Meters,” is hereby amended by creating section 28- 141, “Exemptions for Veterans,” which shall read as set forth below:
Sec. 28-141.  Exemptions for Veterans.  The City of Hallandale Beach City Commission recognizes the sacrifices U.S. veterans have made to protect the freedom of the United States and wishes to show their appreciation to those veterans of the United States who have been recognized for specified distinguished and meritorious service.  Veterans whose cars properly display a Florida National Guard, U.S. Reserve, Ex-Prisoner of War, Pearl Harbor Survivor or Purple Heart license plate or other verifiable license plates from the State of Florida validly obtained from the State of Florida, shall be exempt from having to pay parking meter fees.  Such exemption shall only be applicable to metered parking and shall not be applicable to the city’s permitted parking program within residential neighborhoods.
SECTION 2.
Severability.  If any section, paragraph, sentence, clause, phrase or work of the Ordinance is for any reason held by any Court to be unconstitutional, inoperative, and invalid or void, such holding shall in no manner effect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 3.  Conflict.  The provisions of this Ordinance shall be deemed to control and prevail over any ordinance or portion thereof in conflict with the terms hereof.

SECTION 4
Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective as provided by law.
