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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

10-05-08, Hallandale Hall, 103 N.E. 3 Street, Shooting, 08-40910

During an event at Hallandale Hall, a suspect fired a handgun into the crowd striking several patrons.  The suspect fled in a vehicle and was subsequently involved in a traffic crash.  A witness identified the suspect and he was taken into custody.  The victims were taken to area hospitals and did not have life threatening wounds.

ISD: This case was assigned and the detective obtained sworn taped statements from the victims and witnesses.  The suspect was positively identified and was arrested and charged accordingly.  The case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for further review.

10-05-08, 747 West Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Armed Kidnapping and Sexual Battery, 08-40939

The victim was abducted at gunpoint from the gas station and taken to an unknown house where the suspect sexually battered the victim.  The suspect then returned the victim to a second gas station in the City and fled on foot.  A crisis counselor treated the victim.

ISD: Detectives conducted his investigation and the victim was transported to the Sexual Assault Treatment Center.  While at the Sexual Assault Treatment Center the victim voluntarily signed a Waiver of Liability stating she did not want to pursue criminal charges in this incident.

10-06-08, 308 N.W. 9 Street, Unit #1, Attempted Armed Robbery,  08-41064

The suspect knocked on the victim’s door.  When he opened the door, the suspect threatened the victim with a hammer while demanding money.  A scuffle ensued during which the mask the suspect was wearing was removed.  The victim and witness recognized the suspect, who then fled the scene.  Officers responded to the suspect’s known address and took him into custody.  
ISD: The detective took sworn taped statements from the victim and witness.  The suspect was positively identified, arrested and charged accordingly.  The case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for further review.

10-08-08, 409 West Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Armed Robbery, 08-41402

While making a delivery in the area, the victim was approached by the suspect who pointed a handgun at him and demanded money.  The victim complied and the suspect fled the area.  There were no injuries.

ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who exhausted all possible leads and this case has been closed pending the development of further information.
10-09-08, 200 North Dixie Highway, Strong Arm Robbery, 08-41636
The victim was riding his bicycle and stopped to light a cigarette.  He was approached by the suspects who began beating and kicking him.  The suspects pulled the victim off his bike and took the bicycle.  The victim was treated by Hallandale Rescue and transported to the hospital.

ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who exhausted all possible leads.  Due to the fact that there are no other leads or evidence at this time for the detective to follow up, this case has been closed pending the development of further information.

10-13-08, 922 Diplomat Parkway, Deceased Person, Possible Drowning, 08-42227

The victim was found floating in the waterway deceased.  There was no evidence of trauma and no suicide note was found.   The investigation is continuing.

ISD:  This case has been assigned to a detective and is pending the Medical Examiner’s official ruling on cause and manner of death.  At this time, there is no indication of foul play.
10-15-08, 806 N.W. 7 Terrace, Homicide, 08-42466

Officers responded to the scene and found the victim died from a gunshot wound to the chest.  The investigation is continuing.

ISD:  This case has been assigned to a detective and multiple leads have been pursued. Leads continue to be pursued and at this time, this case is pending further investigation.

10-23-08, 835 West Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Strong Arm Robbery, 08-43662

The victim was sitting in a restaurant when the suspect grabbed her phone out of her hand and fled.  The victim was not injured. 

ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who exhausted all possible leads.  Due to the fact that there are no other leads or evidence at this time for the detective to follow up, this case has been closed pending the development of further information.

10-24-08, 1000 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Strong Arm Robbery, 08-43998

The victim made a cash withdrawal from the bank and was walking across the parking lot.  The suspect approached and demanded the envelope with the money.  The suspect fled in a vehicle.

ISD:  This case has been assigned to a detective and is pending further investigation.

10-27-08, 1300 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Armed Robbery, 08-44181

The suspect approached the counter and appeared to pay for a candy bar.  When the cash drawer was opened, he displayed a handgun and demanded all the cash.  The clerk was not injured.

ISD:  This case has been assigned to a detective and is pending further investigation.

10-28-08, 800 West Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Armed Robbery, 08-44317

The victim was walking down the alley when the suspect approached him brandishing a handgun and demanding money.  The victim surrendered all his valuables.  The victim was not injured.

ISD:  This case has been assigned to a detective and is pending further investigation.

NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – SELECTIVE ENFORCEMENT TEAM (SET) – UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION
The Selective Enforcement Team (SET) received information from a Georgia Detective of a suspect wanted for Aggravated Sodomy on a Child living in the City of Hallandale Beach. The Detective did not have a solid address for his residence. Utilizing informants, this suspect was located and placed under arrest.  

The SET assisted the Broward Sheriff’s Office during the week of 10/06/08- 10/10/2008, due to an increase in burglaries and robberies in District One.  During this joint effort, we assisted BSO with several arrests.  
On 10/23/08, SET members noticed a suspicious vehicle traveling in the Northeast section of Hallandale Beach.  The vehicle was followed for approximately thirty minutes, as it stopped at different locations, including two convenience stores.  The vehicle was eventually stopped and a 9 mm handgun, with the serial numbers scratched off, was located next to the driver.  The driver was arrested.

OCTOBER STATS:   Twenty Seven Arrests (17 Felonies and 10 Misdemeanors); Narcotics Confiscated: $115.00 Crack Cocaine, $115.00 Marijuana.  Also confiscated was a 9mm handgun with the serial numbers removed.  

NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – Vice, Intelligence, and Narcotics Unit (V.I.N.)
NOTE: The Special Operations Division effective October 1, 2008 has been eliminated as a separate division and its responsibilities have been merged into the Investigative Services Division.  

The V.I.N. Unit continues to work a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA). 

After conducting a thorough investigation, the V.I.N. Detectives placed one suspect under arrest for delivery of Oxycotine.  Ten Oxycotine pills (1.3 grams) were seized with a street value of $70.00. 

The V.I.N. Detectives conducted a reverse/buy bust operation within the City of Hallandale Beach, resulting in the arrest of two suspects.  Both suspects were charged with trafficking in Oxycontin.  Approximately seven grams of Oxycontin (24 pills) and approximately nine grams of counterfeit Oxycontin (36 pills) was seized, with an approximate street value of $1,500.00.  Additionally, one 2002 Nissan Altima vehicle, valued at $2,000.00 was seized.
V.I.N. Detectives in concert with the Broward Sheriff’s Office S.E.T. conducted a search warrant in the City of Hallandale Beach.  Crack cocaine and cannabis was seized with a combined street value of $150.00.  One suspect was later arrested for felony narcotic violations.

DEPARTMENTAL VACANCIES

The Police Department had the following vacancies through the month of October: (1) Community Service Aide, (13) Police Officers, (1) Civilian Training Coordinator, (2) Part Time AOA’s, and (2) Part-time Police Officers.
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
