Weed & Seed Monthly Report – October, 2008
During the month of October, the Weed and Seed staff, along with the Prevention, Intervention and Treatment sub-committee has been working diligently to prepare for the fundraiser “Men Who Cook.”  This event will take place on November 1st at St. Charles Borromeo Church on NW 6 Avenue.
 

The Neighborhood Restoration (NR) sub-committee hosted a street cleanup and ended up joining forces with the Kiwanis Key Club on Foster Road.  The group also assisted in some landscaping at the Maudi James Rehab project.  The NR committee is also preparing to host a Harvest Feast Dinner at the Hepburn Center on November 15th.

On October 24th, the Weed & Seed Personnel Committee reviewed 52 applications for the Site Coordinators position, from which six applicants were chosen to proceed with the process.

On October 30th, the Weed & Seed Personnel Committee interviewed five candidates for the Site Coordinators Positions, from which three candidates were chosen to address the Weed & Seed Steering Committee on November 13th.  After the candidates address and answer questions from the Steering Committee, the committee will then select one of the candidates as the new site coordinator.   

During the month of October, the police department made fifty-five (55) arrests of adults in the Palms, seventeen (17) of those were drug arrests.  During the month of October, we also made one (1) juvenile arrest in the Palms that was not drug related.  

The police department is conducting alternative juvenile diversion with Harmony Development Group, a non-profit that runs diversionary groups funded by State and County agencies.  The police department has partnered with them to divert our juveniles into their program as an alternative to arrest.  

The police department has also conducted several truancy sweeps during the month of October in conjunction with the start of the new school year.  Once a week at lunch time, our officers are conducting special operations targeting narcotics sales to students out on lunch breaks.  The S.R.O.’s at both Hallandale Elementary and Gulfstream Middle School are running a Young Gentlemen’s Clubs and Youth Crime Watch programs.  Their aim is to teach the young men life skills and etiquette and thereby reduce violence and drug abuse among these teens.
