The Department of Public Works, Utilities & Engineering significant activities for the month of October are summarized below:


1)  Permanent permit submittal for deep well injection system at new Membrane 




Treatment Plant was completed. 
2)  Staff submitted grant application for South Beach Park improvements.

3)  Engineering Division oversaw continued progress in the 33rd Year CDBG project, 

 which entails drainage, street and sidewalk improvements in the Southwest Quadrant.  Project is substantially complete.

 4) The Water Production Division, in coordination with contractor, completed installation 



of liquid chlorination system at water plant.  
5)  Water Plant Maintenance Division oversaw the replacement of the feed motor for   

membrane skid #2 at the Membrane Treatment Plant.  Both skids are now fully operational.
6) Engineering Division oversaw the repair of water leaks at two ground storage tanks.  
7) Engineering Division oversaw continuing construction on NW/SW 8th Avenue Intersection Improvement project.  
· Installation of base layer for widening of SW 8th Avenue is complete.

· Installation of new stormwater system components is complete.

· Installation of new sidewalk is substantially complete.
· Shop drawings have been reviewed and equipment has been ordered.

8) Construction Division completed installation of dental office at the Hepburn Center, including electrical, water, wastewater and facilities improvements.
9)  Landscaping Division replanted median at City entrance on Hallandale Beach Blvd.

10) Landscaping Division gave away 180 shrubs to community members as a part of its tree and plant giveaway program.
11)  Utilities Division completed installation of drainage improvements on Parkview Drive and Leslie Drive. 
12)  Public Works staff refurbished sinks, toilets and doors at South Beach Park restrooms.  Staff also completed installation of playground and landscaping at the new park in the Southwest.
13)  Commission approved Second Reading of new Water and Wastewater Impact Fee Ordinance. 
     14) Commission approved Second Reading of revised Stormwater Management 



Facilities Maintenance Ordinance.  

15) Staff oversaw completion of repairs of the Police Department elevator.   

16) Staff received word from FEMA that the City earned a Class 6 in the CRS program.

17) Staff received bids for bridge rehabilitation on October 27.


18) Staff received permit for construction of marina dock.  FIND Grant award for 


$420,495 was also received.

The Department has a number of other projects either underway or being planned, in addition to the many ongoing maintenance and services rendered.
