A Resolution Supporting Enactment of a Bill to Amend Section 318.18, Florida Statutes and Enactment of a Bill to Amend Section 318.21, Florida Statutes Pertaining to Funding of a Traffic Magistrate Program  

PURPOSE:

Consideration of a Resolutions in support of each of two proposed bills to allow counties or any municipality to impose a surcharge on non-criminal, civil and traffic infractions to fund the County Traffic Magistrate program.

BACKGROUND:
Broward County has previously funded a traffic magistrate program that provides magistrates to hear traffic infractions at satellite facilities.  Under that program, individual police departments, including Hallandale Beach, were able to avoid appearing at the downtown courthouse and were able to schedule hearings in a way that allowed officers to appear on multiple tickets which increased the efficiency.  The State is constitutionally bound to provide for the judiciary, but has refused to fund this program.  The Broward County Commission stopped funding the program temporarily, but has now approved funding from January 2009 through June 2009.

DISCUSSION:

The Traffic Magistrate program provides an efficient means of handling traffic court appearances for traffic citations.  The City Police Department, under the traffic magistrate program, could coordinate court appearances with officer’s shifts.  Currently, all of the City’s traffic citations and municipal ordinance violations are scheduled for Tuesday, Wednesday or Thursday and the City’s officers appear at the same time as five other jurisdictions, including Ft. Lauderdale and Hollywood.  The net result is a huge number of police officers appearing all at the same time.  This results in on-duty officers being taken off patrol for long periods of time for all departments and does not account for the schedules of officers who are not on duty and the resulting overtime incurred by all cities.

 As a result of the overloading of the system, the inability of the Judges to process the overwhelming number of citations and changes the judges have instituted regarding how citations are written, the Court has been dismissing a substantial amount of citations that previously would not have been dismissed. The traffic magistrate program was terminated effective September, 2008 and therefore due to the payment cycle of the County, which is basically a 60-day cycle, the actual fiscal impacts to the City will not be known until the November remittance report and check is received from the County.  This report is as of this writing overdue and is expected by the police department any day.

The City currently has an interlocal agreement with the County to process parking violations whereby the City pays a base fee of $2.50 per citation and an additional $5.00 for each citation which is subsequently paid by the offender. The County collects a portion of criminal and noncriminal infractions processed by the County pursuant to various Sections within Chapter 318. Essentially, the County collects $3.00 for State and municipal criminal infractions and some noncriminal infractions and an additional $2.00 is collected and remitted to the municipality.

The City collected for fiscal year 07’-08’ for all infractions, including parking citations,  a total net, after paying all County contributions,  $195,340.68. Staff attempted to evaluate the fiscal impact of the termination of the program, The traffic magistrate program was terminated effective September, 2008 and therefore due to the payment cycle of the County, which is basically a 60-day cycle, the actual fiscal impacts to the City will not be known until the November remittance report and check is received from the County.  This report is as of this writing overdue and is expected by the police department any day.

The County Commission voted to fund the traffic magistrate program from January 2009 to June of 2009, because the County Commission believes all stakeholders should bring a coordinated and concentrated lobbying effort to the Florida Legislature this Session to convince the Legislature to provide funding mechanisms to the program. In accordance with the County’s position, two bills have been prepared by counsel for the Broward League of Cities to be presented to the Florida Legislature to create an alternative funding source for the program.

The first bill proposes amending Chapter 318, 18 F.S. This bill would allow any county commission or unit of local government to impose by ordinance, a surcharge on non-criminal or criminal infractions in Sections 318.17, of up to $18.00 to fund “state court facilities”’. Up to $3.00 of the surcharge may be used by the circuit or county court system to fund the traffic magistrate program. Up to 25% of any remaining revenue may be used to support local law libraries. This surcharge cannot be waived by the Court. Any excess revenues may be used to support local law libraries, including library facilities located in or near the county courthouse or annexes. Although this bill was drafted by the Broward League of Cities counsel, staff has been advised by League staff that the Broward League of Cities will not be sponsoring this Bill. 

The Broward league will sponsor a second bill which proposes amending Chapter 318.21 and allows the County, and only the county, by ordinance, to impose a $3.00 surcharge on parking fines and other civil traffic infractions for the sole purpose of funding the traffic magistrate program.  Any excess revenues collected of what is required to fully fund the traffic magistrate program “shall be used to fund areas of the court system within the county.”

