Purpose: 

To adopt a resolution authorizing the submittal of the 35th Year (FY 2008-2009) Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) application packages. 
Background:

The Broward County Community Development Division has announced the 35th Year (FY 2008-2009) Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) application process.  Fifteen cities in Broward County with city populations under 50,000 have elected to participate in the process.  Cities with populations exceeding 50,000 may receive direct allocations from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  

Discussion:

Initiated during the 26th Year (FY2000-2001), cities participating in the Broward County CDBG program receive an allocation based on a HUD funding formula which takes into consideration community housing conditions, population and poverty indicators.  The allocation is automatic and non-competitive provided the allocation is for HUD CDBG eligible activities which may include capital, economic development, and housing and public service projects.

Hallandale Beach's 35th Year CDBG allocation has not been released by HUD and Congress chose to wait for the new 110th Congress to vote on the final allocation.  The amount for this fiscal year has not been allocated as of the date of this report. The City has been advised by the Broward Housing and Community Development Division to use last year’s amounts with an upward adjustment. 
Staff has conducted two advertised public meetings and received public comment from residents on projects. The residents were advised that the City was planning to continue the After School Tutorial program at the Hepburn Center under that application and the City would continue with the drainage improvements in the Southwest Section under the second application. A public meeting was held on Thursday, November 20, 2008 at 7:00 P.M. at the Austin Hepburn Center. A second meeting was held on Monday, November 24, 2008 at 6:00 P.M. at the Community Cultural Center. The residents were supportive of both projects, and overwhelmingly support the work at the Austin Hepburn Center. The consideration by the City Commission of this Resolution at this Regular Commission Meeting was also included in the advertisement and residents have been invited to come and make any comments at this meeting.

Staff recommends the amount requested for the Hepburn Center After School Tutorial Program be increased from $100,000 to $150,000. The reason for this increase is that the Florida legislature last year changed the recurring funding line item in the budget of $100,000 for the Hepburn Center to a non-recurring budget line item. That change, combined with the Legislature’s Leadership’s announcement last week that the Legislature would not be accepting member projects under the Community Budget Issue Request program, will make obtaining this funding from the State very difficult. 

The Public Works Improvements are being continued in the Southwest section on several blocks east and southeast of Gulfstream Middle School. The location for the work is indicated on the attached map.
If the actual allocation is less or more than the requested amount, the amount for both projects will be adjusted to meet the community’s needs.

Local matching funds for the CDBG allocation are not required.

PURPOSE
The City Commission adopt an Ordinance updating the City’s Comprehensive Plan by incorporating the EAR Based Amendments as required by the last Evaluation and Appraisal Report adopted by the Commission at their meeting on April 18, 2006.
BACKGROUND

The 1985 Florida Growth Management Act created the legislative mandate for all local governments in the State of Florida to prepare and adopt a Comprehensive Plan that was a legally binding document.  The City of Hallandale Beach adopted its original Comprehensive Plan in 1989 and has since completed several updates to the document.  In April 1996 the City adopted the first Evaluation and Appraisal Report for the original Plan.  The City of Hallandale Beach adopted the EAR Based Amendments in accordance with the Report in 1998.  Since then, the Department of Community Affairs (DCA) has amended their rules to require local governments to evaluate and update their plans every 7 years.  The City’s most recent EAR Report was prepared as required by DCA and the City Commission approved transmittal of the document on April 18, 2006.  The City’s EAR was found sufficient by DCA on November 28, 2006. 

DISCUSSION

Michael Miller Planning Associates, Inc. was contracted in 2007 by the City to prepare the EAR Based Amendments with staff. The most recent update to the Comprehensive Plan required a major overhaul of the existing document. DCA is continually adopting new statutes which require additional data and planning to be included in updates to Comprehensive Plans. The City has experienced a tremendous amount of growth in recent years which has altered the demographics and the land use of the City. All of the figures throughout the Plan required updating and all of the previous maps were recreated using GIS based mapping to provide a more accurate representation of the City and its infrastructure. A complete analysis of all changes and updates to the Comprehensive Plan is provided in the Planning and Zoning Staff Report (see backup). A link to those draft Amendments has been created on the City’s website for the public to review and provide comments. The Planning and Zoning Board at their November 20, 2008 meeting recommended approval of the amendments with a vote of 5-0. 

