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MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COMMISSION, CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, HELD ON WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 3, 2008 AT 10:00 AM, CITY COMMISSION CHAMBERS
1. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 10:10 AM.
A. Administration of Oath of Office and Seating of Commissioner Anthony Sanders

City Clerk McGough administered the Oath of Office to Commissioner Sanders who took his seat on the dais and made remarks. 

B. Presentation of Plaque to Commissioner/Vice Mayor Francine Schiller for Years of Service to the City

Mayor Cooper presented a plaque to Commissioner Schiller and various persons spoke of her service and dedication.

2. ROLL CALL

Commissioners London, Ross and Sanders, Vice Mayor Julian, Mayor Cooper, City Manager Good, City Attorney Jove, City Clerk McGough – All present

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Hallandale Elementary Student Citizen of the month Quontai McKay led the pledge and recited his school pledge.

4. PRESENTATIONS AND REPORTS

A. Presentation of Certificates to the Student Citizens of the Month

Quontai McKay from Hallandale Elementary School and Melissa Osbourne from Hallandale Adult Community Center were recognized as the Students of the Month. 

Henry Brown, Hallandale Elementary School, noted a pilot program has been implemented whereby students visit high schools to see what will be expected of them academically in the future.

B. Recognition of Contribution to the City by Kohl Department Stores 

Marian McCann-Colliee, Director, Human Services, noted Kohl’s Department Store representatives provided community service at the Hepburn Center by cleaning, painting, planting shrubs and washing vehicles.

Tim Curtain, Memorial Hospital, was thanked for recommending the Hepburn Center as a suitable place for the community service.  

Kevin Downs, Kohl’s Store Manager and project coordinator and Luis Fernandez, Kohl’s South Florida District Manager, were recognized and noted they would welcome additional opportunities to provide service. 

Mayor Cooper noted the services provided were worth $20,000.

C. Presentation of Weed and Seed Programs and Activities 

Jessica Sanders, Chair, Weed and Seed Steering Committee, discussed the program and ongoing concerns and noted technical assistance has been requested from Washington D.C. on the issues. 

Clara Brown spoke about the initiatives of Police Officer Shockey in reaching out to the community and the need for enhanced communication and support to achieve results. 

Marian McCann Colliee noted the City’s support of this program.  

Mayor Cooper clarified that the Weed and Seed Program is a community program and not a City or Police program and the City will continue the partnership. She encouraged the continuation of the H2H housing program, which empowers residents to learn budgeting and the basics of home ownership.

The Men Who Cook fundraising event for the program was discussed and is scheduled for November 1, 2008 at St. Charles Church from noon to 3:00 P.M.  Mayor Cooper is sponsoring Vice Mayor Julian and will sponsor another cook. 

Commissioner London noted the program is on the right track and he is looking forward to receiving a report from the International Economic Development Council (IEDC) which reviewed the local program.  

Rebecca Wright, Executive Director, gave a report on past projects and plans for future projects. 

Jessica Sanders re-stated that an open dialogue is needed to address the issues as some partners are not working together.  It was also re-stated that the City does not run the program nor hire the program’s employees.

Commissioner Sanders noted the issues have to be addressed if the program is to be successful. 

D. Discussion of Public Works Construction Projects

Bill Brant, Director of Pubic Works, provided report. 

In response to a question from Mayor Cooper, City Manager Good noted $426,921 in 34th Year CDBG funding has been granted with an additional $74,688 for the After School Program at the Hepburn Center. Mayor Cooper asked that a thank you letter be sent to the City’s federal legislative delegation who supported funding for the CDBG program.  
In regard to the SW/NW 8 Ave. intersection project, Mayor Cooper requested to see the Traffic Mitigation Plan as well as the notifications to the community, including the schools and businesses.

Roadway issues associated with the 7-11 store at the intersection of SW/NW 8th Ave. and West Hallandale Beach Blvd. were discussed.  In response to questions from Vice Mayor Julian and Commissioner Ross, the vacant property on the west side of the intersection had environmental issues and any development must meet all applicable standards. 

In regard to Golden Isles Drive improvements, the plans for the installation of additional parking spaces and landscaping are being coordinated with the home owners association and the safe neighborhood district.  
In response to a question from Commissioner London, the parking improvements on N.E. 14th Avenue are essentially completed with striping to be done following correction of drainage issues.  On-site parking is to begin late October or early November, 2008.  

