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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

11/02/08, 416 NE 8 Avenue, Armed Carjacking, 08-45071

The victims were approached in the parking lot by four suspects.  One suspect brandished a handgun.  The suspects took the victim’s money and jewelry.  The suspects fled in the victim’s vehicles.  There were no injuries.

ISD: This case was assigned to a detective and statements from the victims and witnesses were taken.  At this time, the assigned detective is pursuing leads that have been developed. This case is pending further investigation.

11/02/08, 101 Ansin Boulevard, #303, False Imprisonment, 08-45105  
The victim responded to the suspect’s location to perform a massage on the suspect. After spending two hours with the suspect, the victim became uncomfortable and attempted to leave. The suspect refused to allow the victim to leave and threatened to physically harm the victim. During the investigation, the victim signed a waiver of prosecution.
ISD: This case was assigned to a detective who met with the victim and took a sworn taped statement. During the course of the investigation a suspect was developed and probable cause for an arrest was established; however, the victim refused to cooperate any further and signed a waiver of prosecution. This case is closed.

11/02/08, 417 NW 6 Street, Apt #1, Sexual Battery, 08-45187

The nine year old victim advised the ER doctor of several sexual batteries which occurred over the last several months.  The suspects are known associates of the household.  The investigation is continuing. 
ISD: This case was assigned to a detective. The detective has interviewed the parties involved in this case and is currently working in conjunction with the State Attorney’s Office. This case is pending further investigation. 

11/03/08, 313 NW 7 Street, Arson / Mentally Ill Person, 08-45206

The victim’s vehicle was found engulfed in flames.  The victim’s wife admitted to starting the fire.  The wife was determined to be mentally unstable.  The wife was transported to Memorial Hospital for 
observation.

ISD: This case was assigned to a detective. The detective conducted interviews and a suspect was identified in this case. The detective determined probable cause for an arrest; however, the victims refused to press charges and signed waivers of prosecution. This case is closed.

11/08/08, 700 Old Federal Highway, Robbery by Sudden Snatching, 08-46116

The victim and suspect were involved in a physical altercation, during which the suspect grabbed her gold chain from her neck. The victim received minor injuries.

ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who met with the victim to identify the suspect.  The detective is currently following up leads to identify the suspect.  This case is pending further investigation. 

11/09/08, 115 NW 3rd Street, #7, Sexual Battery/Child Molestation, 08-46215

The four year old victim was taken to the hospital complaining of pain.  The victim stated the suspect was the victim’s father. The investigation is continuing.

ISD:  A detective responded to the scene to assist with the investigation.  The detective obtained statements from the witnesses and victim.  The detective is working in conjunction with the State Attorney’s Office. This case is pending further investigation.

11/10/08, 717 NE 10 Street, Structure Fire, 08-46285

Officers responded to the location and found the building on fire.  Hallandale Beach and BSO Fire Departments responded and extinguished the blaze.  The Red Cross provided lodging for the residents.  One resident sustained smoke inhalation and was transported to the hospital.
ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who assisted the fire department with the investigation.  The fire was started by an errant cigarette that the victim thought was extinguished.  The fire department classified the incident as an accidental fire.  This case is closed.
11/14/08, 714 SW 7 Street, Canine Shooting, 08-46957

While investigating a narcotics complaint, an officer was charged by a pit bull dog.  Fearing for his safety, the officer was forced to shoot the animal.  The owner of the dog took him to an animal hospital.  
11/14/08, 800 NE 10 Avenue, Loitering & Prowling, 08-46978

Officers found the suspects in the stated area with burglary tools, false identification, and items that appeared to be stolen.  Officers took the suspects into custody.

ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective to determine if the suspects would face additional charges.  The detective determined there were no additional charges; therefore, this case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office.
11/19/08, 2551 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Robbery by Sudden Snatching , 08-47590
As the victim walked toward the store, an unknown suspect approached from behind on a motorcycle and grabbed her purse.  The suspect then fled.  The victim was not injured.
ISD: This case was assigned to a detective. The detective is in the process of locating video of the incident. The detective is also pursuing leads that have been developed. This case is pending further investigation.
11/24/08, 700 NE 5 Street, Robbery, 08-48361

The victim was walking when approached by the three suspects.  The suspects began to strike the victim, knocking him to the ground.   The suspects removed the victim’s wallet and fled the area.  Officers tracked the suspects, utilizing K9, and took them into custody.

