Weed & Seed Monthly Report – November, 2008
In the month of November, Officer Martin Jackson III and PIO Andrew Casper met with Derrick Wallace, the property owner of 530 Foster Road and conducted a CEPTED survey of his convenient store. 

Officer Jackson and DPW installed twelve (12) “Dog Waste” signs throughout the “Palms.”  These signs were placed in areas that our residents felt were areas of concern.  In addition, the Key Club and the Kiwanis conducted a street clean up of the 500 block to the 900 block of Foster Road.   
The Special Operations Division continues to combat drug trafficking in the Palms.  During the month of November, forty-six (46) adults were arrested in the Palms, twenty-one (21) of which were drug arrests. Also four (4) juvenile were arrested in the Palms, none were drug related.  

Major Cowley and Officer Jackson met with Danny Felton, the property owner of 701 NW 7 Avenue, to assist him with reducing criminal active around his property.  As a result of the meeting, Officer Jackson will work with Special Operations Division to conduct narcotic sweeps around Felton’s property.  Officer Jackson will also have DPW install several “Crime Stopper” signs on Felton’s property.     

During November, Officer Vera and Scarpati continued conducting truancy sweeps throughout the city every morning. They are also working with the local schools and parents to address truancy issues
