The Department of Public Works, Utilities & Engineering significant activities for the month of November are summarized below:


1)  Staff received confirmation that the Department of Community Affairs and the South 

Florida Water Management District had approved the City’s Water Supply Facilities Work Plan, which emphasizes the City’s emphasis on water conservation.  This determination ensures the City will not be required to implement a $50 million dollar capital improvement program for Reverse Osmosis Treatment.
2)  Staff met with Deputy Director of South Florida Water Management District and 

obtained preliminary approval to move forward with City’s plans to investigate construction of water production wells west of the City Limits.

3)  Construction Division staff completed installation of Holiday Lights and participated, 

along with Parks and Recreation Department, in the Holiday Lighting Ceremony on November 15.
4)  Engineering Division oversaw completion of the 33rd Year CDBG project, 

 which entails drainage, street and sidewalk improvements in the Southwest Quadrant.  

 5) Engineering Division began the master planning process for the Tennis Center.  The 


Division also began drainage improvement planning for the Schaffer Canal.  
6) The Sanitation Division successfully implemented its annual Yardwaste Collection Sweep. 
7) Engineering Division oversaw continuing construction on NW/SW 8th Avenue Intersection Improvement project.  Most notably, drilling for the mast arm installation began.  
8) Engineering Division oversaw installation of striping and signage for on-street parking.
9)  Landscaping Division completed planting of landscaping at Golden Isles Drive. The Division also completed backfilling medians on Layne Blvd., installation of Pembroke Road median landscaping and replanting of landscaping at City’s entrance sign on Hallandale Beach Blvd.

10) Landscaping Division gave away 31 trees to community members as a part of its residential street tree program.
11)  Wastewater Division continues its efforts to reduce inflow and infiltration (I/I) into the system.  The reduction in I/I reported this month is estimated to save the City over $100,000 over a one-year period.  Division also organized to implement the coating of wet well at Egret Drive Lift Station in January 2009.

12) Staff reviewed bids for bridge rehabilitation and submitted agenda item to award the 



project to the lowest responsive responsible bidder.
13) Water Plant Maintenance Division refurbished the north slaker.  The division also 

     cleaned Water Treatment Unit #3. 

The Department has a number of other projects either underway or being planned, in addition to the many ongoing maintenance and services rendered.
