Development Review Committee (DRC): 
On November 6th, 2008, the Development Review Committee considered the following projects:

1. (1st Review) - Application #08-39-DB for JOEM Offices by Joem Investments, LLC.  Proposed 4-story, 10,539 square foot office building located at 629-633 W. Hallandale Beach Blvd. They are currently in the review process.

(2nd Review) - Application #08-51-DR by PC USA/Zohar Pinhasi.  Proposed 3958 sq ft addition to an existing shopping center and an entire façade renovation for the building located at 700-710 S. Dixie Highway.  They are currently in the final stages of the review process.
Planning and Zoning Board Actions:
The Planning and Zoning Board held a public hearing on November 20, 2008 to consider the following:

I. Application #08-73-V by Warsowe Holdings II, LLC requesting a variance from Section 32-384(a)(1) requiring all single-family homes to maintain 50 percent landscaped area on-site, in order to provide a 39% landscaped area at the property located at 619 Layne Boulevard.

The Board recommended approval of a minimum of 42% landscaped area requirement at the property. Majority vote (4-2) for approval (Butler and Natelson- No)

II.  Application #08-86-V by Mary Chen requesting a variance from Section 32-605(d)(1)(a) to erect three (3) wall signs identifying an establishment with no direct access from outdoors for a medical office use located at 410 East Hallandale Beach Blvd.


The Board recommended approval to allow no more than 80 square feet of additional signage identifying an establishment with no direct access from outdoors. Majority vote (6-0) for approval.
III. Application #08-81-TC, an Ordinance of the City of Hallandale Beach, FL to amend the Comprehensive Plan by adopting the Evaluation and Appraisal Report (EAR)-Based Amendments; providing for the transmittal of the City’s EAR-Based Amendments pursuant to Chapter 163, Florida Statutes, as amended; providing for conflict; providing for severability; providing an effective date.
The Board recommended approval (5-0)
