Recreation Program Highlights 

-
November 4th was a busy election day at the Cultural Center, Ingalls Park and Johnson Park.  Total voters for each facility:  Cultural Center 2,810; Ingalls Park 2,864; and Johnson Park 2,508.

A van load of teens visited the University of Miami for their monthly college tour on November 4th.  The school was very welcoming and answered a lot of questions the kids had for them.

The Veterans Day Ceremony was held on Tuesday, November 11th.  The day began with the Placement of Flags at the Hallandale Beach Cemetery.  A time to socialize and enjoy some refreshments followed at the Cultural Community Center at 10:00am.
