Applications #90-08-CU and #92-08-V by Elliot Kels for A-1 Florist and Gifts for a Conditional Use Permit and a Variance to operate a hall for hire at the property located at 103 NE 3rd Street. 


PURPOSE:

The City Commission approve the above applications in order to operate a flower shop, party supply and hall for hire closer than 300 feet to a residentially zoned use or property. 

BACKGROUND:

Elliot Kels, property owner is applying for the conditional use permit and variance on behalf of the proposed tenant, Yvonne Rella owner of A-1 Florist and Gifts. Ms. Rella is proposing to expand her flower shop operations to include rental party supplies and event facility for weddings, showers, banquets, etc. at the property located at 103 NE 3rd Street. 

The applications were presented to the Planning and Zoning Board at their December 10, 2008 meeting. The Board recommended approval of the applications by a majority vote of 7-0 subject to staff’s conditions.   

DISCUSSION
The subject property is located in the Business Limited (B-L) District as well as the Fashion Row Overlay District. Under the B-L District a hall for hire is conditionally permitted provided that it is located no closer than 300 feet from a residentially zoned property or use. The proposed business would be located only 133 feet from the property line of residentially zoned property. Thus, a variance is also being requested. For a complete technical analysis of the applications and the property, please refer to the attached Planning and Zoning Staff Report. 

RECOMMENDATION: 

The City Commission approve applications #90-08-CU and #92-08-V to permit a hall for hire at the property located at 103 NE 3rd Street subject to the conditions listed in the Planning and Zoning Staff Report.
