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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

12/01/08, 2801 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard. Illegal Immigrant Landing, 08-49145

Five Cuban nationals were located on City beach.  According to the Cuban nationals, they departed via boat from Havana, Cuba on 11/30/08 and were dropped off on the beach.  All appeared in good health and were turned over to Immigration officials.

12/03/08, 700 NW 1 Court, Kidnapping/Robbery, 08-49480

The victim was abducted at gunpoint while waiting at a bus stop.  The suspects beat the victim with a handgun and took his cash, cell phone, and necklace.  The suspects then released the victim in the NW section of the City.  The victim was transported to Memorial Hospital for treatment. 
ISD: This case was assigned to a detective; however the victim has been uncooperative with this investigation.  At this time, there is evidence that indicates this incident never occurred; however, the investigation continues in order to absolutely confirm what the evidence is indicating.  The case is pending further investigation. 

12/03/08, 301 Golden Isles Drive, #402, Burglary/Battery, 08-49556

The suspects went to the victim’s apartment where they forced entry.  Once inside, they began to batter the victim and threatened the victim with a sword.  The suspects were identified and taken into custody.  There were only minor injuries to the victim.
ISD: A detective responded to the scene to assist in the investigation.  Sworn taped statements were obtained from the victims and suspects. The suspects were positively identified by the victims via photo line-ups.  This investigation is now complete and has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.
12/07/08, 101 Ansin Boulevard. Sexual Battery, 08-50124

The victim reported the suspect sexually battered her against her will.  The suspect is known to the victim.  The event was reported after a delay, as the victim was fearful of repercussions.
ISD: This case was assigned to a detective; however, the victim has been uncooperative with the investigation.  The victim has not shown up for three scheduled interviews.  The victim has stated that she is considering not pursuing the case.  Another appointment has been set; therefore, the case is pending further investigation.
12/09/08, 1733 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard.  Suicide, 08-50382

The victim was depressed over financial hardships and took his own life with a handgun.  A suicide note was recovered at the scene. 
ISD: A detective responded to the scene to assist in the investigation.  There were no signs of foul play.  The Broward County Medical Examiner has ruled that the manner of death was a self-inflicted gun shot and the cause of death was ruled a suicide.  This case is closed.

12/10/08, 201 West Hallandale Beach Boulevard. Burglary Conveyance/Grand Theft.  08-50597

The victims stopped to change a flat tire and while doing so, two suspects approached and offered to help.  The victims declined the help.  Moments later, the victims noticed two bags containing a large amount of gold missing. 

ISD: This case has been assigned to a detective.  The detective has met with and further interviewed the victims.  At this time, the detective is pursuing possible leads in the case. This case is pending further investigation.
12/11/08, 801 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Counterfeit Currency, 08-50684

An employee of the victim attempted to deposit currency into a business account when it was determined the bills (23 one hundred dollar bills) were counterfeit.  The victim received the currency from a customer.  U.S. Secret Service responded and took possession of the currency.

ISD: A detective responded to the scene to assist in the investigation.  The United States Secret Service also responded and ultimately took possession of the currency to further their investigation. 
12/13/08, 409 Gulfstream Lane. Stabbing, 08-50928

The suspect and victim engaged in a verbal argument, which escalated when the victim punched the suspect.  The suspect went to his trailer and retrieved a knife then returned and stabbed the victim in the abdomen.   The suspect was taken into custody and the victim was transported to Memorial Hospital for treatment.  The injury was not life threatening. 

ISD: A detective responded to the scene to assist in the investigation.  The detective obtained sworn taped statements from witnesses and obtained a taped confession from the suspect.  The case is complete and has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.

12/13/08, 20 NW 9 Street #4, Home Invasion Robbery, 08-51045

The suspects forced their way into the victim’s home and threatened the victim with a baseball bat.  The suspects took the victim’s computer and television.  
ISD: The victim and witness in this case were uncooperative and advised this incident was drug related over a debt.  The victim signed a waiver of prosecution at the scene wishing to no longer pursue this matter.  Having no cooperation from the victim and witness, this case is closed.

