RESOLUTION NO. 2009-

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, ADOPTING THE CITYWIDE MASTER PLAN AND IMPLEMENTATION STRATEGY


WHEREAS, the City Commission determined it would be beneficial to the community to engage a consultant to evaluate overall City development and develop a Citywide Master Plan; and 

WHEREAS, the Citywide Master Plan was to evaluate current plans, overlay districts and demographic, desired development patterns, and improve housing, transit and transportation improvements; and 

WHEREAS, on July 18, 2007, the City Commission commissioned the firm EDAW, Inc., to prepare a Citywide Master Plan and Implementation Strategy; and 

WHEREAS, various groups and community wide meetings and forums with stakeholders were held, facilitated by EDAW, to obtain the input from City residents and groups including religious, residential, community, City Boards and Committees and commercial and civic; and 

WHEREAS, the findings from the community input were presented to the City Commission and the public on February 27, 2008 and June 3rd, 2008 at community workshops; and 

WHEREAS, on January 28, 2009, the Planning and Zoning Board recommended approval of the Citywide Master Plan and Implementation Strategy; and


WHEREAS, over 15 Public meetings were held and various other means of input were received from residents and stakeholders in the development of the Citywide Master Plan; and

WHEREAS,
the Citywide Master Plan will serve as a guide for development and public realm enhancement, encourage economic growth; achieve a pedestrian oriented and vibrant environment while enhancing community character and a sense of place.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA:


SECTION 1:
 The Citywide Master Plan and Implementation Strategy hereby attached as Exhibit A, is hereby adopted by the City of Hallandale Beach, Florida.

SECTION 2:
 The City will initiate all necessary land use, planning and zoning amendments for the implementation of the adopted Citywide Master Plan.

SECTION 3:  This Resolution shall take effect immediately after adoption.
