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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

01/04/09, 903 SW 9 Avenue, Assist Other Agency, CPIS, 09-496

While investigating a domestic battery, officers discovered unhealthy living conditions at the listed residence. C.P.I.S. was called to evaluate the home. C.P.I.S. subsequently removed the children from the residence for health reasons.

ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective.  The detective worked closely with the C.P.I.S. investigator and determined that it would be in the best interest of the children if they were kept in the custody and care of the state.  The detective and C.P.I.S. investigator have been working with the family to have them clean their residence in order to get their children back.  The detective has completed the investigation and the suspect was charged accordingly. This case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office.

During ongoing altercations between the victim and suspect, the suspect pointed a handgun at the victim while stating he was going to kill the victim.  The suspect was taken into custody.

ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who obtained sworn taped statements from the victim and witnesses.  During the course of the detective’s investigation he was able to locate the firearm used in said incident.  The detective has completed the investigation and the case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office. 

01/12/09, 300 NW 3 Court, Child Abuse, 09-1721

The suspect intentionally kicked a baby stroller containing an 8 week old victim, causing the baby to fall out of the stroller.  The victim was transported to Memorial Hospital as a precaution.  The suspect was taken into custody.

ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective.  The detective attempted to make contact with the witness in order to obtain a taped statement; however the witness is uncooperative.  The infant was not injured.  The detective has completed the investigation and the case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office.
01/12/09, 718 NE 3 Street, Disturbance / Weapons Violation, 09-1798

The suspect was observed displaying a rifle in public.  The investigation revealed the suspect was a convicted felon and was in possession of four firearms.  The weapons were placed into evidence and the suspect was taken into custody.

ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who obtained the serial numbers from the firearms and conducted an Alcohol Tobacco & Firearms (ATF) trace on firearms.  The firearms were not reported stolen.  The detective has completed the investigation and the case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office.

01/16/09, 842 SW 9 Street, Burglary/ Loitering and Prowling, 09-2364

Officers observed the suspect on the property.  When confronted, the suspect dropped several items of property and fled.  Officers set a perimeter and conducted a search and the suspect was found hiding under a tarp several houses away and taken into custody.

ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who obtained signed affidavits.  The detective has completed the investigation and the case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office. 

01/18/09, 2551 East Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Wal Mart, Strong Arm Robbery/Grand Theft, 09-2717

The suspect was stopped by store employees for theft.  The suspect became violent striking several employees as he made his escape.  Officers found the suspect and took him into custody.  All injuries were minor.

ISD:  The detective met with the victim and witnesses with regard to obtaining sworn statements.  The detective was able to obtain a copy of surveillance video which captured the suspect leaving with the item.  The detective has completed the investigation and the case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office.

Officers investigated a complaint of prostitution at a massage establishment and found they were servicing clients with sexual services.  The business was forced to close by Code Enforcement and the P.D.

The suspect entered the residence and was confronted by the owner/victim.  The suspect took jewelry and cash from the victim and fled.  The area was searched with negative results. 

ISD:  This case has been assigned to a detective who has met with the victim in order to develop leads and a possible suspect.  This case is pending further investigation.

The driver accelerated the vehicle while attempting to park and drove through the front of the store striking several shoppers.  Four people were transported to the hospital, one in critical condition.

The suspect was detained by store employees for the theft of items.  When confronted, the suspect struck an employee with her handbag.  The stolen items were recovered and the suspect was taken into custody.

ISD:  This case has been assigned to a detective who has met with the victim in order to obtain a sworn statement.  The detective has included the victim’s sworn taped statement and documentation of the stolen items.  The detective has completed the investigation and the case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office.

ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who obtained a sworn taped statement from the victim.  The victim’s property was returned to her.  The detective has completed the investigation and the case has forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office.

Officers responded to the burglary of a vehicle.  Officers observed and detained the suspect in the area of the burglary.  Once positive identification was made, the suspect was taken into custody.

ISD: This case was assigned to a detective who obtained signed affidavits.  The detective has completed the investigation and the case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office. 

NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – SELECTIVE ENFORCEMENT TEAM (SET) – UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

The SET received a quality of life complaint reference a house located at 206 SE 9th Court. The complainant advised illegal narcotic and prostitution activity was occurring at the listed location.  The 
SET targeted the location and arrested a black male for violation of probation (Possession of Cocaine). The suspect was believed to be distributing narcotics from the location along with a black female named China.  Shortly after the arrest and making several contacts with potential suspects leaving the target location, the black female moved out of the location. No further complaints have been made. (09-3100)

NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – Vice, Intelligence, and Narcotics Unit (V.I.N.)

The V.I.N. Unit continues to work a joint investigation with the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA). 

The V.I.N. Detectives assisted the Aventura Police Department’s SET, during several operations regarding narcotic suspects with a direct nexus to the city of Hallandale Beach.  These operations resulted in the arrest of several narcotic suspects and the confiscation of copious amounts of illicit narcotics. 

The V.I.N. Detectives are currently working a joint operation with the Florida Alcohol, Beverage and Tobacco Agency (ABT).

The V.I.N. Detectives are currently working several operations within the city of Hallandale Beach in an effort to combat massage parlors conducting prostitution activity.  These operations have resulted in the arrest of six suspects charged with soliciting prostitution.

The V.I.N. Detectives have also conducted several operations within the city of Hallandale Beach in an effort to combat illicit narcotic activity.  These operations resulted in the arrest of one suspect charged with delivery of a counterfeit controlled substance, one suspect charged with trafficking in Oxycodone pills, and one suspect charged with an active warrant for narcotics.  These operations resulted in the confiscation of 2 grams of cannabis, valued at $5.00 and 15.4 grams of Oxycodone pills valued at $930.00.
