The Department of Utilities & Engineering significant activities for the month of January are summarized below:

1) Wastewater Division successfully and expeditiously responded to the failure of the 14” wastewater forcemain on Hallandale Beach Boulevard.  In addition to repairing the forcemain, the Division oversaw the cleanup and road restoration.  Following the event, staff coordinated with the environmental regulatory departments of Broward County and the State of Florida as required. 
2) Wastewater Division completed rehabilitation of Egret Drive lift station.  The Division also worked with contractor to replace a 45’ section of pipe adjacent to the station. 
3) Engineering Division has completed the Bid documents for the City Marina Project.  The Division also completed design of miscellaneous water distribution system upgrades.
4)  Commission approved the award for Continuing Consultant Services pertaining to engineering and development. 
5) Staff joined the Commission to receive a SIP Grant presentation from the South Florida Water Management District.
6) Staff oversaw the substantial completion of the SW/NW 8th Avenue and Hallandale Beach Blvd. Intersection Improvements. Underground conduit and wiring installation is complete, sidewalks have been poured and completion of project is anticipated in early February.
7) Bridge Rehabilitation construction began on February 2.
8) Staff participated in the first meeting of the Ad Hoc Parking Committee on January 27.
9) The Water Distribution Division continued replacement of and retrofitting of fire hydrants.

10) Engineering Division has a number of projects under design, including the 

 following:

· Ansin Blvd. Storage

· Curci House/Moffitt House Site Improvements

· 34th Year CDBG

· Federal Highway Uplighting

11) Water Production Division assisted with water sampling following the 

  wastewater spill.  The Division also worked with the Water Plant Maintenance 

  Division to complete deep well integrity testing.
12) Water Plant Maintenance Division prepared for and assisted in the cleaning of 

      Membrane Skid #2.
The Department has a number of other projects either underway or being planned, in addition to the many ongoing maintenance and services rendered.
