Major Initiative Summary

Thirty eight employees participated in the Employee PC purchase program this fiscal year purchasing computer equipment with funds loaned by the City that is repaid through payroll deduction.
The Police PocketCop system was implemented allowing officers assigned Blackberries to access FDLE records (for ID checks, etc.) while on patrol (foot or car).

Service requests resolved in less than 20 minutes are not individually tracked but are estimated to number over 300 monthly.
Please note: The drop in service requests opened and closed for the months of November and December are due to increased IT and City staff vacations.
I) Computerization Activities
a) Two laptops were purchased and installed this fiscal year.

II) HTE System

· DMS.NET: HTE released a new version of the Document Management System (DMS) used to generate most documents from the HTE system.  The upgrade utilizes Microsoft’s .NET software (making the application more stable and faster).  Staff implemented this upgrade on 1/31/09.

· HTE service pack: HTE delivered the quarterly software update (release 6.2.04) that staff installed on 1/24/09.  This new update is needed for the Naviline system.

· Naviline: This is a windows-based system for HTE that is easier to use and will help users become more productive, reducing training time for new employees, and reducing software maintenance costs.  The software will be installed the first week of February with City staff training to be completed by the end of February.  Staff expects to complete the implementation of this system by March 31, 2009.

· Kronos upgrade: Kronos is the time accounting system used by Public Works and Parks & Rec.  Staff installed the annual software release on 1/17/09.

· Electronic purchase orders: This will allow the printing of purchase orders on a common network laser printer and the emailing of PO’s to vendors.  The intent is to speed up the PO issuance process and reduce the cost of generating purchase orders.  Benefits include eliminating the need for 5-part special forms, printing any hardcopy PO’s on a laser printer, reducing the labor required to produce a PO, emailing PO’s to vendors where possible (eliminating the postage and processing cost), retaining PO image in the document imaging system to eliminate the cost and effort of three departments to store paper copies.  A new system printer has been installed to support this new process.

III) Computer Networks
· Telecommuting: I.T. has connected 76 City employees (allowing them to access email, AS400, etc. from home or other remote locations) and 4 vendors (for technical support) to the City’s Virtual Private Network (VPN).  Police make up over half of the City users, primarily being used by officers in the field to access law enforcement databases (for identity checks, wants & warrants, etc.).  Other organizations have found this a very useful tool during and after hurricane and other emergency events.

IV) Police
· Police field reporting upgrade: the newest release of this HTE software that allows officers in their cruisers to view more information from the Crimes system (ex. ability to pull up all police reports related to a crime scene location).  Deployment of this new release (which will also be installed with a new release of the Motorola communication software (i.e. combining the update effort) was delayed due to a technical problem that has since been resolved.  Staff have installed the software into 50 Police MDT’s with 5 remaining.  Staff expects to complete this project by 2/28/09.

· Police BioKey PocketCop: police is partnering with Aventura to deploy the PocketCop system that will allow officers with Blackberries to access FDLE records while on patrol (foot or car).  Hallandale Beach will host the computer service that supports the communication with FDLE.  The service has been implemented and Police have received the updated Blackberries.

· Daily Activity Log: IT has developed a new process that automates the road patrol officer activity log.  Police is reviewing the system for any additional changes.

V) Fire

a) SunPro Fire Prevention system: IT is migrating data from the HTE system to the County’s SunPro system (the consolidation will make it easier for Fire to administer the data).

VI) Finance
· Printing of utility bills: Finance has received approval to bring the printing of utility bills in-house.  The intent is to reduce the cost to generate utility bills.  IT has received the equipment and staff is working with the vendor to interface the data to the printer.  The vendor has run into some programming issues delaying the completion of this project. Staff expects to implement this new process by the end of February.

· Beach parks parking meters: IT is assisting Finance in upgrading the parking meters to become PCI compliant and minimize the communications cost for credit card authorization by using the city’s network to access the Internet.  Finance notified IT to temporarily delay the implementation.

VII) Document Imaging
Scanners have been deployed to city departments to help efficiently incorporate the scanning of documents into their workflow.
· General services: IT is working with General Services to put PO images onto Optiview.  This will eliminate the printing and paper filing of PO’s.

HTE utilization review: HTE consultants reviewed and evaluated how well the HTE system is being utilized.  The consultants met with city staff from most departments to ensure the city is getting full value out of the HTE system.  HTE delivered their report and it was distributed to all department directors for their review.  Staff is analyzing the report to determine how to implement its recommendations.

Staff continues to review website access statistics for opportunities to improve visitor access to city information.

X) Other I.T. initiatives & information:

a) Employee Purchase Program: This program allows qualified employees to purchase a computer with up to a $1,000 loan from the City (repaid through payroll deductions over a one or two year period).  The program was opened in November and all available funding was expended by 1/31/09.  Thirty eight employees participated this fiscal year.

b) Antivirus & software patch update: IT is implementing a major upgrade to the antivirus and Microsoft software on all city desktop computers.  The updates are being pushed out through the network and are the best defense against computer viruses and hackers.  Staff expects to complete this work by 2/28/09.

c) ATT telecommunications contract rate renegotiation: staff has negotiated reduced rates that ATT charges for the main telephone circuit to City Hall and DPW, and for the Internet communication line.  Savings will be used to offset the cost of an additional Internet communications line for DPW to both handle the Internet service for their users and to be a backup for the City Hall line in an emergency (to support the Emergency Operations Center at DPW).  The sales agreement is awaiting final signatures and staff expects this to be complete by the end of February.

d) WAM (Waste Accounting Management): This WAM-Hauler system speeds up the process of logging and dispatching sanitation drivers (to improve employee productivity and in the management of waste hauling).  DPW staff requested an additional field be downloaded into the master file.  The database needed to be updated and reloaded to the system.  Staff expects this project to be completed by 2/28/09.

e) City Hall Building surveillance system: The vendor has completed the installation of cameras and recording equipment at the City Hall complex, all Fire stations, and North Beach Park.  Cameras are now being installed at other park locations. Cameras can now be accessed remotely by authorized users through VPN.

f) Interlocal Agreement with Broward County: IT worked with Hallandale Beach Police and Fire to document the services and expectations of support from Broward County.  The intent of this effort is to ensure adequate support for Broward County supplied systems.  Fire is working with Broward County and other municipalities to gain acceptance of the agreement.  Fire submitted the agreement to the City Commission for consideration.

g) Lien processing: The City Clerk is making the lien search process available from the Internet.  IT is working with the vendor to assist with configuration issues and upload the lien data, as well as consolidate lien administration on the HTE system.  The City Clerk review of the lien data showed that some data on the HTE land management file needs to be updated before it can be used by the new lien search system.  The City Clerk is working with Development Services to update the needed data.  IT is developing an edit report to assist Dev Svcs in correcting the land management data.

h) City Geographic Information System (GIS): Broward County has just recently expressed an interest in offering GIS as a service and is developing a service and pricing proposal.  Staff will be presenting a proposal for City Manager consideration on a limited implementation of GIS for the City.
