Consideration of Approval of Submission of a Gang Resistance Education and Training (G.R.E.A.T.) Grant Application to the United States Department of Justice

PURPOSE:   

To request Commission authorization to submit a grant application for a Gang Resistance Education and Training (GREAT) grant to the U.S. Department of Justice.

BACKGROUND:  

The G.R.E.A.T. (Gang Resistance Education and Training) Program is a school based, law enforcement officer-instructed classroom curriculum.  Its primary objective is prevention and is intended as an immunization against delinquency, youth violence, and gang membership.  The G.R.E.A.T. lessons focus on providing life skills to students to help them avoid delinquent behavior and violence to solve problems.  

DISCUSSION:  

Gulfstream Middle School has approximately 400 students enrolled for the 2008/2009 school year and the number is expected to increase since the enrollment at Hallandale Elementary is at 1,200 students.  Gulfstream Middle School is in its fourth year of existence and its second year with a School Resource Officer.  Although some students have received the DARE curriculum when they attended Hallandale Elementary School, there is currently no follow-up program to educate the students about the dangers of gangs and drugs at Gulfstream Middle School.   Hallandale High School has an active Crime Watch Program and the Criminal Justice Career Program, an International Affairs/Business Studies Magnet Program.  With the addition of the G.R.E.A.T. Program, all three school levels will have the opportunity to receive life skills to help them avoid delinquent behavior and violence to solve their problems.

Staff will utilize funding from the G.R.E.A.T. grant to target all students in 6th, 7th, and 8th grades at Gulfstream Middle School.  Our School Resource Officer will be certified through an approved training program to deliver the 13-lesson curriculum to students.  G.R.E.A.T.’s violence prevention/life skills competency curriculum helps students avoid destructive behaviors.

Funding will also be used to institute a summer education and recreation program to continue to build on the school-based program and reinforce the 13-lesson cognitive, social, and self-esteem-building lessons.

Due to the limited amount of time available when staff received information about the grant opportunity and the application deadline of January 14, 2009, staff submitted an electronic grant application online contingent upon City Commission approval at the first available commission meeting date.  Staff requested $23,500 in grant funding for personnel training and time and a summer program, utilizing in-kind services of staff and existing programs as the local match valued at $200,000. 

RECOMMENDATION:  

The City Commission:

1) Authorize the submittal of a Gang Resistance Education and Training (G.R.E.A.T.) Grant Application to the United States Department of Justice; and 

2) If approved, authorize the City Manager to execute the funding agreement and implement the project in the best interest of the City.

PURPOSE:

For the City Commission/CRA Board of Directors to review and approve the FY 2007-2008 Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) Annual Report.

BACKGROUND:

Pursuant to Chapter 163 of the Florida Statutes, the Hallandale Beach Community Redevelopment Agency (CRA) must file a report of the activities for Fiscal Year 2007-2008 (ending September 30, 2008) on or before March 31, 2009. The report is to be provided to the State Auditor General and each of the taxing authorities that contribute to Tax Increment Financing (T.I.F.), which are as follows: City of Hallandale Beach, Broward County, South Broward Hospital District and the Children’s Services Council of Broward County. 

Florida Statutes Chapter 163 requires that the CRA publish a notice in a newspaper of general circulation that the report has been filed with the City and that the report is available for inspection in the City Clerk’s Office.  The notice for publication is set for publication on February 19, 2009 in the Sun Sentinel newspaper as a legal notice.   

DISCUSSION:

Attached for review and approval is the 2007-2008 CRA Annual Report consisting of a narrative and a section entitled “Hallandale Beach CRA Comparison of Agency Goals, Objectives and Policies to the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Annual Program Accomplishments”.  This section is mandated by Broward County Administrative Code.  

It should be noted that a requirement of the C.R.A. Annual Report is to include a copy of the City’s Annual Financial Audit, which is currently being performed by external auditors (McGladry, Pollen & Associates). The Hallandale Beach CRA is a component of the City of Hallandale Beach and is part of the City’s audit. The City’s Annual Financial Audit for Fiscal Year 2007-2008 is being completed and it is anticipated that the March 31st, 2009 submittal date will be satisfied. 

