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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

02/01/09, 831 N. Federal Highway,  Arson, 09-4950
The victim discovered the interior of her vehicle on fire.  This is the second incident of this nature the victim has suffered in the last few months.
ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective to investigate the incident. The detective spoke with the Fire Marshall who advised he was not investigating this case.  The detective spoke with the victim who was unable to give any information on a possible suspect.  There were no witnesses or video surveillance of the incident.  This case was closed due to the fact that there are no suspects or other leads for the detective to follow up. 
02/03/09, 2551 E. Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Suspicious Incident / Assist F.B.I.  09-5296

The suspect was buying expensive items at Wal-Mart and returning them a short time later.  The manager noticed the money used to purchase was dye stained.  The suspect was detained until the FBI arrived and took control of the investigation.
ISD:  A detective responded to the scene and interviewed the suspect and witnesses.  The detective had reason to believe that said money had dye stains on it.  Due to the totality of the circumstances the detective contacted the F.B.I. who responded to the scene.  The agent advised the suspect matched the description of a bank robbery suspect that robbed several banks in the surrounding jurisdictions.  The agent took custody of the suspect and evidence.  
02/06/09, 100 S. Dixie Highway, Traffic Crash, 09-5783

A vehicle traveling south on Dixie Highway left the roadway and struck a tree and a traffic control device. The vehicle’s engine compartment ignited and the driver was ejected. The driver sustained non-life threatening injuries and was transported to Memorial Regional Hospital.

02/10/09, 227 SW 10 Street, Sexual Assault 09-6510
A female juvenile victim along with her mother came to police headquarters and reported that she was sexually assaulted by a neighbor starting from the year 2005 until January of 2009. ISD was notified and assisted with the initial investigation.

ISD: This case was assigned to a detective. The detective obtained a sworn taped statement from the victim and the suspect was positively identified. The suspect has refused to speak with detectives. At 
this time, the case has been sent to the State Attorneys Office for final review charging the suspect with multiple felonies.
02/13/09, 905 SE 5 Avenue, Loitering & Prowling, Possession of Burglary tools, 09-7100
Officers observed the suspects exit a laundry room.  Investigation revealed the cash box to the machines had fresh tool marks where suspects attempted to force them open.  The suspects were in possession of similar tools and did not live on the property and were taken into custody.
ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who obtained a signed affidavit from the property owner.  The detective has completed the investigation and the case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office. 

02/20/09, 999 W. Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Armed Robbery, 09-7283

The victim was engaged in conversation with the suspect when he brandished a handgun and demanded money.  The victim surrendered the money and the suspect fled.  There were no injuries.
ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective.  The detective has responded to the victim’s residence on numerous occasions in an attempt to interview her.  The victim has not returned any of the detective’s messages.  The detective made contact with a neighbor who advised the victim has relocated and did not leave a forwarding address. It is apparent that the victim does not wish to go forward with this investigation since she has not returned the detectives messages and has relocated.  This case has been closed pending further information and cooperation from the victim.
02/18/09, 424 North Federal Highway, Sexual Assault 09-7921

A female juvenile victim came to police headquarters with her parents and advised that in October of 2008 she was sexually assaulted at the El Rancho Motel. ISD was notified and assisted with the initial investigation.
ISD: The case was assigned to a detective. The detective obtained a sworn taped statement from the victim and the suspect was positively identified. The suspect came to police headquarters and was interviewed by detectives. The interview revealed there was an inappropriate relationship between the adult and minor child. The suspect was placed under arrest and appropriately charged. The case has been forwarded to the State Attorneys Office for prosecution.
02/19/09, 900 SW 8 Street, Hallandale Beach Elementary School, Burglary, 09-8113

The school custodian observed several juveniles force open a window and enter a portable unit.  He was able to detain one suspect while the others fled.  Officers took the suspect into custody and the investigation is continuing.
ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective.  The detective is in the process of locating video surveillance of the incident.  The detective is currently working the case to develop possible leads on additional burglaries and suspects.  This case is pending further investigation.
02/21/09, 800 E. Hallandale Beach Boulevard, Robbery, 09-8437

The suspect made conversation with the victim pretending to be a nurse when she removed the victim’s ring and fled in a vehicle.  There were no injuries.
ISD:  This case has been assigned to a detective who has met with the victim to gather additional information on the suspects.  The victim was uncertain if she could positively identify the suspects or the suspect vehicle.  This case is pending further investigation.
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – SELECTIVE ENFORCEMENT TEAM (SET) – UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

The Selective Enforcement Team, with the assistance of road patrol, was positioned throughout the City in order to combat vehicle burglaries.  On 02/04/09, a black male was observed operating his bicycle at the rear of a closed auto body shop.  The black male entered the enclosed compound and broke into a vehicle.  The black male was apprehended and placed under arrest for burglary.  The suspect was also in possession of burglary tools (bolt cutters) and illegal narcotics. (09-5447)

The Selective Enforcement Team was conducting surveillance when a suspicious vehicle was observed parked at the Mar Bay Hotel.  During the investigation, one of the suspects was found to be in illegal possession of several Hydrocodone Pills and Xanax Pills.  The suspect was charged with trafficking in Hydrocodone and Possession of Xanax and a 2006 Nissan Titan was confiscated.  The pick-up truck has an approximate blue book value of $13,000.00. (09-6965)

On 02-27-2009, SET, along with Broward Sheriff’s Office, ATF, and DEA worked a joint investigation reference a gun complaint. The investigation led to the discovery of a 9mm handgun inside the suspect’s apartment. Subsequently, the suspect was charged for possessing a firearm by a convicted felon.  It should be noted the suspect had an extensive criminal history and had been charged with two separate homicides, one in 1982 and one in 1993.  Furthermore, the suspect is currently on probation for selling crack cocaine in the City of Hallandale Beach.  The apartment was located at 813 NW 7 Avenue. 

FEBRUARY STATS 19 Arrests consisting of: 10 Felonies and 9 Misdemeanors. Narcotics Confiscated: 1 Gram Crack Cocaine ($40.00), 31 Grams Marijuana ($280.00), 7 Grams Hydrocodone Pills ($200.00), 19 Xanax Pills ($190.00) and a 2006 Nissan Titan (Blue Book Value $13,000.00) was confiscated.  
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – Vice, Intelligence, and Narcotics Unit (V.I.N.)

The V.I.N. Detectives are currently working a joint operation with the Florida Alcohol Beverage and Tobacco Agency (ABT).

The V.I.N. Detectives continue to address prostitution offenses employing a variety of law enforcement strategies.
V.I.N. Detectives assisted the Broward Sheriff Office Detectives with a search of a home in Hallandale Beach.  The searched revealed approximately 60-65 pounds of Cannabis.  The offender was charged with trafficking in cannabis.
