Weed & Seed Monthly Report for February, 2009
During the month of February, the Police Department worked closely with Code Enforcement to address several abandoned properties and vehicles.  Officer Jackson is coordinating with the Church of Christ on offering Wii gaming tournaments as a mentoring and educational component for at risk youths in the Palms. These tournaments will begin in March and continue throughout the year.

The Police Department continues doing community outreach through distributing Weed & Seed materials, Crime Watch materials, and soliciting volunteers at the Hallandale Beach Reunion events which were organized by the Weed & Seed Committee. Officers participated and assisted with the picnic and dance on the 20th and 21st of February. Tenant Education Training Seminar has been scheduled for April 15, 2009 at Johnson Park, which will be advertised locally. 

The Police Department conducted six after school hour operations targeting at risk youths. These youths were identified and interviewed by Officer Jackson for possible referral to Weed & Seed initiatives. Officers Vera, Golden, and Scarpati continue to actively conduct truancy sweeps throughout the city every morning.  They are also working with the local schools and parents to address truancy issues.
The Police Department continues to combat drug trafficking in the Palms.  This month fifty two (52) adults were arrested in the Palms, fifteen (15) of which were drug arrests.  Five (5) juvenile were also arrested in the Palms one was drug related. The Police Department conducted two targeted traffic enforcement operations in the Palms. The operations provided the following results: 3-DUI arrest; 1-Narcotics arrest (NTA); 2-Midemeanor citations; 43-Traffic citations.
