The Department of Public Works significant activities for the month of February are summarized below:


1) Public Works Department worked together with Parks Department, Engineering Department, Building department, and Police Department to develope a site plan for the Foster Park Improvements. The demolition has been completed. Underground work, irrigation, water supply, sanitary and electrical is underway. The clearing and sub grade for the walking path have been completed. Initial permits have been issued and inspections are ongoing as work progresses. All Equipment has been ordered. Sidewalks are scheduled to be replaced within the next few weeks along with pavilion, and playground in mid April.  Several conceptual building plans are being developed for community review in April.  
2) Preliminary design has commenced for the maximum use for North Beach Building. This has been determined as a result of several meetings with the Development Services including building, electrical, plumbing, and fire inspectors/plan reviewers.
Engineering is currently working on a floor plan which is within the building code standards for multiple use purposes including independent use of each floor. This will require a fire separation at the southwest staircase between the staircase and the elevator area.  Engineering will handle architectural plans. Public works will handle electrical plans. Mechanical and plumbing will be handled by the associated contractors. We should have floor plans next week for approval to move forward with plans/ permitting. 
3) The West Hallandale Beach Boulevard Project Landscaping and Irrigation final 
      inspections have been conducted and passed.
 4)  Landscaping Division has removed the trees on Golden Isles that were not thriving. 
      We are currently planning their replacement and the method. This includes complete
      surrounding soil replacement to ensure growth of the replaced trees due to
      unsuitable soil conditions from years of road improvements, layer on top of layer of
      asphalt and rock contamination of the existing soil.  
The Department has a number of other projects either underway or being planned, in addition to the many ongoing maintenance and services rendered.
