The Department of Utilities & Engineering significant activities for the month of February are summarized below:

1) Staff attended briefings by FDOT and the Broward MPO to assure that City is in a position to receive stimulus package funding from the federal government.  As a result, the City was approved for inclusion of its West Hallandale Beach Boulevard  project as a part of the transportation stimulus package.  
2) Staff obtained approval from the Florida Department of Environmental Protection to move forward with processing of several State Revolving Fund Loans for various projects pertaining to wastewater and reuse.  Staff is beginning work on a capital improvement plan and funding proposal for long-term rehabilitation of infrastructure.  
3) Wastewater Division pursued permitting of new generator at the Egret Drive Lift Station.  The Division also completed replacement of a 45’ section of pipe adjacent to the station. 
4) Wastewater Division continued reducing infiltration into the wastewater system.  This month, the reduction achieved was an estimated 64,800 gallons per day.
5)  Water Distribution Division continued its multifaceted operations, including the following:
· 21 valves and hydrants exercised
· 67 large meters replaced
· 72 large meters overhauled
· 2 hydrants replaced
· 3 water valves repaired
6) Water Production and Water Plant Maintenance Divisions worked together with Engineering Division to clean and inspect all 3 ground storage tanks and both clear wells at the DPW Compound.
7) Water Plant Maintenance Division cleaned the second stage of Skid #2 of the Membrane Treatment Plant. The Division also cleaned Lime Softening Unit #2.
8) Engineering Division oversaw substantial completion of the SW 7th Avenue Bridge Rehabilitation.  Work on the Golden Isles Bridges will begin in March. 
9) Staff continues participation in the biweekly meetings of the Ad Hoc Parking Committee.
10) Engineering Division completed design and bid documents for the 34th Year 

CDBG project.
11) Engineering Division has a number of projects under design, including the 

 following:

· Ansin Blvd. Storage

· Curci House/Moffitt House Site Improvements

· Federal Highway Uplighting

12) Engineering Division completed design and bid package of subaqueous 
water and wastewater lines and other water distribution improvements in  Golden Isles area
13) Engineering Division met with Gulfstream and discussed plans for SE 2nd Street 

       construction.  Staff is currently awaiting Gulfstream’s review and feedback.
The Department has a number of other projects either underway or being planned, in addition to the many ongoing maintenance and services rendered.
