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NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS - UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

03/05/09, 103 SW 8 Court, Battery on a Pregnant Female, 09-10373

The suspect became angry with the pregnant victim.  The suspect struck the victim several times with his fists and a table leg.  The suspect was arrested.  The injuries were not serious.
ISD:  A detective was assigned to this case to further the investigation.  The detective made contact with the victim and witness and obtained sworn taped statements from them.  The detective has completed the investigation and has forwarded the case to the State Attorney’s Office.
03/08/09, 120 Bedford Ave.  Juvenile Sexual Assault, 09-10886

The father of the victim observed a change in the victim’s, a juvenile, behavior and questioned him.  The victim stated he was inappropriately touched by the suspect, also a juvenile, who lives next door.  The investigation is continuing.
ISD:  A detective was assigned to this case and made contact with the victim’s guardian (father). The detective scheduled an appointment with the Sexual Assault Treatment Center where a forensic examination was conducted as well as a forensic interview.  The detective obtained a sworn statement from the suspect.  At this time this case is pending reference further investigation.
03/09/09, 270 Layne Boulevard, #308, Burglary/Battery/False Imprisonment/Domestic Violence, 09-11082
The suspect went to his wife’s apartment and broke in through a window.  The suspect and victim are separated. While inside, he threatened both victims and struck both victims.  The victims were unable to contact police.  The victims’ neighbor notified police.  The suspect was arrested.  The injuries were not serious.
ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who obtained a sworn taped statement from the victim.  The detective has completed the investigation and charged the suspect accordingly.  The case has been forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office.       
03/13/09, 26 Diplomat Parkway  # 2222, Armed Robbery, 09-11564

The victim stated he was in his room when one of the suspects broke the front window of his apartment with a handgun.  The suspect ordered him to open the door at which time two other suspects 
entered the apartment, threw the victim to the ground, and struck the victim.  During the altercation, the suspects took the victim’s wallet, and prescription medication.  There were no serious injuries.
ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who has interviewed the victim.     The victim provided the detective with information which may lead to the identity of the suspects.  This case is pending further investigation.   
03/14/09, 23 N.W. 2 Avenue (Chapultepec) Stabbing, 09–11761

The victim was involved in a physical confrontation with six to eight suspects over comments made about his female companion.  During the incident, the victim was stabbed in the abdomen.  The victim was treated for non-life threatening wounds.  The investigation is continuing.
ISD:  A detective responded to the crime scene and later met with the victim at the hospital.  The detective interviewed the victim and witness and neither party could identify the suspects involved in the incident.  There were no other witnesses or video surveillance that would help with identifying the suspects.  The victim does not wish for this case to be followed up and signed a waiver of liability.
03/15/09, 745 N.W. 9 Street (O.B. Johnson Park) Arson, 09-11986

The juvenile suspects ignited a fire in the bathroom at the park.  The fire was extinguished with minimal damage and three suspects were arrested.  There were no injuries.
ISD:  A detective responded to the scene and met with the complainant and suspects.  The suspects were arrested and transported to headquarters where the detective obtained sworn taped statements.  The detective charged the suspects accordingly and released them to their parents after signing an agreement that the suspects would attend the “Firesetters Program” and then complete the Juvenile Diversion Program.  After the completion of the two programs the city would not file criminal charges against the suspects. 

03/18/09, 1050 N. Federal Highway,  Armed Robbery 09-12516 
Two suspects entered the store wearing masks and brandishing a handgun.  The suspects demanded money and the video surveillance tape.  The victims were forced into a back office.  The third victim entered the store and was ordered into the back office at gunpoint.  The suspects fled. There were no injuries.
ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective who met with the victim.  The victim advised they would not be able to identify the suspects.  After the detective reviewed the surveillance tape it was determined that the identity of the suspects could not be made from the surveillance tape.  There was no traceable property taken, so the detective has closed this case pending additional information. 
      

