Weed & Seed Monthly Report for March, 2009
The Police Department continues working on combating drug trafficking in the Palms.  Last month we made Forty-six (46) arrests of adults in the Palms, twenty-three (23) of which were drug arrests.  Of the adults arrested, 17 were residents of the Palms and 29 lived outside the Palms.  During the month of March we also made five (5) juvenile arrests in the Palms one was drug related. Of the five juveniles arrested, three (3) were residents of the Palms, two (2) lived outside the Palms. During the monthly operation of the Broward County Multi Agency Gang Task Force (MAGTF) members made two additional narcotics arrests in the Palms. 

Officer Jackson continues to distribute Weed & Seed materials, Crime Watch materials, and solicited volunteers at the Crime Watch events, one which was just held at Ingalls Park on Saturday, March 28th. The Police Department looks forward to the upcoming Tenant Training that will be held at Johnson Park on April 15th at 6pm.     
Officer Jackson is coordinating a program that will provide crime prevention tips for victims of breaking and entering.  Officer Jackson will meet with the victims at their homes and conduct a crime prevention survey of their residence.  This program is an attempt to help victims reduce the chance of being a victim of crime again.          

The Police Department is conducting alternative juvenile diversion with Harmony Development Group which is a non-profit that runs diversionary groups funded by State and County agencies.  We have partnered with them to divert our juveniles into their program as an alternative to arrest. They are currently counseling and monitoring five (5) juveniles that would have otherwise been arrested. We conducted daily truancy sweeps during the month of March.  Once a week at lunch time, our officers are conducting special operations targeting narcotics sales to students out on lunch breaks.  The S.R.O.’s at both Hallandale Elementary and Gulfstream Middle School are running a Young Gentlemen’s Clubs and Youth Crime Watch programs.  Their aim is to teach the young men life skills and etiquette and thereby reduce violence and drug abuse among these teens. We purchased Wii equipment for use in our youth mentoring activities.  These gaming machines will be utilized by Officer Jackson to attract at risk youths and their families to gaming events where an educational component will be presented and referrals will be available for family services.
