The Department of Utilities & Engineering significant activities for the month of March are summarized below:

1) Staff met with FDOT and began the process whereby the City will implement the West Hallandale Beach Boulevard  Enhancement project as a part of the transportation stimulus package.  Design finalization is anticipated within a month.
2) Commission awarded the bid for the stormwater drainage improvements in the vicinity of NE 2 Street, financed through the FMA Grant.  The contract is currently being processed.  The Notice to Proceed will be issued by April 15.
3) Commission awarded EAC for consultant services to design the A1A Improvements project.  The Notice to Proceed will be issued by April 15.
4) Wastewater Division installed a new sewer system at Foster Park in anticipation of future improvements.  The Division also began replacement of a section of gravity sewer pipe on Atlantic Shores Boulevard that had cracked. 
5) Water Distribution Division installed new water system at Foster Park in anticipation of future improvements.  The Division also began upgrading a water line at SW 1st Court from 4” to 8” line to improve pressure as part of ongoing project.
6)  Stormwater Division  began installing new stormwater system at Foster Park in anticipation of future improvements.  Current installation will enable drainage of parking lot.
7) Water Plant Maintenance Division repaired the plant generator.  The Division also installed antiscalent trasar, which will reduce the acid consumption of the membrane softening system.  Anticipated savings will be at least $75,000 annually.
8) Water Production and Water Plant Maintenance Divisions worked together with Engineering Division to clean and inspect both elevated water storage tanks.
9) Water Production Division collected quarterly monitoring samples for DPW monitoring well and production well #3.  Results are forthcoming.  Division also began SFWMD drought monitoring for saline infiltration and participated in the regional water taste test.
10) Engineering Division oversaw bridge rehabilitation at Paradise Isle Drive and 
 Tamarind Drive bridges.  The next bridges scheduled for rehabilitation are on  

 Sunset Drive. 
11) Staff continues participation in the biweekly meetings of the Ad Hoc Parking 
Committee.  Engineering Division is investigating the possibility of installing additional permitted parking areas, including NE 12 Ave., NE 14 Ave. and Diplomat Pkwy.
12) Engineering Division oversaw the successful completion of the W. Hallandale 
Beach Boulevard Rehabilitation project and the NW/SW 8th  Avenue and Hallandale Beach Boulevard Intersection Improvements project.  These projects are complete.
13) Engineering Division has a number of projects under design, including the 

 following:

· Ansin Blvd. Storage

· Curci House/Moffitt House Site Improvements

· Federal Highway Uplighting

· SE 2nd Street Extension

14) Engineering Division is finalizing easements for major project entailing 

  subaqueous water and wastewater lines and other water distribution    

  improvements in  Golden Isles area.
      15) Engineering Division has begun preliminary conceptual design for future building 

            at Foster Park.

The Department has a number of other projects either underway or being planned, in addition to the many ongoing maintenance and services rendered.
