1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Cooper called the meeting to order at 1:42 PM

2. ROLL CALL

Commissioners London, Ross and Sanders, Vice Mayor Julian, Mayor Cooper, City Manager Good, City Attorney Jove, and City Clerk McGough - All present

3. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Commissioner London left the dais at 1:43 PM 

Mayor Cooper presented a Proclamation proclaiming 107 days to increase acts of goodness and kindness to the Chabad of South Florida.  

Commissioner London returned at 1:45 PM

4. PRESENTATIONS AND REPORTS

A. Recognition of Gulfstream Park Racing and Casino for Donations to the Police Athletic League (PAL) of Hallandale Beach

Major Ken Cowley advised Gulfstream made a donation of a 15-person passenger van to the PAL of Hallandale Beach. 

Jonathan Carrillo, PAL Program Coordinator, presented a plaque to Gulfstream. 

Shirley Horn, Gulfstream Park Racing Charity Committee, thanked the City for their working partnership and noted it was pleasure to donate the vehicle. 

Jonathon Carrillo noted at the PAL conference this year Gulfstream Park Racing is being recognized as Statewide PAL Corporation Partner of the Year. 

B. Recognition of Conferring of Bachelor Degree in Public Administration to James Simmons, Heavy Equipment Operator

City Manager Good spoke of Mr. Simmons’ dedication to the City and to his education. He noted Mr. Simmons has worked for the City for 30 years and is the Union Representative for the General Employee Union. 

Mr. Simmons thanked the Commission, his co-workers and supervisors for their support. 

C. Presentation of the American Public Works Association Project of the Year Award for the Hallandale Beach Membrane Treatment Plant

District Representative Frank DeCelles presented the plaque to the City Commission.

City Commission reached consensus and directed the plaque be placed in the lobby of the Administrative Offices at the Water Membrane Treatment Plant. 

D. 2008 Holiday Lights Awards (Staff: Director of DPW/Utilities & Engineering) (see backup) 

Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting at 6:30 PM

The Commission and the Beautification Advisory Board presented the 2008 Holiday Lights Awards. 

Mayor Copper recessed the meeting at 7:05 PM

Mayor Cooper reconvened the meeting at 7:12 PM

E. Parks and Recreation Summary Report

Rebecca Munden-Correa, Director of Parks and Recreation, presented report. 

5. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION (to be heard at 1:30 P.M.)

George Posnansky, 317 SW 8 Street, thanked the Commission for giving a plaque to mail carrier Rolstine Sandi Williams for her role in the apprehension of a burglar in Hallandale Beach. 

6. CITY BUSINESS (Voting on Items Deferred to Evening Consent Agenda to be Heard at 7:15 P.M.)

A. Discussion of City Manager Employment with the City (City Manager)

City Manager Good discussed his retirement from the City and his subsequent re-hiring by the City Commission. He advised that he is no longer part of the City’s Deferred Retirement Option Plan (DROP). 

City Manager Good discussed the recent shortfalls in the City’s Pension funds and that the City will have to contribute to make these funds whole. He noted that Management Personnel is guaranteed a 7.75% return on their pension and that in this market this could be very costly to the City as the City has to make up the shortfall if the market does not meet this guaranteed return. City Manager Good further stated that he took his Pension out of Deferred Retirement Option Plan (DROP), even though he will be losing money, to give an example to other Management Employees as we approach Union Negotiations. 

City Manager Good noted that all new Management Personnel will no longer participate in the Defined Benefit Plan. He further noted all new Management Personnel will have a self-managed 401(k) program.  He stated that he is looking to reduce pension costs City wide.  

City Manager Good noted that during his 24 year career with the City he has worked hard to move through the ranks of the organization to become a City Manager. He has a wealth of knowledge of the City and is dedicated to the City and the City Commission. 

Mayor Cooper, Vice Mayor Julian and Commissioners Ross and Sanders commended City Manager Good for taking this leadership position and noted he has been an excellent City Manager throughout his tenure. 

