MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO AUTHORIZE THE ALLOCATION OF $100,000 FROM THE CITY’S SELF INSURANCE FUND FOR COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH THE PENDING LITIGATION PERTAINING TO HEDY S. BYRAM. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote. 
MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO AUTHORIZE THE ALLOCATION OF UP TO $300,000 TO RETAIN OUTSIDE COUNSEL BRUCE JOHNSON AND FOR ASSOCIATED OTHER COSTS PERTAINING TO THE PENDING LITIGATION REGARDING HEDY S. BYRAM. The motion carried on a 5/0 voice vote.

City Attorney Jove called for an Executive Session for Wednesday, February 18, 2009 to discuss matters pertaining to an ongoing lawsuit involving the Tower Mobile Home Park. 

City Manager Good noted the purchase of property at 501 N.W. 1st Avenue needed to be further discussed.  
Commissioner Sanders stated he would recuse himself from any vote and discussion given his relationship as President of Higher Vision Ministries, Inc. which owns 501 N.W. 1st Avenue.  Commissioner Sanders left the Commission meeting.

City Manager Good discussed how purchase of the property is part of a comprehensive redevelopment plan for the entrance to the Palms neighborhood from North Dixie Highway. The amount negotiated for the property, $235,000, is based on four property appraisals.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO AUTHORIZE THE PURCHASE OF 501 N.W. FIRST AVENUE FROM HIGHER VISION MINISTRIES, INC. FOR AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $235,000 AND AUTHORIZE THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE ALL ASSOCIATED DOCUMENTS. The motion carried on a 3/1 voice vote. (Commissioner London voted no and Commissioner Sanders recused) 
Commissioner Sanders returned to the meeting at 11:22 A.M. 
City Manager Good advised he may need to take some time off to address a health concern.  In accordance with Section 4.08 of the City Charter, he will prepare a letter and file it with the City Clerk designating Deputy City Manager Nydia Rafols-Sallaberry as Acting City Manager during his temporary absence or disability.  Previously, when the City Manager was on vacation or away from the City on City business, the Deputy City Manager has been designated Acting City Manager.

MOTION BY VICE MAYOR JULIAN, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER ROSS TO APPROVE THE DESIGNATION OF NYDIA RAFOLS-SALLABERRY AS ACTING CITY MANAGER IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 4.08 OF THE CITY CHARTER. The motion carried on a 4/1 voice vote. (Commissioner London voted no)
There being no further business before the Commission Mayor Cooper adjourned the meeting at 11:50 AM.
