RESOLUTION 2009 - 
A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA, SUPPORTING THE ACQUISITION OF 500 ACRES OF LAND IN THE EVERGLADES FROM UNITED STATES SUGAR CORP.

WHEREAS, United State Sugar Corp. has announced that it intends to sell all of its land to the State of Florida, and to cease operations within the next six years; and

WHEREAS, the Everglades is a unique, and precious natural resource; and


WHEREAS, Governor Charlie Crist unveiled a momentous strategy to bring about the largest environmental land acquisition in Florida’s history to restore the Everglades; and


WHEREAS, benefits from the land acquisition includes huge increases in the availability of water storage, significantly reducing the potential for harmful discharges through Lake Okeechobee to Florida’s coastal rivers and estuaries; and

WHEREAS, it is critical to the long term health of the citizens of the State of Florida that the U.S. Sugar Land be purchased.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COMMISSION OF THE CITY OF HALLANDALE BEACH, FLORIDA: 


Section 1.
The City of Hallandale Beach hereby supports the acquisition of 500 acres of land for the City. 

Section 2.
The Mayor and City Commission are hereby authorized and directed to ask the State, the South Florida Water Management District, Palm Beach County and all other relevant government agencies for support for the purchase of approximately 500 acres of U.S. Sugar land surrounding the City.