Staff has been in continuous communication with the Broward League of Cities staff and the situation remains fluid as to which bills will ultimately be supported by the Broward league of Cities. Staff contacted the Florida League of Cities and to date the Florida League has received a copy of a Resolution from the City of Wilton Manors asking the Florida Legislature to fully fund the Broward court system and the traffic magistrate program specifically. Rebecca O’Hare from the Florida League advised they had one more policy committee meeting prior to the Conference next week and if this legislation was something that benefited municipalities statewide, the Florida Leaguer would certainly support it.  She asked that staff keep her up to date.

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission:  

1.     Consider adoption of the Resolution in support of the two bills to be presented to the Florida Legislature during the 2009 Legislative Session and direct staff and the City lobbyist to seek a sponsor for these bills in both the Florida House of Representatives and the Florida Senate. 

2.      Should the Broward League of Cities elect to only support the bill amending Section 318.21, F.S., allowing only the County to impose the surcharge, staff would recommend the City Commission adopt an independent resolution in support of the bill amending Section 318.18, F.S. and allowing municipalities to impose an $18 surcharge and direct staff and the City lobbyist to seek a sponsor for this bill in both the Florida House of Representatives and the Florida Senate.

Consideration of the City’s Legislative Package for the 2009 Legislative Session  

Purpose: 

Provide the City Commission with a comprehensive list of prior, current and probable legislative issues to allow the Commission to select and prioritize those issues they would like to place in the City’s Legislative Action Plan for the 2009 Legislative Session.

Background:

The Florida Legislature will begin the Legislative Session with an organizational meeting on November 17, 2008 and the Committee meetings will begin on December 15, 2008. The Regular Session will begin on March 3, 2009 and end on May 1, 2009. As in the past, the City Commission has met to discuss legislation that will impact the City and to develop strategies for supporting and where necessary opposing legislation the City Commission identifies as a priority. There are currently no bills filed, except Claims Bills which had a filing deadline of August 1, 2008.

Discussion:

Attached is a comprehensive list of prior, current, and anticipated issues that are anticipated to be addressed during the upcoming Legislative Session.  Some of those from prior Sessions may not be resurrected, but they have been listed in an effort to be complete. In addition, staff has included a complete list of Resolutions addressing Legislative issues adopted by the City Commission during 2007 and 2008.  Although the attached list is quite comprehensive, certainly new issues will arise and individual Commissioners may have developed, or may have been made aware of, other issues which the Commission would want to include in the Legislative Action Plan. As of the date of this Staff Report, neither the Broward League of Cities, The Florida League of Cities, The National League of Cities nor the Florida Association of Counties had published a legislative Action Plan.  Staff will again provide a complete report on each of those action plans once they have been published.

In support of the Legislative Action Plan the Commission has approved funding to retain a lobbyist to represent the City in Tallahassee. The City issued a Request for Qualifications for a State Lobbyist and the City has received the Responses to the Request for Qualifications.  A Selection Evaluation Committee has been named and the evaluation process has begun and Staff will be providing a recommendation to the City Commission by December 1, 2008.

Recommendation: 

Staff recommends the City Commission review the attached list of legislative issues and each Commissioner compile a list of issues and prioritize those issues to be included in the City’s Legislative Action Plan.  This list should include any additional issues any Commissioner may wish to include as part of the Legislative agenda.  These lists should be provided to the City Manager’s Office to be placed on the Agenda for discussion during the next Regular City Commission meeting and the City Commission should adopt by consensus a legislative agenda at that meeting and direct Staff to prepare a Legislative Action Plan incorporating the adopted agenda.

700-704 NE 2nd Court

REQUEST:

Vasile Maldovan, of Do-Van, Inc. is requesting an appeal of a Planning and Zoning Board decision denying a request for a variance at 700-704 NE 2nd Court to construct four additional parking spaces as it did not meet the development standards of the City’s Zoning and Land Development Code. 

BACKGROUND:

In 2004, the applicant (Do-Van, Inc.) filed for building permits to construct a duplex at the subject property. During the plan review process, a letter dated June 11, 2003 was sent to the applicant rejecting his proposal to build 8 parking spaces for the proposed duplex and advising a maximum of 4 parking spaces was permitted at the property (see backup). The applicant complied and the duplex was constructed and issued a Certificate of Occupancy with four parking spaces.