Once approved by the City Commission, a transmittal package will be prepared and sent to the Department of Community Affairs and all other reviewing agencies as required by State statutes and rules for a compliance review. (The EAR Based Amendments do not count towards the City’s twice per year Comprehensive Plan Amendment limitations). Once all of the review agencies have completed their review, DCA will issue an Objections, Recommendations, and Comments (ORC) Report. At that time, the item will be brought back to the Commission for Second and Final Reading. Once all changes are adopted, the Comprehensive Plan will require recertification with the Broward County Planning Council. 
RECOMMENDATION

The City Commission approve on First Reading an Ordinance adopting the Evaluation and Appraisal Report Based Amendments to the City’s Comprehensive Plan and authorize transmittal to the Department of Community Affairs for a compliance review.

Historic Preservation - Moffitt House (BP # 014-09) 

 
PURPOSE

The purpose of this agenda item is to request the Commission adopt a Resolution authorizing the submittal of a grant application for financial assistance from the State of Florida Historic Preservation Small Matching Grant for the historic preservation of the Moffitt House.

BACKGROUND

The J.W. Moffitt House was constructed in 1906; the 3-bedroom classic cottage house was constructed by town pioneer J.W. Moffitt who played an integral role in the economic and political scene of Hallandale Beach during the early 1900s.  He operated a packing house and managed production of tomatoes from different fields throughout the area.   This building is significant because it dates from the earliest construction period in Hallandale Beach.    

In July, 2008, a local developer, Richard Shan, President of Shanco Development Company, purchased the property where the Moffitt House is located with hopes of redeveloping the property into single-family town homes.   The developer subsequently donated the house to the City. The developer also, donated the services of moving the house from its 134 South Dixie Highway location to the Curci House site at 324 SW 2nd Avenue.  The city's plan is to establish the site as the City's Historic Village with two of the oldest structures in the city side by side.

DISCUSSION

This grant application will pursue funds for the planning and designing for the historic exterior rehabilitation of the Moffitt House.  The grant application is due to the State on December 15, 2008.  The amount of the grant, if awarded, is $50,000; a 50/50 match is required from the City.  The City has budgeted $125,000, in fiscal year 2008-2009, from CRA funds for the renovation of the Moffitt House.  Once awarded, the grant funds will become available to the City after July 1, 2009. Staff has advised the Historic Preservation Advisory Board of the City’s intent to pursue funding in an effort to preserve historical buildings in Hallandale Beach and the Board is in support. 
RECOMMENDATION

The City Commission adopt a Resolution authorizing the submittal of a grant application for financial assistance from the State of Florida Historic Preservation Small Matching Grant for the historic preservation of the Moffitt House in the amount of $50,000.00.

Implementation of the Parking Ad Hoc Committee

During the September 12, 2008 Budget Hearing the City Commission directed the establishment of an Ad Hoc Parking Committee to address community-wide parking needs. At the October 15, 2008 Regular City Commission Meeting, the Commission determined six areas to be represented on the Committee. The Commission further directed the committee would have seven members consisting of one resident from each of the six areas and a seventh member from the membership of the Transportation and Flood Mitigation Advisory Board.  

This Board has designated Bonnie Gusky as the Board’s representative on the Parking Ad Hoc Committee.

Upon further consideration, it is recommended that an “at large” representative on the committee be designated by the Hallandale Beach Area Chamber of Commerce.  This representative would be appointed to focus on the needs of the business community pertaining to parking issues. In order to accommodate this additional member and still have seven committee members, it is recommended that the portion of Atlantic Shores Blvd. west of the Desoto Waterway Bridge be included in the Northeast area.   

The “at large” business oriented representative on the committee, five members representing residential areas within the City and the one “at large” member from the Transportation and Flood Mitigation Advisory Board would comprise the committee of seven members.   

Further, in order to designate which Commissioner will make an appointment for each of the five residential areas, the City Clerk placed the name of each Commissioner in a hat.  The names were drawn and matched with the five residential areas in the order provided below.  Accordingly, members of the City Commission will select appointments to the committee for the five residential areas, as follows: 

A.
Three Islands Area (Includes Three Islands Boulevard, Parkview Drive, Leslie Drive and Portion of Atlantic Shores Blvd. on Three Islands) – Mayor Cooper appointment

B.
South Ocean Drive – Commissioner Ross appointment

C.
Golden Isles Drive – Commissioner Sanders appointment

D.
Northeast Area (Includes Diplomat Parkway, N.E. 14th Avenue, N.E. 12th Avenue, and Portion of Atlantic Shores Blvd. west of the Desoto Waterway Bridge) – Vice Mayor Julian appointment

E.
Diana Drive – Commissioner London appointment

The applications will be due by December 19, 2008 and the City Commission will make appointments, from the applications received, at the first or second Commission meeting in January, 2009.