5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION  
Ido Shimony, 3070 Country Club Lane, provided update on the West Hallandale Beach Project.  

In response to a question from Mayor Cooper, Mr. Shimony advised the improvements east of I-95 are anticipated to be completed by December 31, 2008.

In response to a question from Commissioner London, Mr. Shimony advised the traffic signals in the interchange of I-95 and West Hallandale Beach Blvd. have been reconfigured by Broward County.  Commissioner London requested that signs be erected stating the timing has changed.

6. CONSENT AGENDA 

A. Approval of Minutes - Regular Meetings of May 21, 2008 and June 4, 2008

Commissioner London stated the June 4, 2008 minutes regarding item 7.A. pertaining to automated enforcement of traffic violations should include Major Flournoy’s comment that implementation of a red light traffic control system initially leads to an increase in rear end accidents. City Clerk McGough commented on how minutes are prepared. 

Mayor Cooper stated the minutes may be amended by motion and asked for a motion on the correction. Commissioner London made the following motion:

The motion died for a lack of a second.

Commissioner Ross noted a spelling correction was required on page 11 of the June 4, 2008 minutes.

Commissioner London asked if it is appropriate for Commissioner Sanders to vote. City Clerk McGough advised the minutes were provided and it would be appropriate for Commissioner Sanders to vote. 

Mayor Cooper reconvened the Commission meeting at 2:00 P.M. 

7. PUBLIC HEARINGS 
A. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Repealing City of Hallandale Beach Ordinance 2008-03; Enacting Section 2-40 of the City of Hallandale Beach Code of Ordinances to Provide for the Appointment of Two City Commissioners to the City of Hallandale Beach Police Officers' and Firefighters' Board of Trustees; Providing for Conflicts; and Severability; Providing for an Effective Date  
Mayor Cooper provided background for the item and opened the Public Hearing.

Alexander Lewy, 401 N.E. 14th Avenue, inquired if the Ordinance enables residents to serve on the Board of Trustees and was advised the Ordinance precludes the ability for residents to serve. 

Seeing no other speakers, the Public Hearing was closed.

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO APPROVE THE ORDINANCE ON SECOND READING AND AUTHORIZE THE APPROPRIATE OFFICIALS TO EXECUTE ON BEHALF OF THE CITY.  The motion was carried by a roll call vote as follows:

Commissioner London noted that under this Ordinance the appointment of Commissioners involves ex officio duties and can an appointment be refused?  City Manager Good and City Attorney Jove stated that the Ordinance does not permit appointment of anyone other than a City Commissioner.  The Ordinance would have to be repealed and redrafted to allow for the appointment of a non-City Commissioner. 

B. An Ordinance Of The City Of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Creating Article VIII, Chapter 32 to be Entitled, “Notice Requirements” By Amending The City Of Hallandale Beach Code Of Ordinances, The “Zoning And Land Development Code”; Providing For Conflicts; Providing For Severability; Providing For An Effective Date  
Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing no speakers, the Public Hearing was closed. 

Commissioner London expressed a concern regarding the applicant as the responsible entity to mail out required notices, and provide the City with a copy of the notice per line 58 of the Ordinance. He recommended the City be responsible for the mailings.

It was noted under section C.9. of the Ordinance beginning on line 325 that the applicant must provide the City with an affidavit affirming the mailings were sent per the Ordinance requirements.  Accordingly, it is not necessary for staff to take on this responsibility.

Commissioner London noted that lines 91-92 and lines 231 -232 pertain to posting signs on properties on more than one right-of-way and a sign shall be posted facing each right-of-way.  His concern was whether the sign would be placed parallel or perpendicular to the roadway as signs placed parallel could be missed.  

It was determined that the intent of the Ordinance is to make the sign(s) visible to the public and if there is a problem with visibility of the sign, the problem will be addressed. Richard Cannone, Director, Development Services, noted sign placement is discussed starting on line 251 of the Ordinance.  

In response to questions from Commissioner London, lines 117-119 pertaining to additional or optional notice give the City Commission flexibility in requiring notifications, lines 149 – 157 are taken from the Florida Statutes pertaining to land use related notices, lines 261 and 262 pertain to act of God circumstances, sections beginning with lines 292 and 301 are per State statutes and relate to different types of amendments. 

Commissioner London noted the size of the sign recommended for small scale project notifications appears appropriate.  