ISD: This case was assigned to a detective. The detective was called out to the scene and obtained statements from the victim and witnesses. During the investigation, suspects were developed, taken into custody and charged with robbery. The detective obtained confessions from the suspects. This case is in the process of being completed and will be sent to the State Attorney’s Office.
11/25/08, 233 NW 8 Avenue, Apt# 208, Child Molestation, 08-48487

The victims (ages 8 and 9) both stated to a counselor they observed the other making inappropriate contact with their father in the shower.  When asked further questions, the victims refused to answer.  The investigation is continuing.

ISD: This case was assigned to a detective. The detective has interviewed the victims and the suspect involved in this case. The detective is working in conjunction with the State Attorney’s Office. This case is pending further investigation. 
11/27/08, 112 SW.7th Avenue, Burglary/Battery Domestic,  08-48679

The suspect forced his way into the residence through a window.  Once inside, he attacked the victims.  Upon police arrival, the suspect was taken into custody.  

ISD: This case has been assigned to a detective. At the scene, the victim refused to give a taped statement. The detective is attempting to obtain a sworn taped statement from the victim prior to sending the case to the State Attorney’s Office. This case is pending further investigation.

11/28/08, 3140 South Ocean Drive, #404, Burglary/Elderly Exploitation, 08-48808

The suspect, posing as working for the water department, gained entry into the residence to check the water.  Once inside, the suspect had the victim remove her jewelry to be cleaned.  The suspect fled taking approximately $30,000.00 worth of jewelry with him.

ISD: This case has been assigned to a detective and is pending further investigation.

11/29/08, 1011 NW 8 Avenue, Chevron, Strong Arm Robbery, 08-48929

The victim was paying for his transaction when the suspect grabbed his wallet, knocking him to the ground.  The suspect fled on foot.  The victim was treated on scene for minor injuries.

ISD: This case been assigned to a detective and is pending further investigation.

11/30/08, 712 SW 4 Court, Deceased Infant, 08-49026

The mother came into the room and found the victim, a 2 month old child, not breathing.  Hallandale Beach Rescue responded and pronounced the child deceased.  The investigation is continuing.

ISD: This case has been assigned to a detective. At this time there is no indication of foul play; however, this case is pending further investigation. 
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – SELECTIVE ENFORCEMENT TEAM (SET) – UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

The Selective Enforcement Team (S.E.T.) was contacted by a citizen regarding possible illegal narcotic activity occurring at 128 SW 7 Terrace. The S.E.T responded to the location and conducted surveillance in order to combat the problem.  During this operation, the S.E.T. observed several people drinking and smoking what appeared to be marijuana in front of the location.  Contact was made with the suspects, resulting in four arrests; one for possession of several xanax pills and alcoholic beverage violations (08-47549).  I spoke with the concerned citizen, who advised the illegal activity significantly decreased, as a result of our enforcement, and was thankful for our response.
Due to recent burglary attempts (Guitar Center) and the holiday season, the S.E.T. concentrated a bulk of their time on surveillance in efforts to thwart criminal activity.  Starting 11/23/08, the SET and BSO began proactively patrolling the corridor areas in the City of Hallandale Beach and District One.

NOVEMBER STATS:   Thirteen Arrests (7 Felonies and 6 Misdemeanors); Narcotics Confiscated: 5.5 Grams Crack Cocaine ($120.00), 2 Grams Powder Cocaine ($60.00), 13 Grams Marijuana ($130.00), 19.5 Xanax Pills ($100.00).  
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – Vice, Intelligence, and Narcotics Unit (V.I.N.)

The V.I.N. Unit continues to work a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA). 

The V.I.N. Detectives in concert with D.E.A. and the Aventura police department S.E.T. Team have been working a joint operation to combat narcotic traffickers, who have been operating their illegal activities within the City of Hallandale Beach and the City of Aventura.  Because of this joint operation, three suspects were placed under arrest for trafficking in narcotics.  Approximately 48.7 grams of crack cocaine was confiscated, with an approximate street value of $1,600.00.  

The V.I.N. Detectives, assisted by road patrol Officer James, along with members of the Aventura S.E.T. Team and members of the Lauderhill Police Department S.E.T. Team conducted a solicitation of prostitution sting in the City of Hallandale Beach.  This operation resulted in the arrest of seven suspects, six of whom were attempting to solicit prostitutes and one suspect for obstructing.
Additionally, the V.I.N. Detective assigned to the Broward Sheriff’s Office Money Laundering Task force, participated in the seizure of approximately $1,200,000.00 in U.S. currency.

DEPARTMENTAL VACANCIES

The Police Department had the following vacancies through the month of October: (1) Community Service Aide, (13) Police Officers, (1) Civilian Training Coordinator, (2) Part Time AOA’s, and (2) Part-time Police Officers.
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