12/13/08, 851 Three Islands Boulevard. #319, Home Invasion Robbery,  08-51055

The victim opened her door and the suspect sprayed an unknown liquid in her face.  The suspect then put the victim in the dining room.  The suspect removed cash from the residence and fled.  The victim had no injuries.

ISD: This case was assigned to a detective who met with the victim to obtain further information.  The victim is unsure when the incident occurred.  There is no surveillance video because the cameras were inoperable.  There were no witnesses and the victim advised she cannot identify the suspects in any manner.  Having no further leads to pursue, this case is closed.
12/15/08, 470G Ansin Boulevard.  Burglary Conveyance, 08-51222

Officers observed the suspects around several business vehicles acting in a suspicious manner.  The suspects were detained and the investigation revealed the suspects burglarized three vehicles.  The suspects were taken into custody.

ISD: This case was assigned to a detective.  The detective met with the complainant/victim and obtained a signed felony affidavit of complaint.  This case is now complete and has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.
12/29/08, 936 NW 10 Street.  Aggravated Battery w/Firearm, 08-53140

The victim was arguing with her boyfriend, the suspect.  The argument escalated and the victim slapped the suspect.  The suspect retrieved a handgun and shot the victim.  The victim was transported to the hospital and is expected to survive.  The suspect was taken into custody.

ISD: A detective responded to the scene to assist in the investigation.  The detective obtained a taped confession from the suspect.  The weapon involved in this case was recovered.  The victim gave the detective a sworn taped statement as well.  This case is pending further investigation and then will be sent to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution. 

NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – SELECTIVE ENFORCEMENT TEAM (SET) – UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

The Selective Enforcement Team participated in Operation Shining Shield, which included the following agencies for the month of December: BSO, West Park/Pembroke Park, Dania Beach and Hollywood Police.  The operation was a no tolerance policing effort targeting selective problem locations throughout the listed jurisdictions.  Along with this operation, BSO (District One) and the Hallandale Beach S.E.T. joined together in order to target the corridor areas in the following cities: Hallandale Beach, Pembroke Park and West Park. This proactive and high profile type policing resulted in ZERO corridor business robberies in the City of Hallandale Beach during the entire month of December.  The no tolerance policing also produced over fifty arrests between BSO and the S.E.T. 
On 11/29/08, a violent strong arm robbery occurred at the Chevron Gas Station on Pembroke Road.  The suspect was identified by a witness at the gas station and later picked out of a photo line up by the victim in the early month of December.  A probable cause affidavit was completed for his arrest, yet 
the violent robbery suspect had no known address and was known to be homeless at the time.  The S.E.T. members were familiar with the suspect and approximately five hours later, Officer Key observed the suspect.  Upon detaining the suspect, it was apparent he had changed his appearance and he was attempting to utilize a different name.  Due to Officer Key’s past contacts, the suspect eventually admitted his true identity and was arrested.
The S.E.T received a quality of life complaint reference a house located at 625 NW 4 Avenue.  The house has major structural damage caused from a fire and is currently vacant.  The complainant advised illegal narcotic activity was occurring at the listed location.  The S.E.T. targeted the location and made three arrests, one for narcotics.  All persons on scene were issued verbal trespass warnings.  Code Enforcement was also notified of the property, reference boarding the open entries (08-52342).
DECEMBER STATS:  Thirty-Four Arrests: 15 Felonies and 19 Misdemeanors; Narcotics Confiscated: 11 Grams Crack Cocaine ($440.00), 1(One) Gram Powder Cocaine ($40.00), 49 Grams Marijuana ($540.00), $210.00 in illegal confiscated drug money.  
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – Vice, Intelligence, and Narcotics Unit (V.I.N.)

The V.I.N. Unit continues to work a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA). 

The V.I.N. Detectives, assisted by the Aventura Police Department S.E.T. Team, conducted an investigation into an individual narcotic trafficker who has been operating his illegal activities within the City of Hallandale Beach.  This investigation resulted in the arrest of the suspect, who was subsequently charged with trafficking in heroin.  Approximately 29 grams of heroin was confiscated, with an approximate street value of $1,520.00.