RECOMMENDATION: 

The City Commission/CRA Board of Directors approve the attached Fiscal Year 2007-2008 CRA Annual Report and authorize the City Manager to transmit the report to Broward County, the South Broward Hospital District and the Children Services Council of Broward County.

PURPOSE:

To approve applications # 79-08-CU, #78-08-V, and #23-09-CL by Eduardo and Karla Nunez, Owners, Chapultepec Restaurant for a Conditional Use, Variance, and Nightclub License in order to operate and serve alcohol until 4:00 a.m. on Friday and Saturday nights at the property located at 23 N.W. 2nd Avenue.

BACKGROUND/DISCUSSION:

The applicants are requesting a nightclub license to operate and serve alcohol until 4:00 a.m. on Friday and Saturday nights, pursuant to Section 32-160(c)(4) of the Zoning and Land Development Code, which conditionally permits nightclubs provided they are located at least 300 feet from any residentially zoned property or use. 

The applicants are requesting a variance from the 300 foot requirements as the subject property shares a property line with a residentially used lot; although, the single family home is considered non-conforming as the zoning is Business General. For a complete analysis please see the Planning and Zoning staff report provided as backup. 

The Planning and Zoning Board recommended approval of these applications at the January 28, 2009 meeting with a (6-0) vote, subject to the following conditions:

1. The applicants shall only operate until 4:00 a.m. on Friday and Saturday nights;

2. The applicants shall be required to hire an off-duty detail at the subject property from midnight to closing; 
3. The applicants shall be required to resod the property and install a continuous landscaped hedge around the perimeter of the property; 

4. The applicants shall be required to restripe all parking spaces as necessary; and

5. The applicants shall be required to provide paved access to the 9 parking spaces at the rear of the property and install an underground drainage system if required by the City Engineer.

Adoption of Citywide Master Plan and Implementation Strategy CAD#018/06

PURPOSE

To adopt a Resolution adopting the Citywide Master Plan and Implementation Strategy.

BACKGROUND

In Spring 2007 after undergoing the RFP bidding process, the City contracted EDAW, Inc., to prepare a Citywide Master Plan to guide future public and private development in the City.  

The City’s consultant firm, EDAW Inc., held various community wide forums in order to obtain input from residents and business owners in the community.  In November 2007, EDAW held individual stakeholder meetings which consisted of the following groups: Residential, Religious, Community, City Boards and Committees and Commercial groups.  EDAW also staffed an office at the Hallandale Beach City Hall building to encourage input from residents who were interested in learning about the Master Plan.  A website regarding the Master Plan linked to the City’s website was also set up to afford an opportunity for the public to participate via the website.  On December 2007 and January 2008 community-wide forums were held, facilitated by EDAW, with approximately 250 residents in attendance for both meetings.  

EDAW’s findings from the forums were subsequently presented to the City Commission and the public in a PowerPoint presentation on February 27, 2008 at a community workshop. Additionally, on June 3rd, 2008, the draft Plan was presented to the City Commission.  The findings of the Economic Analysis performed by Economic Research Associates (ERA) for EDAW were also presented to the City Commission and the public during said meeting. To date, approximately fifteen (15) meetings were held with the Community regarding the draft City-Wide Master Plan.

The Planning and Zoning Board at the January 28, 2009 meeting recommended approval of the attached City-Wide Master Plan.

Discussion

Citywide Master Plan and Implementation Strategy

The overall goal of the Plan is to guide anticipated private development and public realm enhancement to encourage desired economic growth and achieve the vision of a pedestrian oriented and vibrant environment.

More specific objectives of the Plan were to:

1. Create a vibrant atmosphere

2. Foster mixed-use development

3. Create a more suitable urban environment

4. Develop a pedestrian oriented urban development

5. Enhance community character and a sense of place. 

EDAW reviewed current development patterns and conducted an inventory of existing conditions and land uses, parking, pedestrian facilities, key gateways and corridors including transportation and adopted land use and zoning regulations.  