03/28/09, 823 SW 1 Place,  Burglary, 09-14047

The suspect knocked on the victim’s door and asked for entry into the residence.  When the victim refused, the suspect forced his way in.  Once inside, the suspect removed currency from the victim’s wallet.  The victim called police.  As the suspect was leaving the residence, he was taken into custody.  The victim stated she did not know the suspect.  There were no injuries.
ISD:  A detective was assigned to this case.  The suspect did not wish to give a taped statement as he wished to speak to his attorney before speaking to the police.  This case is currently under investigation pending a sworn taped statement from the victim.
03/30/09, 208 Foster Road, Armed Robbery, 09-14340

The suspect entered the store wearing a mask, armed with a handgun.  The suspect demanded money from the register.   All customers were ordered to the ground.  The suspect fled in a vehicle.  There were no injuries.
ISD:  This case was assigned to a detective and is currently under investigation.

03/31/09, 600 Three Islands Boulevard, #1811, Unattended Death, 09-14472
The deceased was found in a state of advanced decomposition.  An investigation revealed a possible cause of death as a drug overdose.
ISD:  Detectives responded to the scene and interviewed the complainants.   The detectives, along with crime scene personnel, processed the scene.  This case is an active investigation pending the results from the autopsy.   

NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – SELECTIVE ENFORCEMENT TEAM (SET) – UNIFORMED PATROL DIVISION

The Hallandale Beach Selective Enforcement Team concentrated its efforts to the surrounding areas of the Hallandale Beach Adult Center, due to several complaints of fights and narcotic activity during the lunch break. This resulted in twelve (12) arrests of which most were for Possession of Marijuana and Warrants for Possession of Marijuana
SET received a complaint from a concerned citizen reference possible narcotic activity from a residence in the Southeast portion of Hallandale Beach.  After conducting surveillance, officers observed a narcotic transaction and made contact with the suspect.  Officers observed bags containing marijuana in the interior therefore; a search warrant was completed with the assistance of the Investigative Services Division.  The search warrant located 77 grams of Marijuana, a weighing scale, $417.00 in U.S. currency.
Information was received of a suspect possibly living in our city with six warrants for “Possession of Sexual Performance Video by A Child”. The address for the suspect was not valid for The City of Hallandale Beach yet after researching and canvassing possible areas, this dangerous suspect was located and placed under arrest. The suspect was subsequently transported by BSO to Palm Beach County Jail.     

MARCH STATS 30 Arrests consisting of: 14 Felonies and 16 Misdemeanors. Narcotics Confiscated: 12.2 Grams Cocaine ($325.00), 128.5 Grams Marijuana ($1025.00), 5.5 Grams Oxycodone Pills ($200.00), MDMA/ Ecstasy 2 Pills ($40.00) and $417.00 confiscated drug money.  
NOTEWORTHY INCIDENTS – Vice, Intelligence, and Narcotics Unit (V.I.N.)

The V.I.N. Detectives in concert with the Florida Alcohol Beverage and Tobacco Agency (ABT) executed a search warrant and emergency order of suspension (E.O.C.), at the Cheetah nightclub.  The  
search warrant resulted in the arrest of twenty-two individuals, who were employees of the establishment.  The charges consisted of narcotic sales, operating a house of prostitution and the solicitation of prostitution.  Approximately $60,000.00 in U.S. currency was seized from the business.  Additional arrests are anticipated.
The V.I.N. Detectives continue to address establishments, which are promoting acts of prostitution employing a variety of law enforcement strategies.
V.I.N. Detectives assisted by Detectives of the Broward Sheriff Office conducted a buy/bust operation.  The operation resulted in the arrest of two suspects, who were subsequently charged with trafficking in oxycontin, delivery of xanax and possession of oxycontin.  A total of 196 oxycontin and two xanax pills with a street value of $2,700.00 was confiscated.
Detective Grange, who is assigned to the DEA task force, assisted the Broward Sheriff’s Office with a consent to search of a residence in the City of Hallandale Beach.  The search revealed eleven marijuana plants within the residence.  The suspect was arrested and charged with the cultivation of marijuana.  The marijuana plants seized have a street value of $10,000.00.

DEPARTMENTAL VACANCIES

The Police Department had the following vacancies through the month of March: (2) Community Service Aides (12) Police Officers and (3) Part Time Police Officers.
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