Commissioner London asked for an actuarial comparison with and without City Manager Good participating in the pension. He further noted he feels there are issues with the City Manager’s contract and the contract should be renegotiated.  

City Manager Good noted his contract is the same except that the provision regarding his participation in the DROP have been removed. 

Commissioner London asked about sick leave payout. City Manager Good advised the information would be provided. 

George Amiraian, Director Personnel/Labor Relations, advised that City Manager Good’s payout was in accordance with City Policy and the City Manager’s contract. 

Mayor Cooper left the dais at 2:55 PM. 

Mayor Cooper returned at 2:58 PM.

Mayor Cooper noted the City Commission by a majority vote of the Commission re-hired City Manager Good at the same terms of his existing contract. She requested that if Commissioner London had an action he would want the Commission to take to bring it forward for Commission consideration. 

Commissioner London stated he has asked for information on other issues related to City Manager Good’s contract. 

City Manager Good noted staff is preparing his personnel file and work must be done to exempt certain personal information and it has taken time for staff to compile this information. 

The City Commission took no further action on this item. 

B. Discussion of the Board and Committee Appointments (Staff: City Clerk) (see backup)

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO APPOINT JIM CURCI TO THE HISTORICAL PRESERVATION ADVISORY BOARD AS VICE MAYOR JULIAN’S APPOINTMENT. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO APPOINT CAROLYN JOHNSON TO THE PARK AND RECREATION ADVISORY BOARD AS VICE MAYOR JULIAN’S APPOINTMENT. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SANDERS TO APPOINT ROSLYN BOLAN TO THE PARKS AND RECREATION ADVISORY BOARD AS COMMISSIONER ROSS’ APPOINTMENT. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO APPOINT COLLEEN PROFIT TO THE PARKS AND RECREATION ADVISORY BOARD AS COMMISSIONER ROSS’ APPOINTMENT. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
MOTION BY COMMISSIONER SANDERS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO APPOINT COLLEEN PROFIT TO THE EDUCATION ADVISORY COMMITTEE AS COMMISSIONER SANDERS’ APPOINTMENT. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
Mayor Cooper requested the information regarding Board and Committee appointments be updated and brought back to the next Commission Meeting.   

7. MONTHLY REPORTS

8. COMMISSIONER REPORTS

The City Commission discussed events, activities and meetings they attended as representatives of the City.  

Mayor Cooper noted that at the Broward League of Cities meeting an item regarding accident response fees was discussed. She noted drivers involved in accidents are charged a fee for the response of the police and fire departments and traffic accident cleanup crews, as necessary, and asked for staff to evaluate this program utilizing the City of Lauderdale Lakes as a case study. City Manager Good noted staff will evaluate and bring back to the Commission if necessary.  

9. OTHER

The City Commission discussed other City Business. 

City Manager Good provided an update regarding Beach Renourishment in Hallandale Beach, the planting of sea oats and the meeting at Parker Dorado. He noted a public meeting would be scheduled once all the information is obtained and evaluated. 
City Manager Good noted on January 10, 2009 from 10:00 A.M. to 2:00 P.M. there will be a registration meeting and workshop for the new development, Highland Park Village. He noted the City has partnered with Shanco Construction to build affordable housing. He noted an administrative policy is being completed outlining the process and procedures for this project. Furthermore, City Manager Good noted that there will be an additional $150,000 set aside by the developer for additional subsidies. This will be a discretionary subsidy to help applicants who fall within the 70% median income. 

Mayor Cooper asked if the policy will be project specific. City Manager Good advised it will be a policy specifically geared toward the Highland Park Village project. 

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO DIRECT THE CITY MANAGER TO DRAFT AN ADMINISTRATIVE POLICY SPECIFIC TO THE HIGHLAND PARK VILLAGE PROJECT AND PROVIDE FOR COMMISSION COMMENT. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
Mayor Cooper noted she attended the Water Resource Task Force Meeting. She noted there was discussion about creating a surcharge to water accounts during draughts to recoup the lost revenue. City Manager Good noted the City has a tiered system that is dependent on the amount of water used and there is a base charge applied to all accounts instead of a surcharge system. 