On May 8, 2008, Code Compliance cited the property at 700 and 704 NE 2nd Court for an illegal conversion and work without permits following a complaint from a tenant at the subject property. The duplex had been converted from two units to eight units and four additional parking spaces had been constructed without permits (see attached photos provided as Exhibits “A” and “B”). In addition to a violation of Zoning and Land Development Code, the Building Official also determined that the converted units did not meet the minimum housing standards of the Florida Building Code for efficiency units including minimum square footage and required kitchen work space. 

As directed by the City Commission in CAD #023/07, City staff has been working with the applicant to correct the code violations at the property so that the case will not have to proceed to the Special Magistrate. The applicant has obtained a building permit to convert the dwelling back to two units; however, he is requesting to maintain the four additional parking spaces that were constructed without building permits. Since the Code does not permit back-out parking for more than 4 parking spaces for safety reasons, a variance is required to retain the additional illegally built spaces.

At the September 24, 2008 meeting, the Planning and Zoning Board denied application #08-65-V requesting a variance from Section 32-453(i)(2) of the Zoning and Land Development Code requiring parking areas with more than four abutting parking spaces be designed so that no vehicle must back into a right-of-way to obtain egress. Attached 

is the staff report prepared for the Planning and Zoning Board that includes both the policy and technical analysis. The Planning and Zoning Board voted for denial of the application with a majority vote of 7-0. Summary minutes from the meeting are attached. 

DISCUSSION
The property received a Certificate of Occupancy in 2006 and was constructed in accordance with the City Code. The applicant was aware that the property was not permitted to have more than a two-family structure and four parking spaces. 

The additional parking was added to the property after it was illegally converted into an eight-unit structure. Allowing the property to maintain the additional parking spaces provides an opportunity for the structure to be converted again in the future. 

Section 32-453(i)(2) prohibiting back-out parking into a public right-of-way was adopted to prevent vehicular conflicts and promote safe and efficient vehicular and pedestrian movement. The proposed parking spaces are not required at the property and are contrary to the requirements in the City Code. 

Furthermore, the additional parking will decrease the amount of green space on the property. There are nonconforming multi-family buildings on either side of the subject property with minimal landscaping provided along the south side of N.E. 2nd Court. Further reducing the existing landscaping will negatively affect the aesthetics of the street. 

RECOMMENDATION:

The City Commission uphold the Planning and Zoning Board’s decision to deny application #08-65-V requesting a variance to construct four additional parking spaces at a residential duplex at 700 and 704 NE 2nd Court.

PURPOSE:

To adopt on Second and Final Reading an Ordinance that will implement the Police and Fire Collective Bargaining Agreement (CBA) pension changes from FY 2005-08 into the Pension Ordinance.

BACKROUND:

The City Commission ratified the Police and Fire Collective Bargaining Agreements on March 7, 2006 and October 3, 2006 respectively.  Both CBA’s contained pension related changes that require the revision of Police and Fire Pension Ordinance 2004-09.  The revised ordinance was prepared by the Pension Attorney and was reviewed by the City Attorney and the Pension Board.  The Ordinance was approved by the City Commission for first reading on May 9, 2008.  The Police and Fire Pension Board then directed the pension actuary to complete the required Actuarial Impact statement prior to the final adoption of the ordinance.   

The Actuarial Impact statement dated August 19, 2008 was presented to the Pension Board and the City Commission at their meetings held on August 25, 2008 and November 17, 2008, respectively...  Prior to the adoption by the City Commission, the Pension Board shall affirm to the State Division of Retirement that the Actuarial Impact statement reflects the estimated cost of the proposed amendments and that the proposed changes are in compliance with Part VII, Chapter 112, Florida Statutes and Section 14, Article X of the Florida State Constitution.   This requirement is currently in process and will be completed and verified by staff prior to City Commission meeting on November 19, 2008. 

DISCUSSION:    

The attached Ordinance was prepared by the Pension Board attorney with edification by our City Attorney and reflects only the negotiated benefits from the CBA’s.    Additionally, Article III, section 3.02 reflects the original approved State Statute language related to the Board appointees by the City Commission.   This provision has been further clarified with the adoption of Ordinance 2008-18 which provides for the appointment of City Commissioners as Board members.   

RECOMMENDATION:

Staff recommends adoption of the attached Ordinance on Final Reading.