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO APPROVE THE ORDINANCE ON SECOND READING AND AUTHORIZE THE APPROPRIATE OFFICIALS TO SIGN ON BEHALF OF THE CITY.  The motion was carried by a roll call vote as follows:

C. Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing. Seeing no speakers, the Public Hearing was closed. 

In response to a question from Commissioner London, City Manager Good stated the impact on the community if the Ordinance passed or did not pass and further noted that The Cheetah Club is not subject to this Ordinance based on a prior agreement with the City.

D. An Ordinance Of The City Of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Amending Chapter 7, Article II, Division 3 Of The City Of Hallandale Beach Code Of Ordinances; Amending Section 7-81, “Nudity, Sexual Conduct Prohibited In Alcoholic Beverage Establishments.”; Providing For Severability; Providing For An Effective Date  
City Manager Good stated this is an opportunity to set the image of the City and is consistent with goals and objectives set forth by the City Commission. This is the right action to take to protect the quality of life in the community.

In response to a question from Vice Mayor Julian, this Ordinance is only applicable to new businesses. 

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing no speakers, the Public Hearing was closed.

E. An Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Increasing All Local Business Tax Receipt Fees by Five Percent Providing For Conflicts; and Severability; Providing For an Effective Date  
Richard Cannone, Director, Development Services, noted cities can review these fees every two years and make changes, as desired.  A five percent increase is the maximum allowed per State Statute.  

In response to questions and concerns from Commissioner London, City Manager Good and Director Cannone noted this fee is to cover the City’s costs for inspections and related administrative costs and the fees have not been increased since 2003. These fees were discussed during the Budget Workshop and the item is being brought back for consideration of the Commission as the fees are to be adopted by Ordinance.  Additional revenues as well as projected amounts for fines were discussed.

In response to a question from Mayor Cooper, the following types of inspections are made by the City: law enforcement, fire, building and code enforcement. 

Commissioner London spoke against the increase in the fees stating it is not in the best interest of small businesses.  City Manager Good stated the fees are fair and reflect the City’s costs. 

Mayor Cooper opened the Public Hearing.  Seeing no speakers, the Public Hearing was closed.

8. CITY BUSINESS

A. Presentation by PFM Asset Management, LLC of the Surplus Funds for the Period April 1, 2008 through June 30, 2008.  
Steven Alexander, PFM Asset Management, LLC, presented the report of the Surplus Funds for the period April 1, 2008 through June 30, 2008. He noted the long term portfolio performed better than the benchmark during the quarter. He provided an update in the short term portfolio. He suggested investing short term. 

In response to a question from Mayor Cooper regarding Government Accounting Standards Board (GASB) reporting requirements pertaining to unrealized gains and losses, Patricia Ladolcetta, Finance Director, advised the financial statements include both unrealized gains and losses. Further, Ms. Ladolcetta advised the State has not issued a response to the task force recommendations about the State Investment Pools and the City is withdrawing funds from investment pools, without penalties, as appropriate.

Mayor Cooper recessed the meeting at 12:32 P.M. and announced the meeting will be reconvened at 1:45 P.M. following the Planning and Scheduling portion of the meeting. 

B. Presentation Regarding The Community of a Lifetime Program  
Bobby Robinson, CRA Manager, stated about 25 residents and 8 staff liaisons are participating in the program. It is intended that an Action Plan and Report will be placed on the November 19, 2008 Commission agenda and when ready the Plan and Report will be submitted to the State Department of Elder Affairs for approval.  Once approved, updates would follow. 

Mayor Cooper noted a potential CRA funded program could result from this initiative. 

Commissioner Ross and Commissioner Sanders noted the importance of accountability with the Plan and Report. 

Commissioner London noted the CRA website is good. 