The Consultant’s Plan divides the Plan area into sub areas as follows and depicted on page #17 of the plan:

1. Creation of a Town Center that would be implemented through a Regional Activity Center (RAC);

2. Creation of three (3) Mixed Use Districts 

· Hallandale Beach Boulevard Gateway-East

· Hallandale Beach Boulevard Gateway-West

· Hallandale Beach Boulevard Gateway- North

3. Creation of two (2) small scale neighborhood centers

· Foster Road

· Hallandale Beach Oceanfront

The Plan also provides for initiatives and implementation policy and regulations.  Specific recommendations regarding building height, green buildings, overlay districts and design review are included as follows:

Building Height

Based upon the input of the Community, the City Commission and various other sources, the consultant concluded, the existing height limits are conducive to promoting good urban density with the exception of the Planned Development and Planned Redevelopment Overlay District with heights of 350 to 450 feet.  The Plan recommends the City explore removal of incentive for heights over 350 feet.

As part of the deliverables, EDAW also created a three dimensional model of the City which included all existing buildings, approved new developments under construction, and approved and planned developments.  Staff will be using this model as Major Developments are submitted to aid in the City Commission’s decision making process.

Green Building

The City consider green policies and programs which will promote sustainability for the City.  

Overlay Districts

Consolidate and revise the focus of overlay districts in order to capture the current vision of the City for these corridors and areas.

Design Review

The City consider a design review board or the empowerment of qualified design review staff in order to achieve better building and site design.  

The proposed Plan recommends a regulatory framework for the implementation of these objectives.  It also includes recommendations to strengthen residential neighborhoods in the City and Capital Improvements.  

ERA Market Analysis

Economics Research Associates (ERA) was retained by EDAW Inc., on behalf of the City to include a realistic examination of the City’s 10 year market potentials as well as implementation and funding strategies to guide anticipated development and public realm enhancements.
ERA conducted an analysis of economic and demographic factors including population, employment, real estate activity and other relevant economic factors.  According to the report, Broward County’s population increased from 630,000 in 1970 to 1.6 million in 2000.  The City’s current estimated population of 36,400 is expected to add an additional 1500 new residents to approximately 38,000 by 2012.

The report includes an implementation section which highlights potential implementation strategies to ensure specific elements of the Plan, such as public realm improvements, are successful.  

RECOMMENDATION

Following further discussion and comments, the City Commission:

1.  Adopt the attached Resolution adopting the Citywide Master Plan and Implementation Strategy;

2. Direct staff to initiate necessary land use, planning and zoning amendments to implement the Master Plan; 

3. Direct staff to develop an implementation strategy based upon the recommendations outlined in the Master Plan;

4. Direct staff to explore funding opportunities as outlined in the Market Analysis prepared by ERA.

PURPOSE:

To amend Section 32-1003(C) of the Land Development and Zoning Code to reduce the notification distance from 1,000 feet to 300 feet for Variances and Redevelopment Modification Waivers on Minor Development sites.

BACKGROUND:

At the September 3, 2008 meeting, the City Commission approved Ordinance #2008-19 creating Section 32-1003 to provide regulations for noticing surrounding property owners of upcoming applications for the following:

1. Major Developments

2. Future Land Use Map Amendments

3. Plats

4. Vacation of Rights of way

5. Conditional Uses

6. Variances

7. Redevelopment Area Modification Waivers

DISCUSSION

Staff is proposing to amend the language in Section 32-1003(C) to reduce the notice requirement distance from 1,000 feet to 300 feet for Variance and Redevelopment Modification Waiver applications on minor development site. Since the Ordinance was adopted, small businesses and residential property owners have been financially burdened with the costs associated with noticing all surrounding property owners within 1,000 feet. This requirement can often lead to over a thousand mailings, as individual condominium owners are required to be noticed. A complete analysis is provided in the Planning and Zoning Board staff report (see backup).