Mayor Cooper noted credits for green initiatives for drainage and pervious asphalt were also discussed at the Water Resource Task Force Meeting. 

Mayor Cooper noted Nikki Marina in Hollywood has requested a license to operate until 4:00 A.M. and requested staff to continue to monitor the business.

City Manager Good advised the recyclable containers at Golden Isles Park are being moved inside the sewer treatment plant and a pervious parking area is being installed where the containers are currently located. 

City Manager Good noted a meeting has been scheduled for January 15, 2009 with the City of Hollywood regarding the Beach One Project. He stated he would advise the Commission as the discussions continue. 
City Manager Good spoke about card game room revenue distribution and the existing agreement with Broward County and noted that State Law has changed since the City entered into the agreement. City Manager Good further noted the Law change provided for the moneys that are going to the County to come to the City. Finally, he noted that he will be asking Broward County to dismiss the agreement and follow State Law. 
Commissioner Sanders advised Eagles Wings will be partnering with Toys for Tots for gift distribution. 

Commissioner Sanders noted that as part of the grass roots efforts for Census 2010, Broward County has invited him as a representative of religious groups. 
10. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION (to be heard at 7:00 P.M.)

Mary Thompson, 614 NW 3 Ave, spoke in support of the Youth Arts Program at the Great Rewards Chapel and encouraged parents and residents to get involved.

1. The events held at the hall shall conclude at or before midnight;

2. The hall shall not be subleased or rented to promoters for special events;

3. Maximum occupancy of the establishment shall not exceed 90 persons in accordance with the Fire Code;  

4. No sale of alcoholic beverages shall be conducted on the premises;

5. No cooking or food preparation shall be conducted on the premises;

6. The hall shall be limited to 1,387 square feet of leased space of unit #103 for the proposed activity; and 

7. A restrictive covenant shall be recorded with Broward County and be filed with the City that establishes hours of operation for all uses in the Center to provide for shared parking between day, evening and weekend uses.  The covenant shall, to the extent possible, prevent overlap of hours of operation between restricted uses.  In no instance shall the existing nonconforming situation be intensified. (Staff: Director, Development Services) (See Backup for Item #12.A.)

4. No sale of alcoholic beverages shall be conducted on the premises;

5. No cooking or food preparation shall be conducted on the premises;

6. The hall shall be limited to 1,387 square feet of leased space of unit #103 for the proposed activity; and 

7. A restrictive covenant shall be recorded with Broward County and be filed with the City that establishes hours of operation for all uses in the Center to provide for shared parking between day, evening and weekend uses.  The covenant shall, to the extent possible, prevent overlap of hours of operation between restricted uses.  In no instance shall the existing nonconforming situation be intensified.  The covenant shall run with the land and be binding on all future tenants and owners of the center.

Mr. Cannone noted the applicant is aware of these conditions and has agreed to them prior to the Planning and Zoning Board Meeting.  

MOTION BY COMMISSIONER ROSS, SECONDED BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN TO APPROVE Application #92-08-V by Elliot Kels for A-1 Florist and Gifts for a Variance to Operate a Hall for Hire Closer Than 300 Feet to a Residentially Zoned Property or Use at the Property Located at 103 NE 3rd Street WITH THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS: 

1. The events held at the hall shall conclude at or before midnight;

2. The hall shall not be subleased or rented to promoters for special events;

3. Maximum occupancy of the establishment shall not exceed 90 persons in accordance with the Fire Code;  

4. No sale of alcoholic beverages shall be conducted on the premises;

5. No cooking or food preparation shall be conducted on the premises;

6. The hall shall be limited to 1,387 square feet of leased space of unit #103 for the proposed activity; and 

7. A restrictive covenant shall be recorded with Broward County and be filed with the City that establishes hours of operation for all uses in the Center to provide for shared parking between day, evening and weekend uses.  The covenant shall, to the extent possible, prevent overlap of hours of operation between restricted uses.  In no instance shall the existing nonconforming situation be intensified.