Mayor Cooper noted the website contains a link to CivicPlus which is not appropriate.  Staff will investigate and take action.   
City Manager Good stated a CRA Workshop will be scheduled in a few months and rather than place this item on the November 19, 2008 agenda, this item should be discussed at the CRA Workshop Meeting.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO ACCEPT REPORT AS PRESENTED AND INCLUDE A PRESENTATION AND FURTHER CONSIDERATION DURING THE CRA WORKSHOP SPECIAL MEETING TO BE SCHEDULED.  The motion was carried by a voice vote, 5/0. 
C. A Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Approving Three Agreements for Railroad Grade Crossings Traffic Control Devices with the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), The Florida East Coast Railway and Miami-Dade County, For Sharing the Costs of Maintenance of the Signal Equipment  
City Manager Good noted the City’s participation in these costs can be required or authority exists for the crossings to be closed except for Hallandale Beach Blvd. and Pembroke Road. He requested Commission approval to adopt the Resolution and approve the costs with the understanding that the City would continue to negotiate with the parties.  Further, City Manager Good stated the Florida League of Cities should make paying these required costs a State wide issue as these financial requirements impact local governments throughout the State and most cities are paying.  At issue is whether the City would be willing to allow closure of a crossing.

City Manager Good also noted that the Florida East Coast Railway (FEC) requires the City to sign a lease with the FEC to enable the City to maintain the landscaping and cut the grass on the FEC right of way.  Lease and operational costs for the City result.  He is attempting to negotiate these requirements and depending upon the negotiation results, an option is for the City to refuse to do the maintenance and cite the FEC for non-maintenance through the Code Enforcement Magistrate process. 

Mayor Cooper requested a letter be distributed to other cities regarding the issue and asking them to join Hallandale Beach in challenging these requirements.   
In response to questions from Commissioner London, City Manager Good stated the City has requested documentation regarding the “low ratings” of the crossings and further, FEC is not providing other information in a timely manner.  Moreover, FEC does not need permits from the City to maintain the area. 

Commissioner London left the dais at 3:09 P.M. and returned at 3:11 P.M.

In response to a question from Mayor Cooper, the FEC is not providing any new or more modern crossing mechanisms. Mayor Cooper requested that research be done regarding the cost and availability of options for upgrading the crossings, including possibility of securing grant funds.

D. Discussion of Proposed Broward County Charter Amendments and Impacts  
Commissioner London left the dais at 3:27 P.M. and returned at 3:29 P.M. 

Frank Hileman described the Charter Amendments and reviewed the City’s position on each of the amendments. 

In response to a question from Mayor Cooper, staff will find out if Broward County completed a cost impact study related to these proposed Charter Amendments and provide this information. Further, Mayor Cooper suggested a meeting be considered to inform the residents regarding the amendments.  
MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO DIRECT STAFF TO COMPLETE FURTHER RESEARCH ON THE PROPOSED AMENDMENTS.  The motion was carried by a voice vote, 5/0.
E. Consideration of the Scheduled Time for the Second City Commission Meeting of the Month  
Mayor Cooper and Commissioner Ross spoke in support of keeping the current City Commission meeting schedule.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO MAKE NO CHANGES IN THE CURRENT SCHEDULE FOR CITY COMMISSION MEETINGS.  The motion was carried by a voice vote, 5/0.  

F. A Resolution of the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida, Supporting an Increase in Florida's Cigarette Tax  
Vice Mayor Julian spoke in support of the resolution supporting an increase in Florida’s Cigarette Tax. 

Mayor Cooper left the dais at 11:34 A.M. and returned at 11:35 A.M.

Shelley Beck, American Cancer Society, received the Resolution.  She noted the benefits which would result from the use of funds generated from the increase in the cigarette tax.  

It was noted that Hallandale Beach is the first local government in Broward County to pass this Resolution.

Mayor Cooper and Commissioner Ross spoke in support of this increase. 

In response to a question from Commissioner London, Ms. Beck discussed the sources of funding and how the funds would be used for stop smoking campaigns and related efforts.  

Vice Mayor Julian stated he is the American Cancer Society’s volunteer ambassador to the City. 

Commissioner London left the dais at 11:43 A.M.

G. Discussion of Observing "Florida City Government Week" in October and Associated Activities  
Mayor Cooper stated observing this week would be an opportunity to provide education on such subjects as growth management, permitting, building and code enforcement, as well as an overview of Public Works/Utilities and Engineering responsibilities. 

City Manager Good suggested the outreach be organized in two programs:  Make presentations to school students and secondly, presentations to the community.  Consideration can be given to doing programs throughout the year.

Commissioner Ross noted students and adults alike ask what elected officials and City Officials do. 

City Manager Good will carry out the programs and the City Commission will be invited to participate.   
9. COMMISSIONER REPORTS

Mayor Cooper noted she attended a Retail Establishment Parking Security Task Force meeting concerning Broward County consideration of requiring security cameras at certain retail establishments throughout the County, such as at convenience stores. City Manager Good noted Broward County, as a Charter county, has the authority to adopt ordinances which obligate cities to take actions.  These are like unfunded mandates.

A proposal is to go out seeking interested parties.  Funds generated are to be retained in the local area.  This must continue to be monitored.   
Commissioner Ross noted the Sustainability Committee of the South Florida Water Management District discussed ocean outfall and reuse of water issues.   
Vice Mayor Julian noted the Broward County Historical Board has distributed a Resolution on how to take appropriate actions to protect historic properties against vandalism.

It was noted that Senator Geller should be recognized at the next Commission meeting.

Vice Mayor Julian stated he is recommending the appointment of Edward Driver to the Human Services Advisory Board and Eudyce Steinberg to the Planning and Zoning Board.

In response to a question from Commissioner London, City Manager Good will evaluate the attendance of Sheryl Natelson at Planning and Zoning Board meetings.   
In response to a question from Commissioner London, City Manager Good provided the status of the implementation of the dog parks.  
In response to a question from Commissioner London, City Manager Good provided the status of the tree plan for Diplomat Mall.  The tree plan should be completed and approved by all parties within 45 days.  
In response to a question from Commissioner London, City Manager Good noted he is working to move the dumpster at the South Beach Park to the north property line to provide for additional parking spaces.   
In response to a question from Commissioner London regarding the sanitation study, City Manager Good stated the decision is not to move forward with privatization. He will provide a copy of the study. Commissioner London stated he favors maintaining the services in-house and is pleased that services are expanding.   
In response to a question from Commissioner London, City Manager Good stated three appraisals have been received for property owned by Eagles Wings and the legal procedures associated with purchase are underway.   
In regard to a question from Commissioner London, City Manager Good provided the status of meeting minutes associated with Executive Sessions.  

Commissioner London discussed the boat in the canal on Sunset Drive.

In response to a question from Commissioner London, City Manager Good noted the small park on Layne Blvd. is a private park and the City does not own the property. 

In response to a question from Vice Mayor Julian, the tree issues related to the Diplomat Mall were further discussed.  
City Manager Good stated that Mayor Cooper will be honored as one of the First Ladies and Gentlemen of Broward County at a luncheon on October 15, 2008.  Commissioner Ross was a prior recipient of this recognition.  City Manager Good requested the October 15, 2008 meeting be moved from 1:30 P.M. to 5:00 P.M.  

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO MOVE THE TIME FOR THE OCTOBER 15, 2008 COMMISSION MEETING TO 5:00 P.M. FROM 1:30 P.M. IN ORDER FOR THE COMMISSION AND STAFF TO ATTEND A LUNCHEON AT WHICH MAYOR COOPER WILL BE HONORED. The motion was carried by a voice vote, 4/0. (Commissioner London absent)
City Attorney Jove called for an Executive Session pertaining to a lawsuit filed by Commissioner London and advised an outside counsel is needed as the City Attorney cannot represent the City against a City Commissioner.  The session was tentatively scheduled for Friday, September 5, 2008 at Noon. 

11. PLANNING AND SCHEDULING MEETING  
Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting in room 257 at 1:10 P.M. and advised Commissioner Sanders about the purpose and format of this portion of the meeting.

City Manager Good to look into benefits of membership in the Latin Chamber of Commerce. 

Commissioner Ross discussed having a softball game between Gulfstream and the City’s team.  Mayor Cooper suggested the game be a fund raiser for the Police Athletic League Program.   
Commissioner London left the Commission meeting at 1:29 P.M.

It was noted that the luncheon honoring the First Ladies and Gentlemen of Broward County is scheduled for October 15, 2008 and this will impact the start of the Commission meeting at 1:30 P.M. as Mayor Cooper is one of the honorees.

Commissioner London returned to meeting at 1:34 P.M. 

In response to a question from Mayor Cooper, City Manager Good stated the meeting with the pari-mutuels and affected cities would occur within the next two weeks. City Manager Good recommended waiting until after further meetings before considering adoption of a Resolution. Pari-mutuels and cities located in Miami-Dade County will be involved. The strategy for future legislation regarding pari-mutuels was discussed.  
Mayor Cooper recessed the Planning and Scheduling portion of the meeting at 1:43 P.M. 
There being no further business before the Commission Mayor Cooper adjourned the meeting at 4:42 P.M.
